PROCLAMATION OF JULIAN AS AUGUSTUS IN PARIS
(FEBRUARY, AD 360)

Constantius Il gave the orders to Gallic troops to be sent to the East. Notarius Decentius arrived in Gaul with
these orders. According to Constantius II's decision substantial numbers of Gallic troops were sent from Gaul to the
East. Caesar Julian hesitated over decision because of the absence of the high command.

Julian organized accelerating sending of troops. Discontent with sending to foreign lands had grown in the
army. It was peace in Gaul after numerous victories and soldiers didn’t want to leave the province.

Sintula obeyed emperor Constantius II's order and went to the east of the empire with one part of the army.
The rest of the army went via Paris. Soldiers heard the appeal of Caesar at the outskirts of Paris. Julian protested
against Constantius II's decision. He had enlisted a lot of barbarians on condition that they would never leave the
territory of the province. The army did not want to fight against Persia. As a result it was a riot in the army. Soldiers
acclaimed Julian their Augustus. He eventually consented to their demands after several refusals. Julian had power
over the military command and soldiers afier successful campaigns in Gaul.

The negotiations continued throughout 360 without any results. Two cousins could not share the power. Julian
found out that the emperor bribed barbarian king Vadomarius to attack his troops. He used this tactics in fighting
with the previous usurpers, Magnentius and Silvanius. A civil war had become inevitable. Julian with the army of
23,000 soldiers decided to march against the emperor. He divided his troops between his generals Nevitta and Jovi-
nus. This division of the army intended to show the emperor larger forces of Caesar than they actually were. Julian
arrived in Naissus by October of 361. There he wrote and sent letters to the local councils of Rome, Athens, Corinth
and Sparta. One of these letters was preserved. It was a letter to the Athenians. He wrote this letters in defence of
his conduct and now we are able to estimate Caesar Julian's motives of activities.

The majority of researchers believe that this Paris proclamation was the late Roman usurpation. However,
Julian’s letter to the Athenians shows that he rejected the title of Augustus and the Paris proclamation was a spon-
taneous act of the troops. Julian was faced with a difficult choice. On the one hand he had to execute the order of
the Emperor and send troops to the East and on the other hand the province of Gaul were threatened by the attack
of the barbarians.

The article shows that the adoption of the title of Augustus by Julian was forced. It is established that Caesar
Julian was tried to solve the problem diplomatically and attempted to avoid a civil war in the Roman Empire. The
Julian's popularity and considerable success in province restoring intensified protest of the army against sending
substantial part of troops to Constantius II are described. The author also proves that Julian has not deviated from
the execution of the order and recognized the authority of the emperor over him.

Sformulowanie problemu. W 2016 r. przypadta 450-ta rocznica wejscia w zycie I Statutu Litew-
skiego. W ostatniej dekadzie przed zawarciem unii polsko-litewskiej w Lublinie w 1569 r., ktdrej podobna
rocznice obchodzi¢ bedziemy w 2019 r., Zygmunt August zapoczatkowat reformy ustrojowe w Wielkim
Ksigstwie Litewskim, w kolejnosci: sgdownictwa, sejmu i sejmikéw, oraz administracji, kontynuowane
pbzniej 1 wprowadzone na podstawie odkazu hospodarskiego z 21 grudnia 1565, tzw. przywileju wilen-
skiego z 30 grudnia 1565 r., wreszcie II Statutu Litewskiego [48, 16]. Niniejszy tekst nie ma na celu szcze-
gotowe przedstawienie przyjetych w latach 1564 — 1566 nowych rozwigzan prawnych, gdyz juz dawno
staty si¢ one przedmiotem zainteresowania historykow i prawnikéw [29; 35]. Niedawno podsumowania
pogladow historiografii biatoruskiej (w tym biatorusko-sowieckiej) na temat sejmu i przywileju bielskiego
z 1564 r., ktdry rozpoczat proces reform, podjat si¢ Witalij Hatubowicz [3, 209-218].

Cel artykulu. Moim celem jest przedstawienie najwazniejszych regulacji prawnych przyjetych w
latach 1564 — 1566 w kontekscie polsko-litewskich negocjacji majacych doprowadzi¢ do zawarcia unii
realnej migdzy tymi panstwami.

Material podstawowy. Niedawno litewski historyk Mec¢islovas Jucas, po raz kolejny w historio-
grafii, podkreslit, ze II Statut Litewski stuzy¢ miat reformie systemu prawa Wielkiego Ksigstwa Litew-
skiego, przygotowujacego si¢ do zawarcia unii z Krélestwem Polskim [25, 185]. Zdaniem Dariusa Vili-
masa zapowiedz reform, ktore roztozyly si¢ na lata 1564 — 1566 nalezy dostrzega¢ juz w I Statucie
Litewskim z 1529 r. [49, 267]. Jerzy Suchocki wyrazit nawet $miaty poglad, ze przywrocenie czasowej
rownowagi politycznej na wschodzie [Litwy po 1514 1.] bedzie efektem ponownego nawiqzania unii z
Polskg. Mialo to pozwoli¢ m.in. na wydanie I Statutu Litewskiego [45, 65]. Takze Stanislovas Lazutka
geneze I Statutu widzial w sytuacji, jaka powstata po utozeniu unii z 1501 r. [34, 282-283]. Tymczasem
litewski historyk Juozas Avizonis stwierdzit, ze I Statut Litewski w zaden sposob nie potwierdzat unii
polsko-litewskim, ani stowem nie wspominajac tak o zwigzku Litwy z Polska [13, 4]. Irina Starostina
zauwazyla, ze o ile w przywilejach ziemskich dla Wielkiego Ksigstwa z 1. potowy XV w. wida¢ jeszcze
pewne wplywy polskie, o tyle juz I Statut Litewski daleki byt od recepcji polskich rozwigzan prawnych,
dostrzegta w nim wrgcz «dazenie do samostanowienia Wielkiego Ksiestwa Litewskiego» [7, 243]. Zda-
niem Lukasza Bednarskiego przygotowanie I Statutu miata zwiazek z checig zapewnienia sobie przez
moznowladztwo litewskie samodzielnej pozycji w §wietle nieuniknionego zacie$nienia unii polsko-li-
tewskiej [16, 33]. Z drugiej strony w jego utozeniu uczestniczyli polscy jurysci [53, 24], a Wojciech Hej-
nosz i jemu podobni widzieli w nim sporo przejawow recepcji prawa polskiego [23, 198-202], cho¢ nie
poszto za tym ujednolicenie polskiego i litewskiego «systemu» (sic) prawnego. Tymczasem unia realna
wymagata upodobnienia ustrojowego Litwy do Polski, czemu przeciwny byt Zygmunt Stary, wtadca
nie znajdujacy zrozumienia dla idei demokracji szlacheckiej i egzekucji praw, zwolujacy sejmy walne
jedynie dla uzyskania uchwat podatkowych [44, 18]. Zreszta to co niektorzy uwazali za przejaw recepcji
prawa koronnego, w rzeczywisto$ci moglo by¢ zapozyczeniem wzorcéw prawa rzymskiego, ktore po
prostu wczesniej przenikly do prawa polskiego [29, 125].

W przekonaniu Juliusza Bardacha przyczyn przyjecia II Statutu nalezy doszukiwaé si¢ w emancy-
pacji szlachty litewsko-ruskiej [ ...] oraz przemianach formy unii z Polskq. Unia wplywala bowiem, jego
zdaniem przyspieszajqco na zakonczenie prac kodyfikacyjnych [14, 764]. Komisj¢ do jego — Statutu,
utozenia powotano juz w 1551 r. i juz jej sktad wiele méwi o intencjach monarchy, gdyz potowe stano-
wili katolicy, potowg za$ prawostawni. Przygotowany przez nich tekst Statutu gotowy byt w 1561 r., nie-
mniej jednak wlasciwe prace nad tekstem, ktory w przysztosci i tak trzeba bylo jeszcze nie raz «popra-
wiacy, zakonczono w Bielsku w 1564 r. [16, 34]. Ogloszenie podczas tamtejszego sejmu tzw. przywileju
bielskiego 1 lipca 1564 r. uwaza si¢ powszechnie za poczatek trwajgcego dwa lata intensywnego procesu
litewskich ustrojowych [26, 201]. Zdaniem Vilimasa na sejmie bielskim Litwini zdali sobie sprawe z
koniecznos$ci doprowadzenia do unii z Korong na zasadzie rownorzednosci, a jako krok ku temu widzieli
powazng reforme ustroju przeprowadzong na wzor polski, do czego pierwszym krokiem miaty by¢ tzw.
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artykuty bielskie [49, 269; 50, 227]. Zgodzili si¢ co prawda na wspolne sejmy oraz reforme¢ sadownic-
twa, jednak przy zachowaniu odrebnych urzedow centralnych i wytaczeniu Litwy z programu egzekucji
dobr, cho¢ magnaci litewscy byli przeciwni szczeg6lnie pierwszemu z tych rozwigzan. Musieli takze
zrezygnowac z uprawnien sadowych, jak rowniez korzysci majatkowych, jakie z nich ciagneli. Usta-
lono rowniez, ze II Statut Litewski wejdzie w zycie 11 listopada 1564 r., co wobec istotnych zastrzezen
szlachty do jego postanowien okazato si¢ niemozliwe. Przetlomowe okazaty si¢ jednak sejmy minski i
wilenski lat 1565-1566, na ktoérym podjeto decyzj¢ o przeprowadzeniu reformy administracyjnej i sej-
mikowej [8, 33-53].

Zwiazek migdzy tempem prac nad II Statutem oraz jego zapisami, a zmiang stanowiska panow
litewskich w sprawie unii dostrzegt Wojciech Kulisiewicz. Zauwazyt on bowiem, ze o ile przed II Sta-
tutem wielki ksiaze¢ posiadal prawo arbitralnego ustalania wysokosci zabezpieczen pieni¢znych w spra-
wach spornych migdzy bojarami a panami na Litwie, o tyle Statut odbierat mu je. Odtad wysokos¢
zabezpieczenia ustala¢ mial podkanclerzy (wowczas byt nim Ostafi Wottowicz) i pisarze kancelarii wiel-
koksiagzecej, przy czym nie moglo by¢ ono wyzsze anizeli 2000 kop groszy, a wi¢c niewiele, gdy zargka
ustalana byta w relacjach migdzy moznowtadcami. Dla panow litewskich byta to sprawa wazna o tyle, ze
monarcha potrafil i niejednokrotnie ustalat wysoko$¢ zareki na 10, 20 czy 50 000 kop groszy (przy czym
zwykle znaczna cz¢$¢ tej kwoty miala przypas¢ nie poszkodowanemu, a monarsze), co mogto doprowa-
dzi¢ obtozonego nim do upadku majatkowego. Stad zapewne wniosek Kulisiewicza, ze Zygmunt August
zrezygnowal z przystugujacego mu dotychczas prawa tylko za ceng¢ jakich$ nieokreslonych ustepstw
pandéw w sprawie unii z Polska. Takim ustgpstwem miatby by¢ moze fakt, iz podlegli dotychczas jedy-
nie sagdowi hospodara panowie litewsko-ruscy teraz, na rowni ze szlachta, podlegali jurysdykcji sadow
grodzkich i ziemskich [16, 35]. Warto doda¢, ze II Statut lezat w interesic moznowladcow litewskich
takze z innego powodu. Zakazywal bowiem hospodarowi wypowiadania wojny, zawierania pokoju,
naktadania podatkéw i stanowienia prawa bez zgody sejmu litewskiego, a zatem na wzor koronny. Tym-
czasem juz przynajmniej od 11 lipca 1569 r., co moze nie by¢ bez zwigzku z faktem zawarciem unii, krol
przestat si¢ stosowa¢ do zapiséw Il Statutu, samodzielnie ustalajac wysoko$¢ zabezpieczen na kwoty
wyzsze anizeli 2000 kop groszy, uznajac najwyrazniej, ze nizsze vadium w sprawach spornych nie spet-
nia roli zabezpieczajacej [30, 57-58].

IT Statut Litewski doktadniej anizeli dotychczas okreslat sktad sejmu litewskiego. Kazdy powiat
sadowy miat odtad wybiera¢ po dwoch szlachcicow na sejm [34, 329] — zamiast miejscowych elit mialy
wigc robi¢ to sejmiki powiatowe [15, 135]. Wyjatek stanowito tylko wojewodztwo podlaskie. Ujedno-
licono strukturg jednostek podziatu terytorialnego, ktora na Litwie byta skomplikowana i nawet dzi$
sprawia trudno$ci w jej pelnym odtworzeniu, ze wspomng jedynie o kilku rodzajach powiatéw (woje-
wodow, marszatkow, starostow i dzierzawcow), oraz jednostkach mniejszych, niespotykanych w Koro-
nie lub majacych nieco inne znaczenie, jak wlosci, stany, ciwunstwa czy pola [52, 31-50, 145-157].
Krdl postanowit przy tym ustanowi¢ nowe dostojefistwa — wojewodztwa i kasztelanie — na wzor tych,
ktore funkcjonowaly w Kroélestwie Polskim [52, 136—137]. Dotychczasowe 8 wojewodztw i zaledwie
2 kasztelanie uznano za liczb¢ zbyt mata, w pordwnaniu z liczbg analogicznych urzedow w Koronie, w
kontekscie przewidywanej unii z Polskg — stad utworzenie 5 nowych wojewodztw i1 6 kasztelanii [18,
126]. Zaprowadzono sady ziemskie i grodzkie (zastapity sady zamkowe) oraz podkomorskie. Cztonkow
sadow ziemskim miaty odtad wybiera¢ jedynie sejmiki powiatowe, a akceptowa¢ monarcha [2, 46]. Co
wazne lokalne zjazdy moznowtadztwa, az do tych reform nie byly zinstytucjonalizowane, teraz nato-
miast przybraty forme sejmikoéw (przywilej wilenski 1565 r.) [5, 67].

Reformy Zygmunta Augusta nie oznaczaty jednak unormowania wszystkiego na wzor polski. Nowy
powiat miat by¢ jednostka nie tylko sadowa, ale takze administracyjng. Na jego czele, inaczej anizeli
w Koronie, stat marszatek powiatowy i chorazy [54, 20]. Ponadto juz w 1566 r. w Wielkim Ksigstwie
przewidziano nieznany w Polsce awans pisarza ziemskiego lub podsedka na s¢dziego ziemskiego [42,
76]. Pozostawiono takze niektorych dawnych urzednikow nie znanych w Koronie, jak ciwuna [48, 19].
Zakres kompetencji sadow grodzkich zostat, w przeciwienstwie do Polski rozszerzony poza tzw. 4 arty-
kuty grodzkie, mianowicie o sprawy o kradziez, fatszerstwo i m¢zobojstwo [18, 121]. Co ciekawe kom-
petencje sadow grodzkich w Koronie poszerzono o te sprawy dopiero w 1611 r. [38, 72]. Niezadowolona
z wyroku sadu ziemskiego szlachta litewskiego wcigz miata prawo zlozenia apelacji do wielkiego ksigcia

[17, 116]. Jako, ze na Litwie w potowie XVI w. nie przewidywano realizacji programu egzekucyjnego
na wzor tego znanego nam z Korony, sady grodzkie na Litwie nie mogtly takze rozpatrywac spraw wyni-
ktych z niedopuszczenia egzekucji, co spotykamy w Polsce od 1563 r. [17, 71]. W administracji i sgdach
pozostawiono jezyk ruski [49, 280], zniesiony ostatecznie dopiero w 1697 r. Andrzej Rachuba zwrécit
takze uwagg na sktad zaprowadzonego II Statutem sejmu litewskiego, ktory dosé istotnie roznit go od
sejmu koronnego [41, 154]. Sejm litewski zachowal bowiem w tym zakresie widoczne odrgbnosci, jak
tzw. odkazy hospodarskie. Niemniej wszystko to bylo uktonem w strong szlachty litewskiej, bez popar-
cia ktorej, zdaniem Kutrzeby, niemozliwe bylo podjecie na Litwie stosownych reform i doprowadzenie
do zawarcia unii lubelskiej [33, 16—17]. Podobnych przyktadéw mozna byloby podac jeszcze kilka
[40, 132]. Ostatnio Andrzej B. Zakrzewski komentujac przywilej wilenski z 1563 i poprawe II Statutu
z 1566 r. stwierdzit jednak, ze unifikacja bojarskich uprawnien [chociaz — D. Sz.] iuxta consuetudinem
Regni Poloniae przeciggnela sie omal na dwa stulecia [55, 45]. Juz Jan Jakubowski twierdzit, iz reforma
[...] nie zrownata jej [szlachty litewskiej — D. Sz.] w zupetnosci ze szlachtg polskq; sejm litewsko-ruski
nadal pozostal przepelniony kniaziami i panami [...] [24, 655]. Nalezy takze zaznaczy¢, ze ani I, ani
tez II Statuty Litewskie nie obj¢ty terytorium Podlasia, a to z uwagi na dominacj¢ tam szlachty polskiej
i objecie tego wojewoddztwa juz na przetomie XV i XVI w. koronnym prawem ziemskim. Miejscowa
szlachta regularnie zreszta przypominata monarsze o koniecznosci sadzenia jej wedtug prawa polskiego
[6, 11200.]. Tam tez znacznie wczesniej, anizeli na innych ziemiach Wielkiego Ksigstwa zaprowadzono
system sadow przewidzianych II Statutem. Pierwszego podkomorzego mielnickiego (Aleksego Czo-
snowskiego) nominowano chociazby w 1548 r. [6, 194; 47, 114].

W koncu kwietnia 1566 r. w Brzes$ciu miat si¢ zebra¢ dla rozméw o unii i poprawienia II Statutu
Litewskiego sejm litewski. W tym celu na 10 kwietnia 1566 r. krol ztozyt pierwsze w litewskiej historii
sejmiki powiatowe [4, 39]. Kilka miesi¢cy pozniej rozsytajac do szlachty listy na kolejne sejmiki thu-
maczyt wprost, iz czyni to jako jest obyczaj w Koronie Polskiej i zachowania okolo sejmikow [4, 39].
Z sejmu brzeskiego miata udac¢ si¢ do Lublina liczna delegacja stanow litewskich zebranych, jak twier-
dzil monarcha dla tych potrzeb Rzecz Pospolitej okoto unii i poprawy statutu [11 Litewskiego — D. Sz.]
[4, 39], ktory zdaniem Btaszczyka ostatecznie wszedt w zycie 11 marca 1566 r. (po kolejnej zmianie
terminu) ustanawiajac sejmiki powiatowe na wzor koronny, sejm litewski na wzor polski (z trzema
stanami sejmujacymi — wielkim ksigciem, jego rada i postami szlacheckimi), oraz nowe wojewodztwa i
kasztelanie [18, 127]. Na litewskiej prowincji przepisy Statutu wdrozono naturalnie pozniej, zapewne w
zwigzku z koniecznoscig rozpowszechnienia jego tekstu. Znany jest mi zapis z ksiggi sadu zamkowego
huckiego z ktorego wynika jakoby II Statut wdrozono w powiecie tuckim dopiero 8 wrzesnia 1566 r., za$
konsekwencjg tego byto ustanowienia w Lucku w nastepnym dniu (9 IX 1566) nowego sadu grodzkiego
w miejsce dotychczasowego zamkowego [9, 356-357]. Tekst «Poprawy statutu» ogloszony zostal z datg
1 lipca 1566 1. [1, 467]. Konieczno$¢ tej poprawy, skutkujacej kilkukrotnym przenoszeniem terminu jej
wejscia w zycie, spowodowana byta w przekonaniu Blaszczyka pospiechem przy jego uktadaniu. Cho-
dzito o to by wszedl w zycie jeszcze przed zawarciem unii. Co ciekawe w znacznym stopniu opierat si¢
na prawie polskim, cho¢ Litwini darzyli je raczej niechgcia [18, 128].

Z sejmu brzeskiego do Lublina przybyt starosta zmudzki Jan Chodkiewicz, ktory zostat wystany
z Brze$cia przez pandéw z projektem Statutu Litewskiego (II) [36, 157]. Chodzilo przy tym nie o jego
pierwsza wersj¢, ale o tzw. poprawe brzeska, pierwsza poprawe Statutu przyjeta wlasnie w Brzesciu
wiosng 1566 r., ktora zrownywata szlachte litewska z koronng w zakresie prawa swobodnego wtadania
ziemig. Jednoczes$nie dopuszczono cudzoziemcoéw, w tym Polakéw, do posiadania dobr i urzedéw na
Litwie [18, 128], czego nie ujeto w pierwotnym tekscie Statutu, okreslajac jednak pewne warunki na
jakich byto to mozliwe [21, 211]. Zdaniem Henryka Wisnera kwestig otwartq jest ocena postgpowania
Zygmunta Augusta, ktory bedgc zwolennikiem unii [...] zatwierdzil podkreslajgcy odrgbnosé litewskq
Drugi Statut [...]. Zauwazyl on bowiem, ze jego postanowienia naktadaly na panujgcego obowigzek
odzyskania ziem utraconych na rzecz Korony, Mazowsza, Inflant i Prus, za$ wprowadzenie obcych
oddziatow na Litwe uzaleznial od zgody panoéw rady [51, 54]. Wreszcie 16 lipca 1566 r. przybyli i
wystuchani zostali w Lublinie postowie litewscy na czele z podskarbim wielkim litewskim Mikota-
jem Naruszewiczem, z udziatem m.in. kniazia Lukasza Bolestawa Swirskiego, ktorzy w przekonaniu
Haleckiego nie mogli jednak podja¢ zadnych wigzacych decyzji, wskutek krepujacej ich instrukcji jaka
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otrzymali [21, 213-214]. Zgadzali si¢ na powotanie wspolnych sejmow, i cho¢ faktycznie sami nie mieli
pelnomocnictwa wystarczajacego do dalszego prowadzenia negocjacji, obiecywali przysta¢ w tej spra-
wie nowe poselstwo, o ile ich postulaty zostang uznane.

Polakéw wyraznie to nie zadowalalo. Na zyczenie zgromadzonych w Lublinie Polakow 15 sierp-
nia 1566 r. krol zapowiedzial, ze zwota kolejny sejm wspoélny, celem zawarcia tam umowy unijnej
«wedhug przywilejéwy, tym razem po zaplanowanym na 1567 r. sejmie koronnym piotrkowskim [46,
66; 12, 79—79v]. Obradowat on od poczatku kwietnia do czerwca 1567 r. i byt ostatnim sejmem koron-
nym przed sejmem unijnym w Lublinie [19, 482]. W tym celu krol zwotal takze 15 wrze$nia przy-
gotowawczy sejm litewski ponownie do Brzescia, a nastgpnie Grodna, tym razem juz na 1 grudnia
1566 r., a sejmiki litewskie na 1 listopada tego roku [4, 28]. «Poprawiono» na nim II Statut w zakresie
porzadku sejmowania sposobom okofo tego Koruny Polskoe [18, 129]. Blaszczyk wyrazit poglad, ze
pozniej sprawa unii znikla na pewien czas z dyskusji sejmowych lub odgrywata w nich niewielkq role
[18, 114]. Zasadniczo zgadzajac si¢ z ta teza, nalezy ja jednak doprecyzowac — «zanik» sprawy unii z
dyskursu politycznego na sejmach koronnych nie oznaczat zupelnego odejscia od tego tematu, bedac
przy tym przystowiowa «cisza przed burza», jaka mozna nazwac¢ sejm lubelski 1569 r. Ot6z bowiem,
ze inkorporujac w Lublinie w 1569 r. niektore terytoria litewskie do Korony Zygmunt August ztamat
nie tylko przywilej wohynski z 1568 r., ale takze ogdlnopanstwowe przywileje ziemskie, ktore odbie-
raty mu prawo decydowania o naruszeniu spojnosci terytorialnej panstwa litewskiego bez zasiggania
opinii rady panow [39, 625]. Zdaniem Jurate Kiaupiené¢ Zygmunt August ztamal tym samym Statut
Litewski, naktadajacy na wielkiego ksigcia obowiazek stania na strazy spdjnosci i nienaruszalnosci
terytorialnej panstwa oraz przylaczenia do niego ziem niegdy$ utraconych [27, 67]. Krol musiat by¢
jednak $wiadom niebezpieczenstwa zarzucenia mu braku legalizmu podejmowanych dziatan, skoro w
listach sejmowych z 27 kwietnia 1569 r. thumaczyl, Zze po raz kolejny sktadajac sejmiki powiatowe na
Litwie nie tamie II Statutu [37, 33]. By¢ moze wigc z tego powodu 3 marca na zaproszenie krolewskie
nie przybyt do senatu wciaz przebywajacy w Lublinie Konstanty Wasyl Ostrogski, wymawiajac si¢
choroba. Litwindw zapewnil, ze nie da zgody na inkorporacj¢ Wotynia do Korony i 5 marca, w dniu
wystawienia przez krola dokumentu wcielajacego Podlasie do Korony [11; 10, 207], wyjechat do Tar-
nowa. Z takimi reakcjami nalezy zapewne wigza¢ pozostawienie na inkorporowanych przez Polske
terenach II Statutu Litewskiego, ktory odtad nazywany byt (z pominigciem paragrafow, ktore stracity
wazno$¢ wraz z samg inkorporacja) Statutem wotynskim (ruskim) [14, 773]. II Statutu zachowano
takze w Wielkim Ksigstwie, tyle tylko, ze przewidywano kolejng jego poprawe, w celu jego kodyfikacji
i zblizenia do prawa koronnego, cho¢ nie myslano o stworzeniu wspolnego kodeksu praw [14, 765].
Jednoczes$nie powotano komisj¢ do skodyfikowania II Statutu i porownania go ze Statutem Laskiego
(1506), ktora sktadata si¢ wytacznie z Litwinéw, co zdaniem Wisnera sfuzylo raczej odrgbnosci niz
Jjednoczeniu Litwy z Polska [51, 58]. Zdaniem Bednarskiego zachowanie Statutu po zawarciu unii w
Lublinie Litwini zawdzigczali wysokiej kulturze prawnej jaki reprezentowat ten akt [16, 35]. Do jego
kolejnej juz «poprawy» nazywanej 11 Statutem doszto ostatecznie w 1588 r. Ironia losu mozna nazwac
fakt, iz Statut Litewski, cho¢ w czes$ci wzorowany na prawie polskim i majacym przyspieszy¢ docho-
dzenie Wielkiego Ksigstwa do unii z Polska przezyt nawet, z niewielkimi zmianami, prawo polskie.
Na ziemiach zaboru rosyjskiego zniesiono go zastgpujac prawem rosyjskim dopiero w 1840 r., cho¢
niektore jego zapisy nadal praktykowano w stosunkach nieformalnych [20, 492].

Stanistaw Kutrzeba wprost napisal o wielkich reformach, jakie przeprowadza na Litwie Zygmunt
August, starajqcy sie o asymilacje urzqdzen litewskich do urzgdzen polskich ze wzgledu na dgznosé¢ do
Scislejszego polgczenia Litwy z Korong, ktore juz wkrotce mialy doprowadzi¢ do unii z v. 1569 [31, 597].
Dodat, ze reforma sejmikowa zlikwidowala problem, ktory i tak trzeba bylo jako$ zatatwié najpdznie;j
w czasie sejmu lubelskiego 1569 r., tzn. wyboru postéw na wspolny sejm [32, 194]. Zdaniem Oskara
Haleckiego Zygmunt August, postanowiwszy przygotowa¢ polityczng unie obu swoich panstw, przystq-
pit do przystosowywania praw litewskich do polskich [22, 221]. Ludwik Kolankowski ocenit, ze byfy
reformy Augustowe kulminacyjnym punktem [...] procesu asymilacji spoteczno-gospodarczej Litwy z
Korong [28, 187-188]. ... Bylo to walnym krokiem ku unii [28, 217]. Niemal doktadnie tymi samymi
stowami postuzyt si¢ niedawno ukrainski badacz Mykota Krykun [4, 5]. Zdaniem Henryka L.owmian-
skiego reforma sagdowa z lat 1565 — 1566 byta uwienczeniem procesu trwajacego od blisko 20 lat,

szczegolnie na obszarach zachodnich, sasiadujacych z Polska. Nie stanowita jednak w jego przekonaniu
warunku dostatecznego ziszczenia unii, cho¢ byta jej warunkiem koniecznym [39, 543]. W przekonaniu
Bardacha gdyby nie reforma sejmu litewskiego, nie dosztoby do oddzielenia si¢ wladzy panstwowej
od osoby wladcy, a co z tym idzie nie dosztoby do unii lubelskiej w znanym nam ksztatcie [15, 159].
Dotychczasowe roznice ustrojowe mi¢dzy Korong a Litwa byly zdaniem Anny Sucheni-Grabowskiej
jedna z dwoch podstawowych przyczyn, dla ktorych Zygmunt Stary byt zdeklarowanym przeciwnikiem
zawarcia unii realnej (instytucjonalnej), przy czym szczegélne znaczenie dla wladcy miaty mie¢ owe
roznice [44, 17-18]. O ile bowiem w Koronie istnienie trzech stanow sejmujacych bylto juz dawno fak-
tem, o tyle na Litwie proces emancypacji bojarstwa spod wplywow moznowtadztwa nie postgpowat na
tyle szybko, aby jego udzial we wspdlnych sejmach na podobnych zasadach i w podobnym wymiarze
co w Polsce, byt mozliwy do szybkiego zrealizowania. Zdaniem Sucheni-Grabowskiej $ciste potacze-
nie instytucjonalne Polski i Litwy byto niezb¢dnie potrzebne, aby oba spoteczenstwa mogly prowadzi¢
wspolng polityke zagraniczng i wewnetrzng oraz shuzy¢ wspolnym zadaniom [43, 149].

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CLERGY OF THE VILLAGE OF LITYNIA IN DROHOBYCH LAND (SECOND HALF
OF THE XVII - XVIII CENTURIES): A GENEALOGICAL ESSAY

In the article n attempt to clarify the lineage of the clergy (prists and their sons, deacons) of the village of
Litynia in Drohobych land in the second half of the XVII — XVIII centuries is made. The author used a large amount
of historical documents. In the result of the study he found out that there were two branches of priest families whose
protoplasts had been Father Vasyl (with his brother Ivan) and Deacon Stepan respectively. While one line of the fam-
ily (from Father Vasyl and his brother Ivan to Father Mykola) extinguished at the beginning of the XVIII century, the
other line (Fathers Yakiv, Ivan, Stepan and Vasyl) continued in Litynia until the end of the XVIII century. Not all the
priests’ children remained in the village, a few of them looked for other parishes or entered monasteries. The author
discovered and described the generic relations between the priests, their sons and deacons in the village of Litynia.
He also found that many of the priests had the surname of «Litynskyi» and had been priests in other parishes of the
Peremyshl Diocese. An assumption has been made about their family links with Litynia s priests. The article presents
a brief characteristics of the property status of Litynia’s priests, as well as their educational level.

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COMPARATIVE ANALYSIS OF THE CELEBRATION OF MAJOR CHRISTIAN
HOLIDAYS BY GERMAN COLONISTS AND UKRAINIAN POPULATION
(LATE XVIII - EARLY XX CENTURY)

This study covers the period from the XVIII century to the early XX century. The lower boundary corre-
sponds to the time of the resettlement of German colonists in the territory of Ukraine. The upper boundary corre-
sponds to the start of mass emigration of colonists to American countries. Territorial boundaries of the research
cover the territory of modern Ukraine.

At the time of establishment of colonies in Ukraine by the Germans as well as Ukrainians had already
formed a cultural array, so all the facts of the relations were initially due to economic feasibility. However, having
moved, German colonists got trapped in the environment which was vital to adapt to and settle down in, which
led to the expansion of relations with the surrounding population, not only in the aspect of economy but also
culturally. It is necessary to pay attention to the fact that the relations in any aspect on the Ukrainian side were
solely based on economic feasibility and benefit.

The purpose of this study is to highlight the facts of the relations of German colonists with the Ukrainian
population during the celebration of major Christian holidays.

In connection with this purpose the following tasks have been assigned:

- to research how the German colonists and Ukrainian population celebrated the major Christian holidays,

- to identify similarities while celebrating Christian holidays;

- to identify the distinctive features during the celebration of religious holidays;

- to study out and research the facts of the relations and the main driving forces of these relations during the
celebration of religious holidays by the Ukrainians and the colonists;

This study is based on the research and exploration of culture and household of the Ukrainians and German
colonists that were made after Ukraine gained independence. The materials of the contemporary researchers of
the colonists and the memoirs of the colonists themselves, which were published after the emigration of Germans
abroad, have also been used in this study.
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This study deals with the issue of the interaction between the German colonists and Ukrainian population
in the cultural aspect, namely how German immigrants perceived traditional Ukrainian holidays. An attempt has
been made to identify similar and distinctive features in celebrating major religious holidays such as New Year,
Maslyana/Pancake Week (among the colonists of Kimersy), Easter, Whit Sunday, Christmas. German colonists
were Protestant Christians, Ukrainians were Orthodox Christians. Thus, overall, religious holidays were com-
mon. This contributed to the proper understanding and respect for traditions and celebration of Christian holi-
days. The calendars of the celebration and the rituals were different. It was concluded that the study of this issue
is an important task for scientists in order to understand the inter-ethnic relations existing between the colonists
and Ukrainians better, because having researched a number of sources, we can conclude that the colonists were
not such a closed community, as it is stated by most of the contemporary scientists. German colonists actively
engaged with Ukrainian not only in the aspect of economy but also communicated in the area of culture.

DROHOBYCH AND ITS OUTSKIRTS IN LITERATURE
HERITAGE OF IVAN FRANKO'’S

In the suggested article we define and analyse Ivan Franko s literary heritage where the town of Drohobych
is direcly represented. We emphasize that dring his life time Ivan Franko pays particular attention to the
description of the views of Drohobych and its outskirts in his literary works.The plots, represented in Franko's
heritage, touch upon the problems of social, economic, political and cultral development of Drohobych, the
life of Drohobychers (Ukrainians, Poles, Jews) and other different problems which existed in the town in the
second half of the 19th and at the beginning of the 20th centuries. For example, such poems as «Pokhvala
Drohobycha» ( «The Praise of Drohobychy»), «Drohobytska Philantropiyay («Drohobych Philanthropy») in
the satirical style ridicule the social economic state in the town at the times of Ivan Franko, and his poetic
work «Ukrainian-Ruthenian student summer trip in 1884» became the so-called description programme of its
participants’ actions which started from Drohobych saltworks factory. In his verse poem «Vandrivka Rusyna
z Bidoyu» («A Ruthenian’s Trip with Griefy») Ivan Franko gives the description of Galician cities and towns
including Drohobych where in the context he tells about the misery and hard life of the local people. The plots
of Drohobych life at Ivan Franko's times, town's streets and outskirts is the canvas of numerous works of the
writer’s small prose: «Pyrohy z chernytsyamyy («Blackberry pies»), «Perekhresni stezhky» («Cross Paths»),
«Boryslav smiyetsya» («Boryslav laughs»), «Boa constrictory and others. Such stories as «Gavay», «Dobryi
zarobok» («A Good Earningy), «Zlisnyi Sydiry («Angry Sydiry, «Batkivshchyna» («Motherland»), «Velykyi
shumy («Big Noise») etc. belong to the number of Franko's works where the town Drohobych is represented. In
general, we define that the writer owns nearly thirty works of this kind in which he shows the past of Drohobych
of Franko's times.

UKRAINIAN STUDIES AT THE UNIVERSITY OF VIENNA
IN LATE XIX — EARLY XX CENTURY

The article covers the development of Ukrainian Studies in the University of Vienna in late XIX century —
early XX century. Using available sources the author determines major trends in the development of Ukrainian
studies in Austrian history research. The author also states, that the interest to Ukrainian subjects appeared in the
University of Vienna in the middle of XIX century with the opening of the Chair of Slavonic Studies and Antiquities
and concerned only linguistic aspects (F. Mikloshych). Thorough Ukrainian research of Vienna University started
in late XIX century; they concerned the research tasks within literature and history fields (V. Jagich). Prof. Jagich
was one of the first Austrian scholars, who paid attention to old Ukrainian literature heritage and stood for the
distinctiveness of Ukrainian language. In general, more than 20 Ukrainian PhD students and scholarship receivers
were members of Prof. Jagich's school, including I. Franko, K. Studyn sky, V. Shchurat and 1. Zilynsky. Recogniz-
ing the important part of Prof. Jagich's work in the development of Ukrainian Studies, the linguistic section of
Ukrainian Scientific Society in 1903 accepted him as its member. At the beginning of XX century Ukrainian studies
became the part of the research of PhD students, who worked at the seminar of Eastern European history at Vienna
University (K. Yirechek). This is the period when Ukrainian Studies were defined as separate direction of Slavonic
history studies. The research within Ukrainian themes was conducted by PhD students of Ukrainian origin as well
as the representatives of other nations, including the Jews. It is important to state that this is the period, when
three Ukrainian PhD students finished their theses within the themes of Ukrainian Studies, including H. Palamar,
V. Chylak and V. Kushnir.

In 1920s Ukrainian Studies became one of the prominent research at the seminars of Eastern European His-
tory (H. Ubersberger). Although the field of Prof. Ubersberger’s scientific interests was the history of Russia and
Poland, among 122 written works 14 concerned Ukrainian Studies (11%of general quantity).This is the third place
after Russian Studies — 55 works (43%) and Polish Studies — 49 works (38%). It is important to pay attention to
the quantity of Ukrainian PhD students, who finished their dissertation within the mentioned period — 10 people,
including O. Stepaniv, N. Surovtsova, I. Nimchuk, M. Skoryk, V. Kysilevsky.

1930s — 1940s saw the decline of Ukrainian Studies at the seminar of Eastern European History (H. Ubers-
berger) in the University of Vienna. The events of the World War II and the lack of interest in Ukrainian themes of
M. Vinkler and A. Hayek, the heads of the seminar, did not contribute to the students’ interest in Ukrainian Studies
M. Yaremko was the only one PhD student who completed his thesis in the mentioned period.
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The author also pays special attention to the work of prominent Ukrainian researchers in the University of
Vienna. The scientific schools of V. Jagich, K. Yirechek, and H. Ubersberger involved a whole array of Ukrainian
scholars in the research work, including I. Franko, K. Studyn sky, M. Korduba, V. Shchurat, I. Svientsitsky, O. Ste-
paniv, M. Skoryk, V. Kysilevsky and many others. Later, the results of the works of these young intellectuals became
solid basis for Ukrainian science.

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TRANSMIGRATION OF PEASANTRY OF KIEV GUBERNIA TO SIBERIA DURING
STOLYPIN’S AGRARIAN REFORM

The article centres on the transmigration movement of peasants of Kiev gubernia in the time of Stolypin’s agrarian
reform. Attention is drawn to the causes, results and consequents of the transmigrations for the local peasantry. The
data on the scale for1906 — 1912 resettlement to the east of the Russian Empire and vice versa are presented.

It has been noted, that among the factors to have led to a significant migration movement, first, the revolution can
be mentioned, as it further aggravated the agrarian question,; then, Law of November 9, 1906 to withdraw from the
community, that enabled those wishing to move away to sell their portion; also, the cessation of hostilities and gradual
release of railway transport and the military, and finally, the encouragement of transmigration by the government.

During the migration policy, Stolypin's reform became clearer and of directional character. The state undertook
to provide preferentional transportation of migrants, to reduce the railway tariff for their luggage and cattle, to
organize quick settlement and allotment of land, to ban arrears and debts of zemstvo assemblies for five years, to
grant every family interest-free credits up to 165 roubles, to free immigrants for 5 years from treasury andc zemstvo
taxes and for 3 years from military duty.

The natives of Kiew gubernia settled mainly in Tomsk, Akmolinsk, Primorsk and Turgai gubernias.

The conclusion has been made that durin Stolypin’s agrarian reform Kiev gubernia occupied an important place
in the colonization movement to Syberia, which was part and a means of implementation of the new agricultural policy.

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GALICIAN MILITARY FACTOR IN THE STRUGGLE FOR UKRAINIAN STATEHOOD
(FEBRUARY 1917 - MARCH 1918)

The problem of the military factor in the struggle for Ukrainian statehood in the First World War is important
in the study of the history of Ukraine and military history of leading European countries during the first quarter of
the twentieth century. Based on involved scientific and historical works and archival documents the article high-
lighted the complete picture of participation of Galician military forces in the struggle for the restoration of Ukrain-
ian statehood at the final stage of World War (February 1917 — March 1918).

The fall of the Russian Tsars in February 1917 caused a real explosion of national consciousness among
Ukrainian soldiers. During the spring and summer of 1917, tens of thousands of Ukrainians were involved into the
process of Ukrainization of front-line units. Thus, about 120 thousand of soldiers and officers were Ukrainized in
garrisons located in the territory of Ukraine. In addition, there were nearly 1.9 million of military prisoners of the
Austro-Hungarian army in the Ukrainian territory, including many people from Western Ukraine.

In July 1917 NGO «Galicia-Bukovina Committee on assistance to victims of the wary tried to create a sepa-
rate military unit of the Austro-Hungarian war prisoners. However, the leadership of the Central Council, fearing
accusations of the Russian Provisional Government in collaboration with the enemy, banned Ukrainized units to
make former Austrian military as its members.

After the Bolshevik Revolution in St. Petersburg at the end of October 1917, a Galicia-Bukovina kuren of Sich Rifle-
men was formed in Hetman Doroshenko Ukrainized Regiment. As in Kiev there was no regular army, the first task of the
kuren was to organize a guard duty in the Kyiv garrison. In January 1918 at the initiative of the former Austro-Hungarian
officers of the Legion of Ukrainian Sich Riflemen (USR) A. Melnyk, W. Kuchabskiy, R. Syshko, F. Chernik, 1. Smola and
etc., who were at this time in Kiev the kuren became an efficient military unit under the command of E. Konovalets. Basi-
cally the kuren served as a protection of the government of Ukrainian National Republic (UNR).

At the beginning of 1918, in terms of the increasing threat of Russian Bolshevik aggression, the government
of UNR appealed to Austro-Hungary to assist — to send a Legion of USR and other military units, consisting of
Ukrainian, to Ukraine. However, the Austrian authorities were in no hurry to help the Ukrainians. This pace of
developments forced many Galicians willingly go to serve in the army of UNR.

The situation changed dramatically after the signing the Brest peace treaty between UNR and central states
in early February 1918. By the end of February, a group of Galician Riflemen under the command of William
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TanuubKui BifICbKOBMIT YMHHUK Y 6OpOTbOi 3a yKpaiHChKy AepskaBHicTb (motmsi 1917 — 6epesers 1918 pp.)

Habsburg, the Colonel USR Legion, a representative of the Austrian ruling dynasty, made a trip to the Right-Bank
Ukraine being a part in the Austro-Hungarian army. As it turned out, the only Sich Riflemen became one of the best
organized military units of UNR army, which continued to struggle for the restoration of Ukrainian statehood.

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«THEY HAD BEEN WAITING FOR DEATH, THEY BUT IT DID NOT COME, HAD
BEEN HOPING FOR FREEDOM, BUT IT WAS NOT...»: REALITY IN CHILDREN’S ESSAYS
ABOUT WHAT THEY WITNESSED IN THE YEARS OF THE SECOND WORLD WAR

In article, the author analyzed the essays on the topic: «What I experienced during the Great Patriotic War /
occupationy, written by pupils of the 6th-8th forms in Konstantinovka and Snezhnoe Donetsk region in May 1946, on
the occasion of anniversary of the victory over Germany in the World War II. The author tried to reconstruct social
values, stereotypes, children's emotional experiences connected with their own military experience. Reconstruction
is carried out on the basis of the Textual Analysis of narratives (30 essays). The work combines qualitative and
quantitative content analyses for greater validity of the results.

Evaluation of the facts and events which are described in the essays are not the main subject of research
because they are duplicated in the essays. The main focus was given to how children remembered and described
their own military experience and personal private impressions.

During the survey, the author paid considerable attention to revealing cultural models of Soviet society, ste-
reotypes and children's perception of military reality. Scientist discovered that the most common children s emotions
during the War were fear, yearn for the family, confusion, grief, despair, anger, hope, belief in the victory, the tri-
umph.

Except of individual characteristics the survey also showed gender differences of the pupils’ works, which is
evidenced by the size and content and content of essays.

The clear majority of essays disclose image of «happy Soviet childhood, which was interrupted by the wary»
and «a return to a happy childhood after the Liberation». Soviet social stereotypes, connected with the cult of per-
sonality of the Soviet leader, education and religion, are also reflected in the most of the essays. So, pupils intimately
associated a happy childhood with the ability to study, which was typical to Soviet traditions. Even a hint of religi-
osity was absent in analyzed works.

The essay helps to understand individual and collective opinions of young people about «the other» and the
«personaly and help to reconstruct understanding of the military reality and to identify the most influential «social
fathersy for children. The organization of the essays allows to understand social values and priorities for the young
generation. Criticism of the reality in the essays shows pragmatic children s thinking, despite the fact that totalitar-
ian system tried to strain the system of values of its own citizens.
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The author made up conclusions, that even a cursory evaluation of school essays gives insight of cultural
values, which were typical for the country in wartime. Moreover, such a survey allows to recreate spiritual world
of «children of wary, feelings of youth, their perception of military events, sympathy and ideals, and provides an
opportunity to talk about some regional features. Besides being considerably independent, rational and humanistic,
Children s thoughts about the war were influenced by Soviet propaganda. Author’s appealing to social stereotypes
demonstrates success of Soviet propaganda and children's acknowledgement of the system of moral values in the
Soviet society during the war.

Introduction. Recently, the Ukrainian researchers’ interest in historical sources of the spe-
cial origin arises due to the change of methodological approaches to historical science countries
of the former USSR [7, 10]. They was remained out of sight scientists in honestly, albeit the fact
that they were extremely interesting and important. These documents bear the distinctive stamp of
individuality of the author, his personal understanding and vision of the world, to the attitude of the
events and that’s why allows to discover aspects such as historical events that were out of sight of
traditional historical science. In particular, they contain social and psychological information that
is missing in other types of historical sources [6, 413]. This is the reason why school essays on the
topic: «What I experienced during the Great Patriotic War / occupation», are an important source
of special origin of the history of wartime, which reports about childhood and daily life during the
war in general.

Data analysis: In spite of the urgency and importance of this type of historical sources and its pres-
ence in the funds of the central and regional archives of Ukraine, scientific community has not yet paid
due attention to children’s writings, publications in this area [2; 3]. Using analysis of children’s memoirs
about the war like one of the base of reconstruction of the collective memory of the war is more typical
for Russian historiography [8; 9]. This type of historical source was firstly introduced for scientific use
in Ukrainian historical science.

To create a more complete vision of the situation the author combines structural (qualitative) con-
tent analysis, which is associated with understanding of the meaning of the text, fixing nontrivial state-
ments accents, with quantitative content analysis which is based on the calculation of frequency of using
certain notions, symbols and subjects, the abovementioned approach allowed to reveal some patterns of
perception of reality by representatives of young generation of Donbass.
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The author analyzes the essays of 30 pupils of the 6th-8th grades in Kostiantynivka and Snizhnoe,
Donetsk region, which were written by 20 girls and 10 boys [4; 5]. Essays were written only in Russian,
in contrary to the other archives of Ukraine, which have similar funds of pupils’ essays in Ukrainian.
This could be probably explained by the region peculiarities. The essays were selected by a method of
simple random selection, due to characteristic features of the documentary fund archives. The use of
cluster or stratified sample, which would have grown up the level of validity of the obtained results, was
not possible. Overview of the facts and events which are described in the essays is not the main subject
of research because they are duplicated in the essays. The main focus was given to how children have
remembered and described their own military experience that private impressions.

Purpose. The article is based on an evaluation of historical sources — childhood memories during
the war, written by children on the first anniversary of victory over Nazi Germany in the Second World
War, we will try to reconstruct ideals and stereotypes, children’s feelings, that are associated with extreme
experience of life in war.

Presenting main material. Degree of autonomy of writing essays is an important aspect for pro-
viding the reliability of the conclusions. And we have no information about the participation of teachers
and other adults in the process of writing essays. Because of that, we assume that children wrote their
works on their own. Implicitly, it is difficult to imagine that pupils were not instructed on the main
accents and content of the work by teacher. That shows that the most number of works were written
within a similar plan and contain several semantic blocks: 1) the beginning of the war and changes in
their lives; 2) entry into the city of enemy troops, the beginning of the occupation; 3) crimes of occupiers
and their own feelings; 4) liberation of the city and the return to civilian life. Some works of Pupil of the
7th grade began the same way, which also proves existence of common installations from the teacher:
«The fascists treacherously attacked the Soviet Union on June 22, 1941» [5, 165 rev.]. Despite that, each
author of the essay used his own associations and memories while describing events, it was caused by
their own experience and peculiarities of perception of the reality.

Research except of individual characteristics also showed gender differences of Pupil’s works,
which is noticeable of the size and content of essays. So, on average, girls’ works were bigger and
more emotional than boys’, boys’ essays were smaller and include more concrete facts. For example,
Behter, schoolgirl of the 8th grade of women’s secondary school in Konstantinovka, Donetsk region,
built her essay on the contrast of the state of hometown during occupation and after it: «The city had
an unattractive appearance: high single black pipe could be seen over blown up factories, as the specter
of deathy [5, 55]. She had written to describing the time when the city was liberated from the invaders:
«Now I began to live in a special way, everything was new and beautiful in my city for me» [5, 55 rev.].
J. Ryzhkova, pupil of the 6th grade, used the contrast of light and darkness while describing her own
impressions: «The fascists closed the light of the sun for us» [5, 79]. And the day of liberation is described
as follows: «The long-awaited day came in 1943...The sun shone again for us» [5, 79]. Kurlapova, the
pupil of the 8th grade, linked the beginning of the war with a homey feel, that was destroyed forever:
«And the minutes of this peaceful domestic silence already run out» [5, 52 rev.].

Velichko L., pupil of the 6th grade, began his essay as follows: «News regarding the beginning
of the war was transmitted by radio, June 22 at six o’clock in the morning in 1941» [5, 57 rev.]. He
described the liberation of Konstantinovka as follows: «The Red Army entered our city on September, 6.
Everyone greeted the fighters joyfully...» [5, 58]. Victor Across built his essay around the activity of the
Red Army, whose soldiers boys genuinely admired: «Our fathers, brothers and sisters voluntarily entered
the Red Army ... Glory to the Red Army! Eternal glory to the heroes who died in the struggle for freedom
and independence of our Motherland!» [5, 60, 60 rev.]. In general, specific features for boys’ essays are
focused on soldiers of the Red Army, that fact indicates with the desire to follow them. And the less
emotional in boys’ writings, in our opinion, are connected with the desire to seem older and manly. This
is not the lack of feelings and emotions. The survey allows to assert that the clear majority of essays
disclose image of «happy Soviet childhood, which was interrupted by the war» and «a return to a happy
childhood after the Liberation». Pupils intimately associated happy childhood with the ability to study.
Education had primary and symbolic meaning in Soviet society; it was a measure of success of Soviet
construction and instrument for preparation «a building blocks of the system». This attitude to education
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is reflected in the analyzed works, which generally reflects the social stereotypes. Almost every work is
mentioned that the arrival of the invaders lead to impossibility to go to school («In this year I could not
study at school, because the German government did not pay attention to Soviet children at all ...») [5,
139]. And the children started to study again when the city was liberated from the invaders («Now [ am
happy because I had been waiting until the day when the doors of the school opened for me and I began
to study in the 7th grade») [4, 8].

We can get information from essays which allows us to understand individual and collective opin-
ions of young people about «the others» and «personal» and help to reconstruct understanding of the
military reality and to identify the most influential «social fathers» for children. The organization of the
essays allows to understand social values and priorities for the young generation. «The others» were
presented in the essays as «Germans», «fascists», «enemies». The interesting fact was that teenagers
called the occupiers «Germans» (148 references) more often than the «fascists» (31 references). And
only the one author among others called the enemy the German fascist invader [5, 171]. This fact shows
that young people did not see much difference between these notions, which means that they supposed
all Germans were Nazis. Despite the fact that it was in contradiction with the official position of the
government, it took place. Negative image of German culture and language settled down in children’s
minds for many years. Numerous cases of refusals of pupils to learn German in schools in Donbass after
the war were recorded, though it was studied more often than other foreign language before the war.

Other notions, which were used to refer to the enemy by pupils, should be also noticed, although
they are not widely spread in essays. They were very emotional. There were «German insolent people»,
«Fritzesy», «German fiendsy, «The barbariansy, «German corrupt skinsy, «Vile, vile invadersy», «German
predator dogs», «The German devils». So, O. Shipulina, pupil of 7th grade, used vivid images to show
the difference between Soviet pilots and their enemies: «... watched the flight of our falcons, saw how
they fought against the German devils» [4, 7]. Such emotionality in the description of image of the
enemy gave some psychological detente to young authors and helped to believe in rectitude of the fight
against the invaders as an embodiment of universal evil, because they returned to the memories of the
horrors of war while they were writing works.

Pupils often used the umbrella term to describe «personaly in the essays, such as: «Our», «Owny,
«Native» , «Redsy», and specific notions, such as: «Mother», «Father», «Brother», «Sister», «Staliny,
«Molotov» etc. The vast majority of pupils paid much attention to their own fate and the fate of rela-
tives and mentioned their relatives as participants of the events in the writings. However, the traditional
«social fathers» for the Soviet people as Lenin (1 references), Stalin (6 references), Molotov (6 refer-
ences) had never been mentioned. They were mentioned only in several teenagers’ works. Only 4 out
of 30 essays contained gratitude for liberation which addressed to Stalin, during the peak of the cult of
his personality: «All hail our leader and father, Joseph Vissarionovich Stalin, leader of the invincible
Red Army and the Navy» [4, 8 rev]; «Glory to the Great Teacher Comrade J.V. Stalin for our happy
childhood!» [5, 79]. Herewith, these citations were not sincere words from the heart, inasmuch as they
did not contain any individual features. There were only stamps, which, perhaps, might have appeared
in the essays under the influence of the teacher or the media. In disregard of Soviet propaganda, which
focused on the exclusive role of the party in the victory over the enemy, party members, although, were
mentioned only four times, and the Komsomol — twice.

Images “Native Red Army men with stars on caps» and «Red Army» (84 references) were the most
authoritative «social fathers» during the war in the children’s essays. Children associated them with lib-
eration of hometown from the Nazis and returning to happy childhood («Glory of the Heroic Red Army,
who exempted us from the German yoke and brought back happiness and study!») [5, 79]. Notions
«Native» and «soldier of Red Army» are closely intertwined with each other in the writings («How
much joy. Our brothers, fathers-soldiers began to come to the city»; «Russian soldiers entered the city in
the morning. Residents joyfully greeted «our» husbands, brothers and sisters») [5, 126, 181 rev., 182].
These citations demonstrated, that particular soldier (sometimes father or brother), which protect them
from invaders, had great authority for teenagers than glorified leader in films and songs. The Soldier of
the Red Army and warrior became a social ideal in Soviet society for many years. Many boys wanted to
be like their heroes-fathers. So, Boris Marchenko wrote: «I am trying to finish the 7th grade and to go
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to the military school, in order to become useful to my Motherland.» [5, 181]. The image of the hero -
the Soviet soldier in the public consciousness influenced even fashion, which had a clearly militarized
character after the war [1, 224].

Pupils did not perceive guerrillas as authoritative force, their contribution to the liberation of the
region was hardly observed by children in the essays (only 7 references). On the one hand, this was due
to regional features of Donbass, where large partisan units did not have places to hide, on the other hand,
the Soviet myth of «popular» fight behind enemy lines may not yet settled down in the children’s minds
at the time of writing essays.

The most common Children’s emotions during the war were fear («My heart seemed to suggest
that something awaited the evil, the evil and the terrible») [5, 54 rev.], yearn for the family («... my
father received a summons ... He went to war. I spent days thinking about my father») [5, 57], confusion
(«People walked and pondered, no one laughed all day») [5, 57], grief («Stretched tiring, full of misfor-
tune and grief days after the Germans occupied the city») [5, 56], despair («Had Been Waiting for Death,
but It Did Not Come, Had Been Hoping For Freedom, but It was not be ... The days dragged on like a
year») [4, 10, 10 rev.], anger («When we had served about the attack of enemies, all members of our
family walked around the yard, clenching their fists») [5, 59.], hope and belief in the victory («Nothing
wrong, the war will end soon, the German will not be here...») [5, 52 rev.], the triumph («This day
brought me a lot of happiness, it will be memorable for me...») [4, 8 rev.].

Children focused on their own fate and the fate of their relatives in many essays and concentrated
on their impressions and feelings rather than on what they saw. Information about something heard by
someone or general information can be found rarely in the text of the works. Such correlation of stories
in the pupils’ writings explains by age group of authors (depending on relatives, juvenile maximalism,
romanticism) to some extent and clearly shows the hierarchy of personal values of teenagers, who were
quite «normaly, in spite of deformation of values in a totalitarian society.

Authors of essays subconsciously competed to prove that they are victims of occupiers, describ-
ing numerous facts of their suffering. We can assume that it may be due to the Soviet propaganda and
dominant public opinion. Perhaps, the thought of the blame for staying in the occupied territory and the
idea of the necessity to justify in general view of the society for it, had already buried deep inside young
citizens’ subconscious.

Even a hint of religiosity was absent in analyzed works, in spite of growth of religiosity among the
population during the war. This could indicate that Soviet anti-religious campaign among the younger
generation had been successful and demonstrated children’s knowledges about the system of moral val-
ues in the Soviet society [4, 5].

We should not forget that the pupils had described everything, which were experienced by them,
after the war. So, some stories in the essays could have been inspired by propaganda. Stamps of Soviet
times were reflected in the writings. However, this fact does not make description of children’s feelings
less valuable. That allows to understand the emotional state of the generation of «children of war» bet-
ter. Additionally, sometimes there were unexpected statements in the pupils’ memoirs such as: «There
was no power in the city, everyone pulled bread, corn and everything that fell under their hands. The
Germans entered on the second day» [5, 147]; «Our troops were weakly armed. They were not ready for
war, they were retreating all the time...» [5, 97]. We have a doubt of the fact, that presence of such words
in the writings is caused by the influence of the teacher or official propaganda. Rather it was a reflection
of their own observations and feelings that were not consonant with the official interpretation of events.

Conclusion. To sum up all the a forehead, we can draw conclusions, that even a cursory of school
essays gives insight of cultural values, which are typical for the country in wartime. Moreover, such
a survey allows to recreate spiritual world of «children of war», feelings of youth, their perception of
military events, sympathy and ideals, and provides an opportunity to talk about some regional features.
Besides being considerably independent, rational and humanistic, Children’s thoughts about the war
were influenced by Soviet propaganda. Author’s appealing to social stereotypes demonstrates e success
of Soviet propaganda and children’s acknowledgement of the system of moral values in the Soviet soci-
ety during the war.

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HOUSING PROVISION OF IMMIGRANTS IN USSR
(1940 — 1960-ies)

The article is devoted to the process of housing provision of agricultural workers and immigrants by
the organized recruitment. The particular features of housing and material living conditions are shown in the
research by the author. During 1940 — 60 s some various steps of the Soviet government about housing for immi-
grants have been made. «Housing» exemptions of agricultural settlers were determined by the governmental
regulative laws and different documents, and for workers they were assigned in employment contracts according
to the organized recruitment. The main practical results of the governmental policy about planned housing immi-
grants are also concluded in the study. The author has considered some deficiencies and the main problems and
difficulties of placing settlers in new locations. It has been found that the first postwar decade could be charac-
terized by repairing old buildings, reconstruction of destroyed and construction of dormitories, barracks and a
new low-cost, low-quality housing. Material living and sanitary conditions in these areas were too low. However,
the settlers were forced to use these variants for living, as a significant percentage of the population was living
in huts and dugouts. It is emphasized in the article that the living problems of immigrants in the USSR have been
existed in conditions of general crisis-union housing and security. In the 1960s some significant steps in improv-
ing housing of immigrants have been committed. The modernized typical house projects have been developed
and implemented into some new designs. However, despite much attention to the question of housing there was
a huge gap between the promising and actual living conditions. Material costs of the government for improving
the housing were spent inappropriately. Among other reasons of non-fulfillment the plan of housing and delayed
commissioning of housing the author calls the irrational using some building materials, external building other
industrial objects, incompletion of workforce, shortage of building materials, lack of control over the expenses
and loans allocated for building .

The author has concluded that there were a lot of urgent problems for the living conditions of immigrants in
the USSR in the 40 — 60-ies. They are included the lack of housing, slow and poor-quality building, lack of water
supplying, nonobservance of sanitary norms in dormitories and workers’ settlements. Solving the housing problem
was carried out very slowly. Despite the measures in material and human resources at the end of the 60's housing
had not kept in time to the industrialization and agricultural development.

The material is based on archival sources and extensive factual data, which give a full picture of the housing
provision of agricultural workers and immigrants according to the organized recruitment.

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THE USE BY THE STATE FORCE ORGANS OF THE INTELLIGENCE AND
INFORMATION NETWORK DURING THE STRUGGLE AGAINST THE UNDERGROUND
IN THE CARPATHIAN AREA OF THE OUN (1945 — 1954)

Along with operations conducted by the military and extraordinary committee members aimed to do away
with the OUN, the state punitive organs began the work of intelligence agents directed to create of an information
agents apparatus, as well as to form special fighting groups. Special agents fulfilled also other functions, disrupting
the unity of the nationalist organizations from inside was among them. It is noteworthy, that it was that method of
fighting agents which was used most frequently.

In order to increase ability to work the punitive organs conducted special training of intelligence agents, whose
principal task was to supply qualified cadres. The Soviet repressive-punitive system used to enact various categories of
agents depending on their functional duties (agent-fighter, external agent, internal agent, twin agent, agent-signaller,
route agent, agent-propagandist, agent-raider, informer, agent «empowered to act for somebody», etc.

Capable for work and valuable agents were acquired by means of secret capture of the OUN members during
operations and local recruiting. Besides, agents were enlisted from-among members of former clandestine groups
and orderlies of the OUN with legal residence, who worked at factories and other industrial establishments. The
recruiting process took a long time and consisted of several stages. The strength of Soviet secret service was con-
siderable. Against every OUN s unit (whether sectional, district, supra-district, regional, or areal) and every UPA
department the intelligence cooked up charges, and later, after the necessary persons were liquidated, the cases
were closed lest new or renewed units were found out for what reason new cases were opened (predominantly, under
corresponding other titles). However, the expectations of the Soviet power for quick and complete destruction of
the liberation movement failed. Therefore, agent work became distributed in all possible forms. As a rule, in the
complex of anti-nationalistic operations to agent training the central place was dedicated. It is remarkable, that the
aforementioned fighting means proved very — or even very much — effective.

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RURAL FAMILY IN UKRAINE IN THE SOVIET WAY OF LIFE
IN THE 1950s — 1960s

This article shows the features of the functioning of Ukrainian rural family under the Soviet reality conditions
in the 1950s — 1960s. The aim of the article is to study rural family in the Soviet way of living in the 1950 — 1960s.
The authors thought it expedient to analyze possible sources of budget replenishment in single parent families, fami-
lies of orphans and consider the financial status of such families. The problem of functioning of the family as a trace
element of rural society requires studying, including the peculiarities of parenting and socialization of children in
terms of the Soviet way of life.

Special attention is paid to the characteristics of social security benefits to single parent families and orphans, the
possibilities of their material and spiritual consumption. Considerable attention is paid to family functions, parenting
and socialization of children. The authors came to the point that rural family in the 1950s — 1960s preserved the patri-
archy and traditional elements of the nation s spiritual values. First of all, this is evidenced by the functional duties of
the family, that is its reproduction and processes of parenting and socialization of children.

Statistical materials consistently show that in the mid-twentieth century rural population prevailed in Ukraine.
According to the social and economic conditions of those days, most peasants were united in collective farms with
reference to the particular form of the production process. The peasant and his family, the possibilities of the mate-
rial and spiritual consumption were entirely dependent on the working conditions, its effectiveness and capacity of
rural infrastructure to ensure the needs of its residents.

The sources of this article are the documents stored in the central and the regional state archives of Ukraine.
In particular, they are reporting documentation and statistical reports of regional and district social security depart-
ments on kolkhoz mutual aid funds, letters and complaints of rural citizens, oral history materials,; annual statistical
compilations of the national economy, census materials etc.

Thus, in the 1950 — 1960s rural family preserved patriarchy and traditional elements of spiritual values of the
nation. First of all, this is evidenced by the functional responsibilities of the family, that is its reproduction and pro-
cesses of parenting. Nevertheless, we may not say that conditions for the rural family existence were generally favor-
able to convey important knowledge for the further practical life of a village. A significant factor in the quality and
level of spiritual values consumption that have to be performed by the family was the presence of parental guard-
ianship and care. Statistics shows that in rural areas of the USSR there were many single parent families. Moreover,
it was not the worst situation as smallest opportunities to transfer cultural values were typical of orphans’ families.

The article is aimed to study rural family in the Soviet way of living in the
1950 — 1960s. The authors considered it expedient to analyze possible sources of budget replenishment
in single parent families, families of orphans and consider the financial status of such families. The
problem of functioning of the family as a trace element of rural society requires studying, including the
peculiarities of parenting and socialization of children in terms of the Soviet way of life.

Source analysis. Family, family relations and social security attracted the attention of scientists,
such as L. V. Chuyko, A. H. Volkov, V. A. Byelova, V. A. Malanchuk, L. V. Kovpak, L. M. Shevchenko
[1,2,3,4,5, 6, 7]. On the whole, works where was analyzed the position of the Soviet family, all the
more rural one, have theoretical and sociological nature and provide a brief description of the intra-fam-
ily relationships, parenting etc.

The sources of this article are the documents stored in the central and the regional state archives of
Ukraine. In particular, they are reporting documentation and statistical reports of regional and district
social security departments on kolkhoz mutual aid funds; letters and complaints of rural citizens; oral
history materials; annual statistical compilations of the national economy, census materials etc.
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Content. In rural areas of the USSR, according to the census materials in 1959, there were 5.78 mil-
lion of families, representing 54.4% of all families of the republic [7, 200]. The quality of performing
functions assigned to the family, the preservation of spiritual values entirely dependent on the financial
means of the family as well as moral and psychological atmosphere. Mutual help, family support, divi-
sion of labor, cooperation in the upbringing the younger generation and in housekeeping had an impact
on setting and eking out the family budget. The quality of the family was of considerable importance.
Large single parent families had few opportunities to perform positively its functions.

The existence in the Soviet society of incomplete, financially weak families demanded from the gov-
ernment to create appropriate mechanisms to assist families and establish more or less favorable condi-
tions for raising children. However, in this case, the social security of kolkhozniks was carried out by the
collective farms and depended on their economic status, as well as on the establishment in each artel the
procedure for granting pensions and aid [5, 44]. By decision of the general meeting of kolkhozniks some
part of the production was to be allocated from the income to establish an aid fund for disabled members
of the artel. From the latter half of the 1950s farms began to deduct 2% of their products and money to the
aid fund for disabled. In 1953, these funds operated at 85% of the USSR kolkhozes with a total share of
households reached 41.5%. 19 748 orphans were taken under the patronage of kolkhoz funds for disabled;
they were given material aid with money and products amounting to 2 million 125 thousand rubles. Thus,
for each child in the republic in rural areas on average there were 107 rubles accounted. In 1955, there were
14 thousand of kolkhoz mutual aid funds, which covered 4/5 of all kolkhozes. Members of these funds
were more than 3 million kolkhozniks [6]. In some cases, kolkhozes assisted with production in kind. It was
received by disabled, women giving birth, orphans. However, the system was imperfect. In 1955 from 1.8
million disabled and elderly people, and those who needed constant financial assistance, only 600 thousand
were provided by kolkhoz funds, i.e. a third of socially disadvantaged villagers. In money terms 30 million
rubles were paid, that is on the average 50 rubles per person [5, 45].

In sum, welfare services for vulnerable groups of rural population, especially kolkhozniks, was
rather complicated. The state transferred the responsibility for those rural citizens who needed financial
aid to kolkhozes, and they, in turn, to the kolkhoz mutual aid funds, but the returns to such funds entirely
depended on the profitability of farms.

It should be noted that in the post-war society, government assistance for physically weak, single
people was a very important matter. For example, in 1954 220 children needed patronage in the Kherson
region. They were the children left without parents and transferred to the foster families. Such children
were assisted in the sum of 99 996 rubles, which amounted 37 rubles per child per month [8, 5]. In 1955
the Kherson region in the presence of 192 orphans the assistance was provided in the sum of 126 719
rubles, amounting 54 rubles per child per month [9, 3]. During the following years, the number children
needed help had lessened. In 1961, in kolkhoz villages in Kherson region, there were 127 children and
10 rubles per month were allocated to each them. [10, 3].

In 1961 exemplary Statute on Procedure for Assignment and Payment of Pensions and Benefits to
kolkhozniks was developed. It noted that pensions and benefits were given in terms of old age, disability
and survivors. There were provisions for personal pensions, aid for temporary disability, lump sum in the
event of birth and death of a family member, lump sum on the prosthesis [11, 1]. In the welfare system
of socially disadvantaged kolkhozniks social security bodies, rural councils, kolkhoz mutual aid funds
were involved. Upon the attainment of the age of 65 and 60 men and women were entitled to a pension.
Thereby, the rules determining amounts were also cited in the Statute. In terms of labor days, minimum
— 5 labor days, maximum — 30 labor days. The experience of the labor in the kolkhoz was also taken
into account (percent of income): 5 years — 15% and over 30 years — 70% of earnings. If in the family
there were disabled dependents they received supplement to the pensions. If there is one dependent —
10%, 2 and more — 15%. The «shock work» in the public economy was also considered. If a person
was once marked by the kolkhoz administration, he/she was added 5% to the pension, 2 times — 10%,
3 times — 15%. The Statute stated that pension shall be paid from the 1st day of the month and for life.
Disabled persons of groups I and II were paid disability pensions if had confirmation of medical boards.
Disabled persons of the III group were transferred to work by the advice of doctors. To the women giv-
ing birth kolkhoz granted 56 days’ vacation before delivery and 56 — after it, and in case of abnormal
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birth or the birth of the second and third child — 70 days. Assistance to women giving birth depended
on the length of work at the kolkhoz, regardless of membership in the kolkhoz mutual aid fund [11, 13].
It was assumed, that 100 rubles on child mother received if worked out necessary minimum labor days
and asked for help no later than six months after giving birth [11, pp. 14]. Funeral benefit amounted to
50-100 rubles depending on the number of years of work in the kolkhoz: 10 years — 50 rubles, over
10 years — 100 rubles [11, 15]. On the whole, kolkhoz mutual aid funds provided diverse support, such
as money, grains, milk, fats, vegetables, trips to rest house, sanatorium.

Pension provision of kolkhozniks was due to the length of the work. For example, in 1956 in the
Statute of one of the kolkhozes in Kherson region pensions for kolkhozniks unable to work amounted in
the norm from 50 to 150 labor days. For male kolkhozniks above 60 and females aged 55 years, who had
worked since the establishment of the kolkhoz — 150 labor days per year, from 15 years — 100 labor days,
from 20 to 25 years — 125 labor days per year. Men above 65 years old and women over 60 years, who
worked from 5 to 15 years, the pension was equal to 75 labor days per year, from 2 to 5 years — 50 labor
days [12, 10].

Only in 1964 Union fund of social security of kolkhozniks was established, it was formed from
the kolkhozes contributions and interkolkhoz businesses and organizations. Retirement, disability and
survivor pensions were paid from this fund as well as payments to women giving birth and for children
from low-income families [5, 49].

Checking the status of families with many children in 1952 in the kolkhozes of Poltava region
showed that such families were living in scarce financial terms. The children did not have individual
beds, mattresses, pillows. All together, they slept on the oven [13, 66]. Families with many children and
with one breadwinner received aid from the kolkhoz, which was not enough for the normal functioning
of the family. For example, the farm has allocated only 217 kg of bread to the family with four children
for six months. That is, 300 grams of bread per child per day. By the way, statistical averages indicate
that in 1952, 158 kg of flour and of bread were accounted for one person per year, i.e. 430 grams per
day [14, 16]. Low-income families lacked high-calorie foods. However, kolkhozes helped families with
many children, both with money and food, but this aid, as evidenced by the inspections was not enough.
For example, to buy clothes and shoes artel allocated 300 rubles to families with many children; for the
construction of houses — wood, reed, brick and 100 kg of wheat [13, 89-91].

Orphans were of special indigence. In the postwar period, there were many families with children
left without parental care due to death of parents. Such children did not even have clothes to go to school
[15]. In 1952, one of the members of such families, addressing party authorities, pointed out that his
father died at the front in 1943, and his mother died from heavy works in 1951. All children in the family
were of school age, the oldest went to the 10 form. That is, there was nobody to earn for living. They
lived in the apartment and paid 35 rubles per month. «We all study at school, but for the new school year
we have no books, shoes, clothes or school supplies. Before that we have not seen a single drop of milk,
they give us a little fats [...] We sleep on the floor, and in winter all five of us and two hosts sleep on the
bare boards or bricks» [13, 65]. Thus, the children-orphans were without sufficient intake of bread that
in lack of other food products and money led to a constant feeling of hunger.

As we can see, rural families lived under different conditions regarding financial security. It was
directly associated with quality indicators of work of kolkhozes, labour payment according to labour
days, possibilities of family members to perform physical exertion, the number of able to work, depen-
dents, disabled, pensioners and with the amounts of their pensions and government payments.

In modern native science, there distinguished functions that ensure the full existence of the family
as a social institution, social and psychological group, they are: business and economic, generative and
educational, cultural and recreational [2, 16]. Parenting or socialization of children was of particular
importance. This process was closely linked to the daily practice of family life, the attitude of its mem-
bers to each other and, in general, spiritual values of the nation, their preservation.

In the USSR in the 1950 — 1960s rural family as a social unit of Soviet society played an important
role in the process of parenting and socialization of children. It should be noted that in rural areas this
process by itself had several typical components conditioned upon the peculiarities of rural society.
Firstly, it’s giving to the child practical knowledge and skills that make business and economic education
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component. The bases of labor education of children were labor and personal example of parents, as
well as sex and age division of labor. Secondly, it’s mental, physical, moral and ethical education based
on both national traditions and religious beliefs, and included a component of school and ideological
education that at that time was closely linked to school attendance.

In the labor education of children, the relationship between family members played the primary role.
As far as clever and proper organization of economic activities, division of responsibilities among all fam-
ily members, mutual aid and cooperation allowed to improve the conditions of material and cultural life.
As people of working age were usually involved in the public economy, the household chores, feeding and
caring for livestock, cooking for the family mainly involved teenagers and the older generation. It is known
that the main flows of livestock production in the household were provided by livestock. Thus, among main
issues of family life was the division of responsibilities among its members. From an early age, children
performed various works in the household, such as herding geese, livestock, fed animals and participated in
storing forage. The girls cleaned the house and looked after the juniors. Everybody worked — children and
adults, only with different load [16; 17; 18]. While involving children in chores their socialization, gaining
practical skills and knowledge, that could be required in future work activity, took place.

The significant role played organizational and control aspects. Parents necessarily checked the work
done by children. By the way, it was not only the educational aspect, but also the appropriate way of rural
life, a great physical exertion for adults and catastrophic lack of free time, especially at a time of intense
seasonal work in the kolkhoz. Children were formed by severity. As a rule, for failure to perform tasks
they were punished. Parents gave children a daily job. If the father worked in the tractor brigade and he
spent several weeks at the field camp during agricultural works, he left sons a list of tasks that need to be
performed in his absence. When back on the weekend, he checked the work. Physical punishment was in
the form of strapping. One witness of rural life of that time told that after they tried to compete with the
father and son won, this father never picked belt [17].

The workload for children was rather heavy. For example, in the villages of Khmelnitsky region
children responsibilities included tending cattle in the herd. At 5 a.m. mother woke the child and he
tended kolkhozniks’ cows. Participants of life of that time tell: «I wanted to sleep badly. So I bind a rope
to the cow and my hand and go to sleep nearby. It tends, moves slowly and drags me on a rope» [17].
Different unforeseen situations occurred with children («I went to tend geese, taking along a book. Geese
were tending, | was reading, fell asleep and poultry by itself went home and neighbors drove it to the
henhouse»). When the «herder» came back his mother was waiting for him with a milkmaid’s yoke. He
had to run away and hide until night. In such cases, grandmothers were the conciliators. It was already
late at night when the grandmother came out of the house, saw his grandson in front of the house across
the street and called him home [17].

Children from an early age were involved in the work in the kolkhoz [16; 17; 18]. In summer they
helped their parents in brigades, and even received a salary. They worked together with father on the
tractor or mother — in the field teams, participated in weeding beets and so on. When the mother was ill,
teenage girls worked instead. For example, at the silage [15]. The work was hard, people had to stand on
top of the unit and it was cold. As the witness said, «poor working conditions and cold wind at the silage
caused a head cold for the rest of my life».

As the father was mostly involved in work at the kolkhoz, the mother provided main care after the
child and the household. She got up at 5 a.m., milked cattle before pasture in a herd, quickly cooked
breakfast and went to work. As came home from the work, she was cooking dinner, working in the
garden, was busy at the household. In winter she got up at 6 a.m., kindled oven, cooked the meal, pre-
pared «snacks» for children to take to school and started to do chores: twice a week she baked bread
and cooked meals, once a week she washed and ironed. At that time irons were heavy and made of iron
or cast iron. They were heated on the fire or filled with hot coals. Naturally, it was time consuming. In
addition, children needed the attention. The juniors should be bathed, combed, got changed their clothes,
put to sleep. Such concerns took the days, months, years and a lifetime. That is right — by daily example
— family labor education of children was made. Senior girls helped mother, but the main workload was
on the woman. There was no time for leisure [15]. Parents’ main concern was to feed the children. Wom-
en’s life was a constant look after children, husband and older parents. In families with many children,

all children had to pay attention to their behavior. Parents instructed children to live in friendship, to be
honest, do not steal and share with each other.

The physical health of children, perhaps, was the main concern of the family. Women mainly used
folk remedies and hygiene. During illness (measles or cold), they gave the children more sweets, tightly
closed the light as believed that measles is afraid of darkness. They gave warm milk to drink and said
to gargle with soda. The family inculcated children the sanitation and hygiene: to keep clean body and
clothing, bed and house. The boys were hardened. Every Saturday they had baths. Since there were no
special premises for bathrooms, the trough was simply placed in the house, people heated water and had
a wash, then put on clean clothes. At the beginning of the 1950s head lice, bedbugs, fleas were a common
thing. People eradicated them using traditional methods, for example by the wormwood. Bedbugs were
flooded with boiling water. Later there was poison DDT. According to the rural citizens words, children
brought head lice from school, and at home they deloused them with a comb. In the postwar period,
there were no detergents in the village that is why family ordinary used traditional methods: they diluted
sunflower ash for water softening. And in the 1950s laundry soap and toilet soap were used, with time
washing powders «Lotos», «Donbass», «Vesna» and others appeared. [15].

In families, children were taught both to be hard-working and physically healthy. An important role
played moral and ethical education. As before, in villages, children respectfully treated elders. They respec-
tively referred to the father, mother and other relatives, as well as strangers with formal «you». This tradition
was spread across all regions. Tradition of referring to parents with formal «you» was typical for Ukrainian
ethnic families, while in rural families of Russians and Greeks, they used informal «you» [15; 19; 17].

During social and cultural education, expressive and recreational function of the family played a cru-
cial role. It shaped emotional and psychological climate, calmed tension in internal family relationships and
stressful situations. Significant role in creating a favorable climate first of all was played by friendly attitude to
each other, joint resolving of any issues. Witnesses say that parents never quarreled, at least in front of children
[20]. Money were mainly at husband’s hands, but spent by mutual agreement. In Ukrainian families it was the
husband who was responsible to plan future family life, house improvement, family celebrations organization,
arranging children for study. Perhaps this was due to the lack of literacy of Ukrainian rural women, because
where the mother had education, the role in solving vitally important issues was higher [19].

In rural family as well as in the rural way of life, a Woman Mother, a Woman Hostess, Woman Worker
was of a defining role. Considering numerical superiority of women in rural areas of the republic, their employ-
ment in the kolkhozes, long working hours, of great importance in the household sustenance and generally in
the functioning of the family, it is clear that the main role in the rural lifestyle belonged to the rural women.

Conclusions. In the 1950 — 1960s rural family preserved patriarchy and traditional elements of
spiritual values of the nation. First of all, this is evidenced by the functional responsibilities of the fam-
ily, that is its reproduction and processes of parenting and socialization of children. Nevertheless, we
may not say that conditions for the rural family existence were generally favorable to convey important
knowledge for the further practical life of a village. A significant factor in the quality and level of spiri-
tual values consumption that had to be performed by the family was the presence of parental guardian-
ship and care. Statistics shows that in rural areas of the USSR there were many single parent families.
Moreover, it was not the worst situation as smallest opportunities to transfer cultural values were typical
of orphans’ families.
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ECONOMICS AGAINST THE BACKGROUND OF GEOPOLITICAL CHALLENGES:
TOWARDS UKRAINIAN-RUSSIAN ECONOMIC RELATIONS (1990s — 2000s)

The article spotlights bilateral relations between Ukraine and the Russian Federation within the period after the
dissolution of the USSR that came from multi-faceted vision of correlation system between countries and were defined
by a wide range of peculiarities and paradoxes. Attempts to fix a favourable format of relations just for itself, unclosed
ignoring of meaning and interests of the partner, mutual accusations were changed for attempts to compromise and
find optimum ways for the crisis overcoming. And the latter were more than enough and not only in interstate relations.

The social and economic development of Ukraine after restoration of state independence was disputable and
dramatic. The national economy on the whole fitted into the traditional scheme of transition economies that appeared
instead of the centralized, extra-market economic relations with intrinsic to it rejection of private property, almost total
control of the economic domain by the state. The crisis of the Soviet system emerged within the «Era of Stagnationy
transformed in independent Ukraine into a full-blown economic collapse that lasted till the end of 1990s.

The Ukrainian economy and society for a long time (partially even at present) were dependent on Soviet
Union heritage — no fundamental changes in the field of fixed assets, industrial infrastructures within the first twenty
vears took place after the independence restoration. The market economy was embroiling with increase in public
control, economic freedom — with bureaucratic centralization, public servants outrages, law enforcement and fiscal
agencies, free market — with transformation of public authority into rent source and corruption — to «organicy
component of economic relations. The merge of public authority and business into a «weird conglomerate where the
business gains a direct access to the public authority and the public authority transforms into a business» stayed
almost the most pressing issue of Ukrainian economy.

But the Russian side within the first two decades after the USSR dissolution taking its economic strength that was
significantly greater than Ukrainian one, permanently tried to foist own «rules of gamey to social and political elite
(subject to availability of this term) of the latter, own old economic model, constantly initiating a lot of reintegration
projects (like CIS) to return former republics of the Soviet Union to its imperial/neo-imperial dominance.

The matter of division of foreign property of the former USSR became one of the most charged matters in
Russian-Ukrainian relations after December 1991. This problem controversially united social and economic issues
extremely important for revived Ukrainian statesmanship with social and humanitarian component.

The matter of division of foreign property of the former USSR was left unsettled prior to the very beginning of
the Russian aggression against Ukraine and annexation of Crimea as well as occupation of parts of Donetsk and
Luhansk Oblasts districts in 2014.

Problem Statement. The social and economic development of Ukraine after restoration of
state independence was disputable and dramatic. The national economy on the whole fitted into the
traditional scheme of transition economies that appeared instead of the centralized, extra-market
economic relations with intrinsic to it rejection of private property, almost total control of the
economic domain by the state. The crisis of the Soviet system emerged within the «Era of Stagnation»
transformed in independent Ukraine into a full-blown economic collapse that lasted till the end of
1990s. The essential modifications of labour differentiation took place due to the social and economic
transformations, social and economic mobility increased.

Research Analysis. The problematics of Russian-Ukrainian economic relationship got special
severity already in the end of 1980s, that is why national historians, political scientists and others
started more boldly interpret and refer to the past and present contentious issues of Ukrainian-Russian
relations.

Ukraine and Russia in the International Relations System: Strategic Outlook [12] monograph
was published in 2001 being marked by National institute of international safety problems at the
National Security and Defence Council of Ukraine. The book provides scientific analysis of the
Ukrainian—Russian relations in a broader international context, historical sketch of their formation
and development processes.

In 2003 M. Riabchuk tried to find out the reasons and results of the notorious Ukrainian
ambivalence, mechanisms of its self-reproduction and effective run by power elite as well as ways of
its overcoming in book Two Ukraines: Actual Frontiers, Virtual Wars having analysed topical political,
economic, cultural processes [10].

The Institute of History of Ukraine National Academy of Ukraine in 2004 published a significant
for national historiography three-volume sketch «Ukraine and Russia in Historical Retrospectivey.
The third volume of the same publication is dedicated to analysis of the present state-forming process.
The authors (S. V. Kulchytsky and B. O. Parakhonsky) research it from the standpoint of Ukrainian-
Russian relations [11].
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The national scientists had spent a lot of time in focusing on the Crimea problem crisis situation
at the beginning of the 1990s. Such authors among them are to be mentioned as Director of Foreign
Policy Institute, Dr. sc. pol., Prof. H.M. Perepelytsia, Dr. sc. pol. O.S. Bodruk [1, 2, 9]. The military
historians and political scientists devoted a number of works for forming the armed forces and for
the matter of security of our country herewith special attention was also given to problems of the
Black Sea Fleet Russia and Ukraine were resolving. So, H.M. Perepelytsia noted in his research The
Division of the Black Sea Fleet as a Problem of Ukrainian National Security that negotiations on
division of the fleet were quite stressful. The Russian party constantly changed its requirements and
approaches to the given matter.

The works of V.M. Lytvyn are devoted to Ukrainian foreign policy, difficulties of formation
and development of international rules of Ukraine activities, its strategic alternative and selection of
strategic partners in particular Russia too Lytvyn [6, 7, 8].

Purpose of our work is to find out the essence, peculiarities of forming and evolution of
Ukrainian-Russian economic relations within the first two decades after the USSR dissolution.

Description of Main Information. The Ukrainian economy and society for a long time (partially
even at present) were dependent on Soviet Union heritage — no fundamental changes in the field of
fixed assets, industrial infrastructures within the first twenty years took place after the independence
restoration. The merge of public authority and business into a «weird conglomerate where the business
gains a direct access to the public authority and the public authority transforms into a business» stayed
almost the most pressing issue of Ukrainian economy.

According to the world ratings, the Russian Federation economy is one of the most disequilibrium
economies. It is characterized by diversified definability that identifies its self-insufficiency, functional
dependency. The strong tie of the Russian economy to fuel and energy sector first and foremost, energy
exports let U.S. Sen. John McCain call Russia «a great gas station» but not a country. It is impossible
to attribute all of it to miscalculations of economic policy or the Soviet past. The inefficiency of
economic system, its insufficient flexibility, resistance to system modifications - this is a centuries-
long giveness of Russia, its civilization distinctness. This is about the factors corresponding with the
ability/inability issue of present Russia to cast back its Imperial past [3, 474—475].

But the Russian party within the first two decades after the USSR dissolution taking its economic
strength that was significantly greater than Ukrainian one, permanently tried to foist own «rules of
game» to social and political elite (subject to availability of this term) of the latter, own old economic
model, constantly initiating a lot of reintegration projects (like CIS) to return former republics of the
Soviet Union to its imperial/neo-imperial dominance.

Thus, on the 21* of February 1994 State Committee of Ukraine on Control of National Board of
Ukraine (the State Committee on Board) sent working materials to Kartavtsev V. S., as a Secretary
of National Security and Defence Council of Ukraine at President of Ukraine, on development of
Complex national program for providing territorial integrity and inviolability of borders of Ukraine
[17, 44-89].

This set of documents' in Offers to Tentative Plan of Program Development of Complex
National Program for Providing Territorial Integrity and Inviolability of Ukrainian Borders along
their Parameters gave that as of the 1% of February 1994 situation on the national board of Ukraine
first and foremost was characterized as an incompletion of the national boarder legal registration;
spate of activities of foreign special services at the border; growth in illegal migration scale through
the territory of Ukraine; spate of organized crime structures through the border especially on illegal
border crossing by people, goods and raw material, weapon and ammunition and other [13, 45].

In our opinion, the same Offers... contained quite realistic forecast on possible risks of negative
development of the situation on the north-east borders of Ukraine and the Crimea. So, a possibility

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to implement such crisis scenarios on the north-east oblasts of Ukraine by Russia was stated due
to active efforts of separatism-supporting and anti-state political parties and organizations aimed at
reaching local self-governing and economic independence for further federalization/confederation
of the state: 1) secession of the eastern oblasts from Ukraine with their further possible separate
existence or affiliating with Ukraine or Russia based on federation/confederation; 2) restoration of
idea of Donetsk-Kryvy Rih republic with following affiliating with Ukraine or (most likely) with
Russia based on federation/confederation; 3) proclamation of Slobozhanks Republic (Kharkiv, Sumy,
the southern part of Kursk, Belgorod and Voronezh Oblasts) with possible affiliating with the Russian
Federation based on federation [13, 52].

After all, all these and similar crisis scenarios at least were used by Russia’s political elite within
the first two decades of existence of revived Ukraine state. 2014-2016 events confirmed once again
availability of Russia’s «crisis situations» on Ukraine and at Ukraine’s expense.

The situation on construing of Ukrainian sovereignty over its firm land, in particular the Crimea
peninsular by the Russian party was also not good.

On the 24" of September 1999, the regular talk of B.I. Tarasiuk, Ministry of Foreign Affairs of
Ukraine, to I.S. Ivanov, Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Russian Federation, took place during the
54t Session of the United Nations General Assembly. The interlocutors separated a number of main
problematic issues and agreed to give special priority to them. Such problematic issues were referred to
as: 1) foreign property of the former USSR; 2) additional agreements on the Black Sea Fleet; 3) boundary
delimitation, in particular Sea of Azov and Kerch Strait area; 4) cost estimating of Ukrainian strategic
bombers that were transferred to Russia for gas debts as mutual offset [ 14, 124—-126].

The matter of division of foreign property of the former USSR became one of the most charged
matters in Russian-Ukrainian relations after December 1991. This problem controversially united
social and economic issues extremely important for revived Ukrainian statesmanship with social and
humanitarian component.

Nowadays a fake and distorted image of Ukraine — almost like East-European Iraq, a state —
successor of fascists and pogromists, at best a candidate to authoritarian nationalistic regimes like
East-European regimes of the inter-war period, appeared in the world due to effect of all unfavourable
factors as well as affected by anti-Ukrainian propaganda [...]» [15, 178-179].

The matter of division of foreign property of the former USSR was left unsettled prior to the very
beginning of the Russian aggression against Ukraine and annexation of Crimea as well as occupation
of parts of Donetsk and Luhansk Oblasts districts in 2014.

At the same time laws and regulations governing matters of bilateral trade and economic
cooperation in the end of 1990s and laid 1993-1999 with joint efforts provided for in relations
between the states considering each other as strategic partners: 1) development of trade and economic
cooperation based on equality and mutual benefit; 2) creation of equal opportunities for economic
agents; 3) harmonization and unification of system of tariff and non-tariff trade regulation between
both states according to principles of the Tariffs and Trade General Agreement; 4) equitable and
mutually beneficial cooperation in economy at the same time the Parties shall refrain from the actions
that may cause economic damage each other; 5) moving as soon as possible to the unified principles
of indirect taxes collection in mutual trade; 6) gradual removal of trade and technical curbs as well as
indirect non-tariff restrictions [4].

The situation has been complicated also by the fact that Russia uses almost all possible forms of
taxation and exporting tariff restrictions to Ukraine while they are used at random for other countries.
This circumstance makes an additional mechanism for slowdown of the situation settlement process
where trading and economic cooperation on the whole between our countries becomes economically
unprofitable not only for Ukrainian consumer but for Russian supplier too. Moreover, Russia considers
introduction of export dues exclusively as its internal affair setting its amount according to market
condition [16, 108].

The issues on possible abolition of crude oil and refined products duties exported to Ukraine were
related to repeated insistent demands of Russia to Ukraine to join the Customs Union the Ukrainian
leaders in every way avoided.
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Conclusions. Both political, and trading and economic relationships of the biggest two former
USSR republics — Russia and Ukraine — developed extremely controversially within the first two
decades of their post-Soviet existence, they went through crisis many times caused by the Russia
party. The Russian authorities taking its economic advantage and geopolitical weight recognized by
the Western world tried to foist their own rules of game to Ukrainian political and business echelons,
draw independent Ukraine into a sphere of its political influence and economic dominance. The fuel
and energy issue, problem of Russian energy transit to Europe through Ukrainian territory were almost
the most effective Russian leverage for political leaders and economy of Ukraine.

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THE PROBLEMS OF THE STATUS OF KOSOVO IN THE POLICY OF THE
EUROPEAN UNION (1998 —2016)

A particular feature of Kosovo's internal policy development as an independent state and problematic rea-
sons with a full international recognition of this fact is highlighted. The research studies objective and subjective
historical reasons for the state formation of Kosovo Albanians starting from the latent stage of this process within
former Yugoslavia and then up to the declaration of Kosovo independence. Influence of Yugoslavia'’s collapse, as
well as of external factors on Kosovo's separation from Serbia is also explored in this dissertation. A particular
feature of Kosovo's internal policy development as an independent state and problematic reasons with a full
international recognition of this fact is also highlighted. Problem of Kosovo s status to the diplomacy of «power
polesy in modern system of international relations within the context of NATO war against Yugoslavia in 1999
is underlined.

The paper deals with EU policy on Kosovo Status. The author shows evolution of EU policy on Kosovo
Status from diplomatic mission to «humanitarian intervention». These are the need for Kosovo independents. An-
other problem is to make a peace for Serbian-Kosovo relationship. Problem of Kosovo s status to the diplomacy
of «power poles» in modern system of international relations within the context of NATO war against Yugoslavia
in 1999 is underlined. A main tendency of Serbian policy towards Kosovo after the democratic transformation of
political system of this state and in conditions of Serbia’s European integration aspirations was examined. NATO
has been leading a peace support operation in Kosovo since Juni 1999 in support of wider international efforts to
build peace and stability in the Balkan area. KFOR was established when NATO's 78-day air campaign against
Milosevic'’s regime, aimed at putting to violence in Kosovo, was over. The operation derives its mandate from
United Nations Security Council Resolution 1244 (1999) and the Military — Technical Agreement between NATO,
the Federal Republic of Yugoslavia and Serbia. KFOR's original objectives were to deter renewed hostilities
establish a secure environment and ensure public safety and order demilitarize the Kosovo Liberation Army, sup-
port the international humanitarian effort and coordinate with the international civil presence. KFOR continues
contribute towards maintaining a safe and secure environment in Kosovo and freedom of movement for all. NATO
strongly supports the Belgrad-Pristina EU-brokered Normalization Agreement. The author shows evolution of
Balkans states policy on Kosovo Status from Dayton Agreements for Peace in Bosnia to independence of Kosovo.
The Serb minority of Kosovo, which largely opposes the declaration of independence, has formed the Community
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Assembly of Kosovo in response. Problem of Kosovo's status to the diplomacy of “power poles” in modern sys-
tem of international relations within the context of NATO war against Yugoslavia in 1999 is underlined. A main
tendency of Serbian policy towards Kosovo after the democratic transformation of political system of this state
and in conditions of Serbia’s European integration aspirations was examined.

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THE DEVELOPMENT OF TOURISM IN TRANSCARPATHIA
IN THE PERIOD OF CZECHOSLOVAKIA OF 1918 — 1938

The article studies the history of tourism development in Transcarpathia within the period of the 1918 end of 1938.
The key factors, which influenced on the development of the most popular types of leisure and recreation, have been exam-
ined. The emergence of first travel organizations and travel routes, the process of improvement in providing services to
tourists, have been researched. Analysis of historical and geographical aspects of tourism development in Transcarpathia
enables to find out significant potential of tourist resources for the development of tourist and recreational complex in the
long term. It is evident that the key benefits of tourism development are defined by regional unique features and natural
conditions of the region, compared with other areas of business performance. Statistical data indicates that the tourist
industry in our region with its natural, historical and cultural resources is the most perspective in Transcarpathia.

DEVELOPMENT OF HISTORICAL AND CULTURAL TOURISM IN
TRANSCARPATHIA: ACHIEVEMENTS AND CHALLENGES

The article examines the state of historical and cultural tourism in Transcarpathia, which has the potential
for a successful operation, evidenced by the success of the most popular routes like «Castles of Transcarpathiay,
«Palaces of Transcarpathiay, « Wooden Churches of Transcarpathia», «Monasteries Transcarpathiay, «Carpath-
ian Ukrainey» and others.
