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THE PROBLEM OF RETRIEVAL OF UKRAINE’S CULTURAL PROPERTY IN THE
UKRAINIAN-RUSSIAN MUTUAL RELATIONS: ON THE PROBLEMS HISTORY

In the article the historical retrospective concerning the question of returning of Ukraine’s cultural property
from the Russian Federation is clarified. The right of any people to its cultural properties takes a special place in
international relations, as cultural values play the most important role in the restoration of historical memory and
revival of national culture, which process has a direct influence on the development of an independent state. On the
basis of the analysis of archival documents, a chain of conclusions are drawn on the reasons and historical circum-
stances which have brought about one of the most acute problems in Ukrainian-Russian mutual relations, namely,
the definition of the fate of Ukrainian cultural values in Russia.

Problem statement. The matter of returning of cultural values to their historical country of origin
remains one of topical problems in Ukrainian-Russian relations. As in the time of the Russian empire, so
also in the time of the Soviet Union the imperial administration / the USSR Center, otherwise — the Rus-
sians, all the same, pursued a policy of centralisation of cultural monuments, tending to concentrate them
in the museums of Moscow and St Petersburg (later Leningrad and now again Petersburg). In particular,
the originals of chronicles of Kievan Rus’ period, frescos and mosaics from Ukrainian cathedrals, Cos-
sack symbols of authority, and even the most famous or, rather, most notorious originals of the so-called
«March articles» written by Bohdan Khmelnytskyi, probably — already in summer 1991 (?), as well
as hundreds, if not thousands, «archive-criminal» and other archival documents from the funds of the
former KGB of the Ukrainian SSR, concernong the struggle of the Soviet regime against the Ukrainian
Insurgent Army (UPA), have been taken out from Ukraine at different times.

All the aforementioned objects and many more other have been withdrawn either as military tro-
phies, as finds throughout archaeological and ethnographic expeditions, or as usual execution of orders
issued by the imperial/all-Union power.

The analysis of researches. Of the domestic scientific historians who take up the issue of return-
ing of our people’s cultural properties from abroad the name of Ph D (History) S. I. Kot primarily
deserve mentioning (Kot, 1993; Kot, 1994; Kot, 1996; Kot, 2009). In his work «Ukrainian Cultural
Values In Russia. The Problem of Their Retrieval In the Context of History and Law» for the first time
in the national historiography the reasons and historical circumstances which brought about one of the
most acute problems in Ukrainian-Russian mutual relations, specifically, the determination of the fate of
Ukrainian cultural values in Russia, are analyzed

Under the editorship of O. Reient and O. Lysenko in 1997 the «Historical Writing-books. (A review
of publications by Institute of History of Ukraine during the last 10 years)» has been published. The wor-
thiness of this work consists in the fact, that it presents the toolkit for the activity of Ukrainian diplomatic
bodies concerning the retrieval of spiritual treasures to Ukraine (Reient, Lysenko, 1997).

This theme also appears in the works of V. Akulenko, V. Lenchenko, Yu. Savchuk, V. Serhiychuk,
O. Fedoruk, a. o. (Akulenko, 1991; Lenchenko, 1989; Lenchenko, 1990; Savchuk, 2000; Savchuk,
Turek, 2000; Serhiychuk, 1990; Fedoruk, 1996; Fedoruk, 1998). O. Nestulia and S. Nestulia have jointly
published a collection of documents on the preparatory stage of negotiations between Ukraine and Rus-
sia concerning the return of cultural values (Nestulia, Nestulia, 2006). The explication of negotiations
concerning the retrieval of cultural values, according to the data of the sources found out in Russian
archives, is presented in D. Het’man’s research (Het’man, 2007).

The article’s purpose is to shed light on historical preconditions due to which one of most acute
problems in Ukrainian-Russian interrelations, namely, the problem of returning of cultural values from
the Russian Federation to the historical country of origin came about

The statement of the basic material. the national (semi-colonial and fully colonial) position of
the Ukrainian lands within the Romanovs’ empire brought about, among other consequences, a mass
and systemic removal of the monuments of Ukrainian history and culture into Russian museums and
private collections. Under the aegis of administrative and financial support of the state, the Hermitage,
Russian museum in St Petersburg, Armory Museum, Rumiantsev museum, Historical museum, and the
Tretyakov gallery in Moscow concentrated (as a matter of fact, appropriated) in their funds a great many
invaluable relics of the Scythian period, antiquity, of «the Great Migration of peoples’» time, of Kievan
Rus’, and Cossack time, which represent the basic landmarks of the historical, cultural and art evolution
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of the Ukrainian lands, spiritual sources and achievements of the Ukrainian people (Nestulia, Nestulia,
2006: 7).

By the Russian imperial decrees and orders of the central establishments of the Romanovs’ empire
in an administrative way the accurate system of pumping cultural values from the imperial periphery
to the metropolis’ capitals alias St Petersburg and Moscow. Thus, for example, tsar Peter I’s decree on
withdrawal of guns, captured «in battles from Turkish sultans and Polish and Swedish kings», from the
arsenals of Kiev and Baturyn, which had to have been placed in Moscow «in the newly built armoury
for commemoration and eternal glory» is well-known. The accumulation of outstanding monuments of
cultures in Moscow and St Petersburg was also promoted by many other decrees of the tsar of Muscovy,
such as On the Delivery of Ancient Artifacts to Commandantsy», dd. February, 13%, 1718; «On Collect-
ing of Old Chronicles in Eparchies» dd. February, 16%, 1722, etc. Among later decrees, such can be
mentioned: the decree of the Synod «On the Search of Ancient Annals in Churches and Monasteries and
their Departure to the Society of History and Ancient Russian Artifacts», dd. June, 6™ 1804 (Moscow)
(Kot, 1996: 27).

The removal of historical and cultural values from Ukraine to the capital centres of Russian metrop-
olis became of systematic and regular character already in the end of the XVIII century, whilst it grew
much more in scope and intensity in the XIX century. It was in the second half the XVIII century that the
attention of the public and scientists of the empire was drawn to the treasures of Scythian barrows, old
Slavonic and old Rus’ historic artifacts.

Thus, for example, in 1763, by the order of the governor-general of New Russia Territory (Novo-
rossiyskiy Krai) O. Melgunov, the Scythian barrow Red (or: Cast) Grave, a unique Scythian imperial
barrow of the second half of the VII century AD in the northern Black Sea zone was digged up in a
predatory manner (Prydyk, 1911; Polin, 2009: 596, 597). The findings revealed in it, which later became
to be known as «Melgunov’s treasure» (it included a gold diadem, a binding of the handle and sheath of
a sword, golden decorations of the clothes of the time at the break of the VII and VI centuries AD), were
presented to empresses Catherine II and soon were entered in the imperial Hermitage, which she had
founded. Also, after the discovery in 1830 of the Kul’-Oba barrow near Kerch and its investigation by P.
Diubriuks, resulting in sending of the Scythian gold from it to the Hermitage (a golden diadem, a neck
gryvnia of 461 grammes of weight, with figures of horsemen-Scythians on it) (Polin, 2008: 476, 477),
by the government’s directive the period of excavation of tumuli began. The found artefacts were inev-
itably sent to St Petersburg’s Hermitage, wherein a new «specialized» room called the «Hall for Kerch
ancient artifacts» was assigned. On the contrary, in the founded by the beginning of the XIX century in
Southern Ukraine (Feodosiya, Odessa, Kerch) only those artefacts, which were of minor, secondary im-
portance, character and value, were left. By the way, yet in 1804 the curator of Kharkiv University count
S. Pototskyi was intend to open a museum where cultural values from all southern Ukraine (including
the Crimea and Kerch) would have been concentrated, but, however, that plan appeared non-realised.

The Imperial Archaeological Commission, which had been created in 1859 and, afterwards, turned
into the main centre of organisation of archaeological researches on the territories of the Romanovs’
empires, only accelerated the process of draining away of the archeological finds of the Ukrainian lands
and determined the destiny of the found treasures and casual finds. Its statute provided, that «The most
valuable of the artifacts found by the the Commission, or ones that are sent to it, are represented to the
discretion to His Majesty Emperor and — by the command of His Imperial Majesty — should be stored
in the Imperial Hermitage museum or other sites decreed by His Majesty» (Kot, 1996: 28). However,
no such «other sites» for keeping and exhibiting of the revealed in Ukraine most sensational finds of the
XIX — beginning of the XX centuries were found on its territory (it is very probably that neither emperor
Alexander II nor his successors were in the know about them).

Consequently, all the most valuable ancient artifacts of the Scythian, old Slavic and of Kievan Rus’
periods found in Kiev, Poltava, Ekaterinoslav, Chernihiw lands and in other regions of Ukraine got to
the Hermitage, the Russian museum in St Petersburg, the Armory Museum and the Historical museum
in Moscow. Among such finds, in particular, the treasures of Chortomlyk, a large Scythian kurhan (near
modern Nikopil in Dnipropetrovske oblast) should be notified, which best item is the far-famed silver
amphora with a depiction of Scythians as tamers of wild horses. In 1912 — 1913 in the territory of modern
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Zaporizhia region (alias oblast) an «imperial» Scythian kurhan Solokha was digged up, which artefacts
became, without exaggeration, the world sensation. It suffice here to mention only a golden comb, a
golden phial and a quiver decorated with a silver plate. The richest treasure in the history of the Russian
empire and, in due course, of the USSR, was found in 1912 near the village of Mala Pereshchepyna in
Poltava land, which consisted of golden (almost 25 kg) and silver (almost 50 kg) artifacts, such as dishes,
vases, cups, an amphora, a drinking horn, a bowl, Byzantian coins of the VII century, bracelets, rings, a
necklace or gryvnia, and a sword in a gold sheath (Prykhodniuk, 2009: 478). The fate of Pereshchepyna
(Malopereshchepyna) treasures became a subject of rigid and long polemic between the representatives
of art criticism and museum experts in the Ukr.SSR and their Russian colleagues during the 1930 May
sessions of the Parity commission on the exchange of museum values between museums of the Rus-
sian Federation and the Ukr.SSR in Leningrad. The deputy director of scientific work (1927 — 1930) of
the State Tretyakov gallery Nikolai Georgievich Mashkovtsev (1887 — 1962) was an opponent to his
Ukrainian colleague Mykhailo Fedorovych Boltenko (1888 — 1959), deputy director of Odessa archae-
ological museum. Thus, for example, in the Commission’s report of May, 15", 1930 such a statement
is written down: «M. F. Boltenko characterizes the worth of [Pereshchepyna] treasure for Ukraine as a
unique complex of monuments of the nomadic population of Ukraine, as a monument of a junction and
a contact of Ukraine with various peoples. N. G. Mashkovtsev ascertains the difficulty of the settlement
of this question, coming about due to the fact that the withdrawal of this treasure from the Hermitage the
latter’s world renown will suffer a doubtless damage. It is necessary that both the scientific and educa-
tional importance of the Hermitage collections should be properly treated in full and act in a way which
would prevent making any damage to scientific progress and wide educational work [...]. M. F. Boltenko:
««lI bring this question in such a connection, that the world value of the Hermitage after its acquisition of
this treasure, which indeed has an exclusive significance in the world culture, has not changed, and, after
all, its withdrawal will not cause any damage to the world value of the Hermitage, though, however, this
collection is of a very much great value [...]» (Nestulia, Nestulia, 2006: 214, 243, 244).

Thank to the persisting — but flexible — position of the Ukrainian expert, the most valuable part of
Pereshchepyna treasure came then back to Ukraine. On June, 15%, 1930, the Kiev newspaper «Prole-
tarska pravdat», in particular, informed this: «The rich in gold and of world renown Pereshchepyna
treasure from the Poltava land with its Byzantian and Sassanid golden ware of the VI — VII century, with
its unique silver plate on which the Persian tsar Sapor (Sahpuhri) II is depicted on lions, is transferred
to Ukraine, as well as a number of other finds of the times of the Great Migration of peoples» (Obmin
naukivymy tsinnostiamy / An Exchange of Scientific Values, 1930: 5). All these outstanding monuments
since then and — to a great extent — to this day are kept in the funds of Petersburg’s Hermitage. The like
fate is shared by an overwhelming majority of the old Rus’ treasures found in Kiev. In particular, it
concerns the treasures of (in accordance with their discovery time) 1827, 1876, 1880, 1885, 1894, 1910,
and 1912,which, soon after being discovered, were operatively taken out to Moscow and St Petersburg
(Kot, 1996: 29).

Along with archeological finds, to Moscow and to Petersburg a deep river of Ukrainian annals and
old printings, numerous archives of secular and religious institutions, personal archives of outstanding
cultural-educational figures and statesmen flowed. So, for example, in Saltykov-Shchedrin Russian na-
tional library in St Petersburg the original of an outstanding monument of Ukrainian history of Cossack
time, namely — the chronicle of Samiylo Velychko, elucidating the events of Ukrainian history from mid
XVII to the beginning of the XVIII centuries (one of the work’s copy is kept in the Institute of Manu-
scripts of V. I. Vernads’kyi National Library of Ukraine) (Sas, 2003: 472-473).

A considerable outflow of Ukrainian cultural values was tightly linked with the actions of private
persons. The trade in old artifacts was since long considered a profitable business. Thus, for example, as
not much early as since the XVI — XVII centuries professional robberies of kurhans alias «mounding»
(today this not at all honorary employment has been inherited by the so-called by «black archeologists»).
Since the XIX century, ancient artifacts, manuscripts and books began to arrive in the «black market»
of the Russian empire as a solid stream. A significant amount of historical and cultural monuments were
asquired by private Russian collectors in Ukraine (Aisfeld, 2014: 40, 54). Thus, for example, in Ukraine,
the well-known Russian statesman and patron of art Nikolai Petrovich Rumiantsev (1754 — 1826)
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extremely actively bought ancient Ukrainian artifacts, and it was by his efforts that the outstanding mu-
seum of old artifacts (later called «Rumiantsev’s museum») was created, its most estimated exhibit being
the collection of manuscripts and old printed books. A whole lot of monuments have been presented to
the Petersburg and Moscow museums by researchers who worked in Ukraine. In 1929 sculptor Kon-
stantin Buldin, later an imigrii to Argentina, so summed up the Russian imperial politics of «transfer of
cultural values»: «Let’s recall, that imperial Russia was a spider that throughout centuries sucked out and
dragged into its cobwebs-capitals cultural values not only from the empire’s provibces, but also from the
whole world» (Buldin, 1929: 5).

Naturally enough, after the purging of Ukraine firstly from the power of Russian tsarism and — in due
course — from the Soviet regime the domestic scientific and art elite was induced to formulate distinct
requirements concerning the retrieval of cultural values to their historic motherland. The need for their
returning to the legitimate owner every year becomes more and more pressing and each action, directed
at finding out of the actual location of an art object or at proving of the proprietary right to it, is extremely
important (Kot, 2010: 370). As the first President of the lately revived Ukrainian state L. M. Kravchuk
remarked in 1996, the Ukrainian cultural treasures were taken out to Russia along several centuries
and, thus, «nourished the Russian history and culture, gaining the international recognition to Russian
storehouses of cultural values». In addition, Leonid Makarovych [Kravchuk] underlined the following:
«t is already for several generations of Ukrainians that they have been trying to retrieve the lost relics.
Moreover, the very first steps of the Ukrainian state construction in time of the Tsentralna Rada (Central
Council), UNR, and the Ukrainian State in 1917 — 1918 certified that this issue was granted a real state
importance» (Nestulia, Nestulia, 2006: 6).

The conclusions. With the restoration of Ukraine’s independence Ukraine and Russia became con-
fronted by the challenges concerning: a) the determination in a civilised way of the fate of Ukrainian
cultural values, illegally removed from Ukrainian territory to that of Russia in times of the tsarism and
its communistic successors, and also those lost during evacuations in the years of World War II (the
«Great Patriotic war»); b) the search for the objects of art and history which had been carried away by
the nazi invaders from the territory of the Ukrainian SSR and retrieved to the USSR, but are still kept in
the Russian, not in Ukrainian, storehouses or private collections (founded — at least partially — thanks to
the «trophies» captured by the officer and command staff of the Red army in the «liberated» territory of
east-central Europe or directly in Germany).

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THE ATTITUDE TO THE «SCHISMATICS» IN LVIV LATIN ARCHDIOCESE
ON THE EVE OF THE CHURCH UNION OF FLORENCE

In the article the author on the bases of documentary material investigates the attitude of the Apostolic See, the
Polish-Lithuanian ruling elite, the Catholics («Latins») to the Orthodox («schismatics») in the Lviv Latin Archdio-
cese in 1412 —1435 through the prism of the Latinization of Rus" lands. This is the central idea of the article.

The main problem has been considered on the basis of documentary materials of the European, Ukrainian state-
wide, and of local levels. The nature of the relationship between «Latins» and «schismatics» was versatile. The
Polish authorities set themselves the task of incorporating the Lithuanian lands and Southwestern Rus’ (Ruthenia)
into the kingdom of Poland. This process was accompanied by Latinization and the beginnings of serfdom relations.
Some documents and actions of the Polish royal administration testify to the rigorous Latinization and the break
between the «Latinsy» and «schismaticsy.

The emergence of the new Lviv Archdiocese, the church province in 1414, caused tensions between the higher
clergies in the Polish kingdom. Archbishop of Gnezno Mikolaj Tromba (1412 — 1422), who had received the title of
primate, emphasized his highest status in the church hierarchy in the kingdom in comparison with the Lviv arch-
bishop. In addition, Bishop of Krakow Zbigniew Olesnicki presented to Europe the Svidrigailo Wars (1432 — 1438)
as religious, because he had feared the unification of the Rusyns with the Hussites.

Formally, a network of Latin dioceses was established in the lands of southwestern Rus’, which included the
Cathedrals in Lviv, Przemysl, Kholm, Luts 'k, Kamianets-Podilskyi, Kiev, Seret (Suchava). However, the overwhelm-
ing majority of the population here belonged to the Eastern Church. The Church Union at the local level should
have solved this problem. As is shown by documents, the Polish-Lithuanian ruling elite also was forced to tolerate
the «schismaticsy.

The Church policy of the Latin West concerned not only the territory of Western Ukrainian lands, but — in
perspective — was to cover whole Christians of Rus" and the Byzantine Empire. The activity of the bishops of the
Lviv Latin Archdiocese wasn't only the alternative way of the Latinization of this territories, but also prevented the
spread of the exceptional church authority of Kiev and all- Rus" Orthodox Metropolitan Photius, whose seat was
in Moscow.
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Thus, the author has found out that the church jurisdiction of the Latin Archbishops of Lviv was formally carried
out on the territory of Southwestern Rus’, because here predominantly Christians of the Greek rite lived. The terms
«church uniony» and «latinization» were similar in essence at this period.

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THE THEORETICAL IDEAS AND PRACTICAL ACTIVITIES OF THE STATESMEN OF
THE RUSSIAN EMPIRE AT THE BEGINNING OF THE XIX CENTURY IN THE FIELD OF
FINANCIAL MANAGEMENT

The article analyzes the activity of the renowned figures of Russian finance at the beginning of the nineteenth
century — Mikhail Mikhailovich Speranskiy and Mikhail Andriyovych Baludianskiy, who significantly influenced
the organization of activities of the national government bodies and, specifically, the ministers of finance, and also
influenced the definition of the tax policy of the state, the main financial document of the state — the description of
revenues and expenditures (budget) of the Russian Empire in general and the formation of the structure of the rev-
enue and expenditure parts of the budget in particular, as well as measures to overcome the budget deficit and the
actual implementation of the planned budget indicators.

In preparing of the study, the author aimed to determine the main ideas of state figures M. M. Speranskiy and
M_.A. Baludianskiy to improve the financial management in the Russian Empire and to analyze how these ideas were
implemented in the budget process during 1810 — 1814.

The main program of M. M. Speranskiy and M. A. Baludianskiy was known as the «Finance Plany that con-
sisted of two parts: the budget planning of 1810 and the planning of the state budget for subsequent years. At the
same time, the innovation of the strategy and its main content consisted in refusing of assignation ruble, expenditure
reduction, establishment of control over the state expenditures and introducing new taxes. The reform of financial
management took place in the process of general changes in the system of central and executive power, which were
as follows: the establishment of a state council, creation of state control, optimization of the structure of distribution
of ministries and their internal structure, change in distribution of the official duties of ministers and their subor-
dinates.

The theoretical ideas and practical activity of such state figures, as M. M. Speranskiy and M. A. Baludianskiy,
occupy an important place in the history of financial management of the Russian Empire. The reforms conducted by
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M. M. Speranskiy and M. A. Baludianskiy gave the idea of putting the legal foundation under the process of annual
approval of the budget and granting the status of state law. Besides, these ideas declared the public and civilized
norms of public finance management of that time, strict control over the planned expenditures and revenues of agen-
cies, a single budget classification of revenues and expenditures for budgets of all levels. During the first two years
of the reforms at the expense of higher taxes, the authors of the reform managed to increase the revenue part of the
budget and substantially reduce its deficit. However, these theoretical and practical achievements of the reformers
were not fully implemented in the early nineteenth century because of the constant participation of the Russian Em-
pire in military campaigns, which led to an uncontrolled growth of military budgets, as well as through bureaucratic
corruption and due to the elemental non-enforcement orders of the central government.

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THE EXPEDITION TO JAPAN UNDER COMMODORE PERRY AND THE BEGINNING
OF THE AMERICAN INTRUSION INTO TAIWAN IN THE FIRST HALF OF THE 1850s

The USA’s policy in reference to Taiwan in the 50s of the XIX century has been studied in the article. Assisted by
the published sources, the auther shows a process of investigation of the island by Commodore M. Perry s expedition
to Japan in 1852 — 1854 and has come to the conclusion that the Americans aimed for the economic exploration and
the political domination of Formosa.

The ending of the first Opium War (1839 — 1842) and signing of the treaty of Nanking between Qing Empire and
Great Britain allowed Great Britain to make decisive steps on the way towards its expansion in the Far East. In the
first instance for the British trade five Chinese cities were opened. Also, according to the treaty, the island of Hong
Kong passed under Great Britains authority which strengthened the position of the state in the Far East.

Comprehending all the preferences, which the competition was to get, the Establishment of the United States
under President John Tyler (1841 — 1845) endeavoured to obtain the identical conditions for commercial facilities in
China. With this end in view, the USA’s diplomatic mission was headed by Caleb Cushing (1800 — 1879) to Beijing
in 1844. The treaty was signed in Vence on July, 3, 1844, after which the United States won the benefits from China
which were similar to those of the British.

In the 50s of the XIX century Washington stood for the fastest hold of the island in the Chinese seas. And Taiwan
was one of the main objects of the USA foreign policy during this period. Commodore Matthew Calbraith Perry
(1794 — 1858) was the first American politician who appeared consistent for joining of the island. «Opening» of
Japan in 1854 wasn 't a single purpose of Perry s mission. Not the least important a task set to the Commodore by
the American government was the investigation and potential acquisition of the islands in the China Sea. That's why
Perry carefully studied all information about the region before the expedition and included the islands of Taiwan,
Ryukyu, Bonin and Okinawa in the way of his expedition. Having no capability to explore each island which met
on his way, Commodore decided to send two ships — «Macedoniany and «Supply» — to the shores of Taiwan in
the end of May 1854 under the command of his assistant J. Abbott. The purpose of that visit to the island was the
investigating into the fate of the Americans trapped in Formosa or the Japanese islands. Besides, captain J. Abbot
explored coal mines of Formosa and the ways of organizing of coal supply, coal production volume and the cost of
manufacture and loading. After Perry’s expedition in the 50s of the XIX century in the American Establishment a
permanently fixed opinion about Taiwan's capture predominated. It should have strengthened the USA political and
economic interests in the Pacific.

Accorgingly, the issue of Formosa's joining the USA was a key one afier the end of the Second «opium wary
between China and Britain in 1856 — 1860. This aspect will be discussed in the oncoming research articles.

Problem statement. Modern foreign affairs are defined by an increase of the economic significance
and global influence of countries of the Asia-Pacific Region (APR). Today a number of the region’s
countries are playing more important role not only by the Eastern Asia border but in the international
field on the whole. All the foregoing shows again the need of a follow-up study of the History of Inter-
national Relations of the APR, especially at the time, when the strategy of action was being formed by
the major players, in particular, the United States.

The analysis of recent researches. Recently an increasing number of sources has been included into
scientific circulation which were unavailable to national scientists earlier. There are memoirs, official
documents, historical works of participants of the events. These allow us to fill up certain gaps in the
study of History of International Relations of Eastern Asia.

The article’s purpose. Consequently, the research work is devoted to the study of the first attempt
of the United States to control the island of Taiwan in the 50s of the XIX century, which was provided
by commondore Perry during his famous expedition to Japan, when this country was opened for the
Western trade. It should be noted that this theme hasn’t yet been considered in Ukrainian historiography.

The statement of the basic material. The end of the first Opium War (1839 — 1842) and signing
of the treaty of Nanking between Qing Empire and Great Britain allowed Great Britain to have made
decisive steps on the way towards its expansion in the Far East. In the first instance for the British trade
five Chinese cities were opened. Also, according to the treaty, the island of Hong Kong passed under
Great Britain’s authority which strengthened that state’s position in the Far East.

Comprehending all the preferences, which the competition would get, the Establishment of the
United States under President John Tyler (1841 — 1845) endeavoured to obtain the identical conditions
for commercial facilities in China.

With that Cushing didn’t get a chance to achieve the rights from Qing government to hold the island
off the Chinese coast. According to American decision-makers’ opinion, without it the USA couldn’t
implement their expansive plans in the Far East to the full extent.
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That’s why, in the 50s of the XIX century Washington stood for the fastest hold of the island in the
Chinese seas. And Taiwan was one of the main objects of the USA foreign policy during this period.

C. Cushing said about capabilities of American colonization of Formosa. However, commodore
Matthew Calbraith Perry (1794 — 1858) was the first American politician who appeared consistent for
joining the island. He was appointed the commander of a squadron in 1852, which was to achieve the
opening of Japan for foreign trade.

His squadron, which consisted of 10 ships («Mississippi», «Sasukuyehan», «Povhatany,
«Macedonian», «Supply», «Saratoga», «Vandalia», «Lexington», «Southampton», «Plymouthy), left
Norfolk on November, 24", 1852 and went to the shores of Japan across the Atlantic and the Indian
oceans. It is important to note, that it was the fourth attempt of Washington to get from Japan’s gov-
ernment the opening of their country. Once again the Americans couldn’t have established diplomatic
relations after numerous and fruitless attempts with «the land of the rising sun». That is why Washington
decided to act by force. As a result, in March 1854, in Kanagawa (Yokohama) Perry signed the Japan-
US treaty of «peace and friendship». According to this treaty, Japanese were forced to open the ports of
Shimoda and Hakodate. And the Americans qualified to enter into other ports if necessary and also got
a trade permit in Japan.

But the «opening» of Japan wasn’t the only purpose of Perry’s mission. Not the least important a
task, which the American government set to the Commodore was the investigation and potential acqui-
sition of the islands in the China Sea. That’s why Perry carefully studied all the information about the
region before the expedition and included the islands of Taiwan, Ryukyu, Bonin and Okinawa into the
route of the expedition.

It should be noted, that he was a consistent supporter of the conquest of one of the Pacific islands. In
his letter to minister of the Navy of December, 14®, 1852 he wrote this: «It should be noted, that Great
Britain is already in important areas in East India and China seas. First of all, there are Singapore and
Hong Kong ... It is fortunate, that many Pacific islands remain free and, therefore, very important for the
United States, without wasting time, is to take active measures to ensure a sufficient number of ports ...
for the continued success of our trade in the region» (Narrative, 1856, V. 2: 119).

Having no capability to explore each island which he came across on his way, in the end of May
of 1854 the Commodore decided to send two ships — «Macedonian» and «Supply» — to the shores of
Taiwan under the command of his assistant J. Abbott.

He wrote a letter to the Minister of the Navy James Dabbin (1853 — 1857) on May, 30*, 1854, wherein
he noted: «According to the guidelines of October, 26", 1852, May, 16", and June, 11*, 1853 concern-
ing the fate of our compatriots who have been lost in the seas, or held in captivity in Formosa or the
Japanese islands... I send «Macedoniany», accompanied by «Saunhempton», to Formosa for investigation
and exploration of coal regions in the island» (Message, 1855: 152).

A preparation of this expedition began in early June, 1854. Perry made a detailed instruction for
Abbott on June, 18%, which defined the main objectives and tasks of the journey of his deputy. In it
he pointed out: «Sir, when the weather conditions allow, you, along with the ship «Supply» under the
command of the Lieutenant K. Sinclair, should go to the port of Keelung (Jilong — O. N.) in the island
of Formosa. The purpose of your visit to the island is the fulfillment of the instructions of the Ministry
of Sea, which involves investigating in the fate of the Americans trapped in Formosa or the Japanese
islands» (Narrative, 1856, V. 2: 137).

Additionally, Abbott got an order from Perry to explore opportunities of purchasing of Taiwanese
coal and its industrial mining in the future. He specified: «Together with the matter of investigating in
the fate of our compatriots, you shoud explore the coal mines of Formosa and the ways of organizing
coal supply, volume of coal production and the cost of manufacture and loading» (Narrative, 1856,
V. 2: 138).

Also, the instructions were given to purchase a party of Taiwanese coal. If the price is from 15 to 20
dollars per ton, it will be necessary to buy 50 — 100 tons. If the price is lower, then Perry ordered to buy
300 tons which must be loaded into the hold of the «Supply» (Narrative, 1856, V. 2: 138).

Chaplain H. Jones was included into the crew for the research.
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Perry also noted, that «this direction does not limit your actions only to the port of Keelung in
Formosa. If you think it necessary and safe, you can explore other ports of the island. Any information
is desirable» (Narrative, 1856, V. 2: 138).

Abbott went to the north-eastern coast of Taiwan on June, 26, in the morning. On July, 11 the
«Macedoniany arrived in Keelung. During the voyage the «Supply» was in arrears with the flagman and
arrived 10 days later.

One can find the material on the expedition to Taiwan and its main results in the reports to Perry,
written by Abbott and chaplain Jones, who, as noted, researched Taiwan coal mining.

According to a report of the American captain, it was devoted to the revelation of the issue of
investigating the fate of the Americans, as Jones focused, who were related to the research of the coal
branch in Taiwan.

In Abbott’s dispatch of August, 26, 1854 to Perry, he reported the Commodore that his mission was
aborted because the local authorities did not cooperate with the Americans.

Abbott wrote in his report: «I couldn’t manage to conduct the surveillance which would allow to know
the fate of those who were shipwrecked off the coast of Formosa. I also tried to learn about shipwrecks
of American, British and European ships in different parts of the island from the local mandarins. But
they said that they didn’t hear of the ships which wrecked near the island. I was about to leave Keelung,
when one of the mandarins said that 6 or 7 years ago, 40—50 miles from the city in the western part of
the island, a ship with black people on board got wrecked. He also told me that the white members of the
team were saved by reaching the neighboring island in a boat, but the black people were killed» (Narra-
tive, 1856, V. 2: 143). However, in the opinion of the captain, this story was fabricated by the Chinese
authorities in order to lure the Americans on the west coast of Taiwan, where they were forced to provide
assistance to the Chinese massacre «rebelsy». Probably, there was a negotiation about Taiping, which
began a rebellion in China (1850 — 1864).

Despite the failure of the humanitarian mission, which, maybe, didn’t play a decisive role, Abbott
evaluated the results of the expedition as high. First of all, the Americans managed to reseach the coal
industry in detail. On July, 22 he wrote in his dispatch to Perry: «Our mission was quite successful here
without regard to the failure of the information on the fate of our compatriots. The incessant search of
coal by Reverend Jones allowed us to find 8 or 10 mines ...» (Narrative, 1856, V. 2: 142).

Later Abbott noted in his report: «There are serious reasons to believe that a lot of coal is in the other
parts of the island where one can extract a lot more than near Keelung. The mines which we saw would
be very valuable if to transfer them to American mining companies. They are arranged so that coal would
be easy to deliver by building a short railway. That isn’t expensive. A small harbor is approximately three
miles from Keelung near the mines, which is protected from the north-east winds. The railway might
pass from this harbor to the mines» (Narrative, 1856, V. 2: 142).

Whereas Jones, who provided the search and the purchase of Taiwan coal, left a comprehensive data
about the American expedition.

This was reported by the chaplain: «Macedonian» went to the north-eastern coast of Taiwan on
Monday, July, 10®. The next day, by use of services of the Chinese pilot, the ship entered the harbor of
Keelung. After landing, Jones started the search for coal and mines. On the same day, he met with local
traders who were set for to sell several tons of minerals. Also he found a mine in two miles in the east of
the city. The participants were satisfied of the success and returned to the ship.

But the next day, on the 12 of July, the members of the expedition had difficulties. Chinese merchants
refused to sell coal to the Americans. According to Jones, it was due to the local authorities who banned
the business with strangers.

After the visit of Abbott and Jones to the local mandarin Le Chung-oh, the problem was resolved, but
the local authorities continued to create barriers for the Americans.

On the 13 of July Jones with four sailors began to research the mines which had been found earlier.
With a hammer and a chisel he was able to gain as much coal as his team could bring. In Jones’s opinion,
the clay (and hence rather soft) roof of the mine was only one barrier to prevent mining. However, this
problem he planed to eliminate by using wooden props. The coal which was found was delivered in
Keelung by the indigenous boat (Narrative, 1856, V. 2: 156).
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At this time, the difficult negotiations about the purchase of coal continued with the local authorities .
Allegedly, the Americans managed to find the seller, but the Chinese prefect didn’t allow Abbott to realize
their plans again. Without prejudice to the words of cooperation, the Chinese sabotaged every attempt
to procure a necessary amount of minerals. Thus they provoked an irritation among the commanders of
the expedition. In Jones’s report of the 22 of July 1854: «The local manderines are quite friendly and
sympathetic in attitude to us. But their panic before the authorities prevented to obtain the necessary
information. Additionally, a constant desire of a chief clerk to deceive can not be found in other parts of
China. All our reseaches were complicated due to the constant efforts of the local residents to deceive us
or hide the necessary facts». (Narrative, 1856, V. 2: 146).

On the 15 of July Abbott and Jones visited the residence of the prefect again. The goal of the visit
was the presentation of gifts. Meanwhile, the Americans tried to obtain from the official an approval for
the exploration of coal resources in the east coast of Taiwan 100 miles from Keelung. But Le Chung-
oh didn’t allow them to start the expedition, arguing that the area which interested the Americans was
«wild» and was inhabited by cannibals..

Having gotten no change from the Chinese authorities, Abbott decided to act independently. The next
day he met with the two locals who agreed to show the Americans — for a good pay — the secret coal
deposits on the eastern coast.

In the morning of the 17 of July Jones’s small expedition went to the restricted area. After three miles
they saw new coal deposits to a great joy of the chaplain. It turned out that in this matter manderines
deceived him by saying that the next mineral reserves are within 100 miles. A conducted exploration
showed that the coal here was of «excellent quality» (Narrative, 1856, V. 2: 158).

The following day (Tuesday, the 18 of July) was devoted to attempts to procure coal in Kilunzi.
However the traders again refused to deal with the Americans, citing the fact that for the sale of the goods
they need a written consent from the officials. When Jones asked one of them, he replied that he couldn’t
publish it because it was his colleague who has the seal and who was not in the city. Then the Americans
tried to persuade him to give a verbal consent, but the mandarin disagreed because he would be in for it.

Only on Friday, July, 21%, the Americans persuaded Le Chung-oh. He arrived at a price of 20 dollars
per ton, but Jones managed to knock it to 16 dollars. The purchased coal was loaded on the the «Supply»,
which finally arrived in Keelung the same day.

Two days later, «Macedoniany left Taiwan and went to the Philippines (Narrative, 1856, V. 2: 180).
Despite all the difficulties the expedition was ended successfully.

The both Abbott and Jones’s reports were lay on Perry’s table. No doubt, the reports played a role
in the definition of the Commodore’s views regarding the necessity of the seizure of Taiwan and the
creation of an American naval and commercial base here. Some western historians believed that he
hadn’t aggressive intentions to Formosa and the main reason for sending Abbott’s expeditions to the
island was a shortage of coal for a return journey. The American scientist J. Schroeder believed that Perry
was dissatisfied with the price of $ 30 per ton in the Japanese port the Shimoda and that was why he gave
his order to Abbott hoping to buy for § 15 in Formosa (Schroroeder, 1943: 243). At that the Commodore
hadn’t any forward-looking plans in Taiwan.

But the analysis of his personal papers and road notes does not allow us to agree with this view. In
1855 Perry published the book «The Chronicle of the Expedition of the American Squadron in the China
Sea and Japan in 1852, 1853 and 1854 under command of M. Perry». This book was edited by historian
F. Hawkes, it consisted of the Commodore’s and his officers’ testimonies and a long time remained the
only source on the history of the American policy in the Pacific.

In this fundamental work Perry outlined his views regarding Taiwan’s future. He wrote, that «the
establishment of the USA domination in Formosa will gradually increase the social and political power
of the USA in this part of the world and, therefore, its wealth. Nobody of the European governments will
oppose. On the contrary, their policy should promote the USA domination since it would be of benefit to
their trade» (Narrative, 1856, V. 2: 119).

Perry also outlined the main benefits of Taiwan’s mastering. In his opinion, «the geographical
position of Formosa makes it an ideal trans-shipment base and a structure for the USA trade because the
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island has communication with China, Japan, the islands Lyutsyu, Koksinsinhoyu, Cambodia, Siam, the
Philippines and all the islands in those seas» (Narrative, 1856, V. 2: 180).

Commodore also noted the importance of coal to the Taiwanese American fleet in the Pacific. It
should be noted that after returning to the USA he sent engineers J. Gai and William Everett to examine
the samples of minerals. They also noted the high quality of the Taiwanese coal which were similar
models from Japan and England (Please see above, p. 491). That’s why Perry noted in his paper that
«important role from the point of increasing of steam in the eastern trade has Taiwan coal. Today majori-
ty of the coal which is consumed by numerous military and trade ships, arrives from England, providing
the huge cost of freight» (Narrative, 1856, V. 2: 180).

The conclusions. Consequently, after Perry’s expedition in the 50s of the XIX century, in the
American Establishment an opinion about Taiwan’s capture was permanently fixed. It should have
strengthened the USA’s political and economic interests in the Pacific. Accorgingly, the issue about
Formosa’s joining the USA was a key one after the end of the Second «opium war» between China and
Britain in 1856 — 1860. This aspect will be discussed in the oncoming scientifical articles.
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THE STATUTES OF ODESSA AND KIEV EXCHANGES AS A SOURCE ON THE
HISTORY OF DEVELOPMENT OF STOCK EXCHANGE MATTERS IN UKRAINE IN THE
SECOND HALF OF THE XIX CENTURY

The article treats of some aspects of development of stock exchange matters in Ukraine in the second half of
the XIX century. The emphasis is made on the analysis of the activities of the two key stock exchange organizations
of this period, namely, Odessa and Kiev exchanges, where trading operations were carried out related to the key
branches of the Ukrainian economy of that era, that is — sugar and grain. The main sources have been the Statutes
of Odessa and Kiev stock exchanges, approved in the 60 of the XIX century. These materials allow the author to
highlight the issues concerning the organization of the activities of exchange institutions, to consider their structural
organization and rules for conducting commercial activities, to show the functions and authorities of the governing
bodies, in particular, the stock exchange Committees and exchange organizations.

A significant part of the articles of the Statutes highlights the functions, rights and duties of the stock exchange
Commiittees, that is, the governing bodies of financial organizations. According to these documents, this body should
act as an intermediary in case of disputes in commercial matters, supervise the exchange house, and ensure proper
and legitimate trade at the stock exchange.

In addition, the stock exchange Committees entered into relations with representatives of the authorities, includ-
ing the governor generals of New Russia and Bessarabia, as well as of Kiev. The Statutes regulated the procedure
for the provision of various documents to state institutions, in particular, the reports to the foreign trade department,
the military governor, the State Commercial Court, which were signed by two committee members.

The stock exchange committees of the largest stock exchanges of Ukraine in the period under review consisted
of three or four members elected exclusively by local merchants of the first and second guilds, who were engaged
in stock exchange matters. One of the members of the committee was elected by its chairman. The composition of
the governing body was elected for a period of three years. If the chairman focused on the maintenance of stock
exchange documentation and the office, his assistants took on the function of treasurers, carried out economic tasks,
and also acted as vice-chairmen in the absence of the chairman. If necessary, the committee authorized the election
of two or three deputies to carry out various assignments from the number of permanently active stock traders.
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Also, the Statutes of Kiev and Odessa stock exchanges established the sources of the institutions’revenue, which
consisted of contributions for visits and dividends from the capital and property owned by the stock exchange com-
pany. Extraordinary expenses arising in the process of the institutions’ activities were paid only with the consent of
the stock exchange company exercising a general control over the financial activities of the exchange Committees.
Every year the committee made a financial report, which was published in local provincial newspapers.

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The formulation of the problem. Recently, the economic history of Ukraine has attracted more
and more scholars. This is due to the fact that the development of an effective economic model in our
country is impossible without studying historical experience in this matter. In particular, it is important
to trace the development of the stock exchange matters in the Ukrainian lands during the laying of the
foundations of industrial society (the nineteenth century.).

The analysis of sources and researches. An important source for solving certain aspects of this
topic is the exchange Statutes, which determine the main conditions for the functioning of these finan-
cial institutions. In particular, the specificity of the stock exchanges can be examined on the basis of the
official authority of the «Charter of Commerce, Factory and Factory Industry and Handicrafty (Statutes
of the Trade, 1873) and «Continuation of the Code of Laws of the Russian Empire issued from January
1, 1864 to December 31, 1867» (Continuation of the legal code, 1868), in which, among other things,
the Statutes of the exchange institutions of the Russian Empire, which were valid at the time of the
publication of the collection, that is, in the second half of the nineteenth century, were collected. Odessa
and Kiev exchanges among them, the analysis of their statutory documents will be made in this article.

The purpose of the article. On the basis of the analysis of the Statutes of Odessa and Kiev exchang-
es to study some aspects of the development of the stock exchange in Ukraine in the nineteenth century.

The statement of the basic material. Since the middle of the nineteenth century, the Statute of Odessa
stock exchange, among other issues, established the exchange’s internal organization and defined the func-
tions and powers of the local stock exchange Committee, which was the governing body of the organization.

Firstly, let’s consider the articles of the Statute, which regulated the internal order and organized the
activities of Odessa stock exchange. The document states that «the exchange rates in Odessa are held
twice a week: on Mondays and Fridays, in other words, at the time of dispatch of the express mail, that
is, from 12 to 2 post meridiem». The only reason for the transfer of the exchange rates of Odessa stock
exchange, according to its Charter, was the transfer of the days of departure of express mail. In this case,
the governing body of the institution — the exchange Committee — should have asked the local authorities
to publish changes in the schedule of work in the official edition of the Odessa Vestnik. The information
on the change of course days was also sent to the Department of Foreign Trade of the Russian Empire.
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The following articles of the Statute regulated the rules of bidding in Odessa stock exchange. In par-
ticular, it was stressed that «the persons of all ranks, who visit Odessa stock exchange themselves or act
through the authorized persons, have to pay fourteen rubles in silver annually to the exchange committee
for the maintenance of the exchange building or other needs» (Trade Statutes, 1873: 326). The residents
of the city and foreign consuls, who were not involved in trade, and all the visitors of the institution, who
came here out of curiosity, were released from this payment.

Since the stock exchange year in Odessa began on March 1 each year, all those wishing to attend the
meetings had to notify the exchange Committee in writing.

Most of the articles of the Statute are focussed on the clarification of the functions, rights and re-
sponsibilities of the exchange Committee. According to the document, this body had to take care of the
«deanery» of the stock exchange, to act as an intermediary in the event of disputes over commercial
matters, to supervise the exchange house, as well as to ensure «the correct and lawful trade in Odessa
stock exchange» (Commercial Orders, 1873: 327 ) Also, the committee should have selected and elected
reliable exchange and «ship» brokers.

In addition, the committee entered into relations with the authorities, in particular, with the Governor
General of New Russia and Bessarabia (Trade Statutes, 1873: 328). The Statute regulated the procedure
for submitting various documents to government agencies. In particular, reports to the Department of
Foreign Trade, the Military Governor, and Odessa Commercial Court were to be signed by two members
of the committee. Various written documents addressed to the Governor General of New Russia and
Bessarabia were to be signed by all the members of the exchange Committee (Charter Commerce, 1873:
328). It was enough to have one signature for documents submitted to various city authorities. For the
document’s authorization the committee had a seal with the image of the state emblem and the inscrip-
tion «The seal of Odessa stock exchange Committee» (Charter Articles, 1873: 328).

The exchange committee consisted of three members who were elected solely by the local merchants
of the first guild dealing with stock exchanges. One of the three members of the committee was elected
chairman. The composition of the governing body was elected for a term of three years. If the chairman
was centered on the conduct of stock documentation, his assistants assumed the role of treasurers, carried
out business tasks, and also acted as deputy chairmen in the event of his absence. In case of need, the
committee authorized the election of two or three deputies for the execution of various orders from the
number of permanent brokers in the stock exchange.

In case of disagreement with the decisions of the exchange Committee, the dissatisfied party had the
right to prepare a complaint to the Commercial Council office and even to the Governor General of New
Russia and Bessarabia.

In their turn, merchants — the members of the stock exchange had the right to put forth their own
proposals regarding the internal structure, exchange fees, and the way of concluding transactions, sub-
mitting them to the exchange Committee for consideration. In cases of special importance, the stock
merchant had the right to require from the exchange Committee to prepare a submission to the Minister
of Finance with a prior review by the Governor General.

As was stated in the Statute, the highest offense was such: «The illegal brokerage that damages trade
and undermines the income of stockbrokers». The function of preventing this type of abuse was assigned
to the exchange Committee. In case of detecting such actions, the committee should have reported them
to the commercial court. If the guilt had been approved, then the first time the lawbreaker had to pay a
fine. In the case of a repeated offence, the broker with unclean hands was to be expelled from the stock
exchange. If he dared to come back to the institution again, he had to be arrested for three to seven days
and to pay a large fine of 300 to 600 rubles in silver (Articles of Trade, 1873: 328).

The merchant who used the services of an illegal broker in trade cases was also subjected to punish-
ment. He was also obliged to pay a fine in favor of «the stockbrokers-veteransy.

Another leading exchange institution of Ukraine in the second half of the nineteenth century was set
up in Kyiv, in accordance with its own Charter, approved in November 1865.

The document noted that « Kiev stock exchange is a place for assembly for the sake of mutual re-
lations and transactions for all traffics and industry, and for obtaining the necessary evidence for this»
(Continuation of the Code of Laws, 1868, T. X1, pp., Ust. Torg., p. 88). The institution was open for
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visits every day, except weekends and holidays: Christmas, January 1, Epiphany, the Annunciation,
Good Friday, Easter and Pentecost. The Statute noted that «the appointment of the time for opening and
closing, exchange fees and exchange rates depends on the stock exchange community, present at the
exchange «(Continuation of the Code of Laws, 1868, T. X1, p. P, Ust. Torg., p. 88).

Article 3 of the Charter regulates the rules for visiting Kyiv stock exchange. In particular, it was not-
ed that «it is the right of a person of any class, both Russian subjects and foreigners, to visit Kyiv stock
exchange and to carry out commercial transactions there within the limits of trade rights, that they hold
by the law». Permanent clients of the exchange, which conducted trade operations there, had the duty to
give a certain amount of money to the exchange Committee for the maintenance of the stock building
set by the stock company. From the payments in favor of the institution, those visitors who worked there
«were released» not for their work, but in accordance with the obligation or due to the owners who al-
ready paid for them»(Continuation of the Code of Laws, 1868, T. X1, pp. Ust. Torg., p. 88).

The Statute assigned that the exchange year in Kyiv began on March 1. Those who wanted to work
at the institution during January and February, had to make a written request to the exchange Committee
and to pay a certain amount of money for the maintenance of the organization. After the nominees had
been approved, the nominal tickets were issued for them, which gave the right to attend the exchange
meetings.

Also, the document established the procedure for foreign nationals who «came to Kyiv after the ex-
piration of a specified term and did not contribute to the maintenance of the stock exchange through their
commissions». According to the Statutory rules, they could have declared themselves to the exchange
Committee at any time, after paying the stock fee. «This application must be filed before the beginning
of any commercial turnover on the stock exchange» (Continuation of the Code of Laws, 1868, T. X1,
pp., Ust. Torg, p. 88).

Unlike Odessa, the access to Kiev stock exchange for people who did not intend to constantly work
there and merely came out curiosity was also paid. They were obliged to pay a certain amount and re-
ceive a one-time ticket.

According to the Charter, Kyiv stock exchange consisted of both local and non-local merchants
of the first and second guilds who wished to be members. Such were to make, in addition to the fixed
exchange fee, a voluntary contribution to the maintenance of the institution, the amount of which was
set annually. Members of the stock exchange were elected by the subscription of the City Duma, which
remained open until the election of its members and members of the exchange Committee. Those who
did not have time to register in the subscription and had the desire to be members of Kiev stock exchange
had to file a corresponding statement for the chairman of the exchange Committee.

In order to discuss topics concerning the maintenance of the exchange, the stock company held
special meetings, to which all its members, who at that time was in Kiev, were invited. The chairman
of the exchange Committee presided at such meetings (Continuation of the Code of Laws, 1868, T. X1,
pp., Ust. Torg, p. 88). A similar meeting was also organized for the election of members of the exchange
Committee. This meeting was presided over by the Governor General of Kiev.

The regular meetings of the stock company, in accordance with the Charter, were held twice a year:
in January (when contracts were concluded) and in March, at the beginning of the exchange year. During
the first meeting, issues related to finance were considered and the members of the exchange Committee
were elected. At the second meeting, the reports of the members of the management of the institution on
maintaining of trade order and on the state of trading in the previous year were made. The meeting was
convened by necessity.

The issues raised at the meetings of the stock company were solved by means of direct voting and by
a majority of votes. The exceptions were only the issues concerning the definition of the amount of the
stock fee or the expenditure of the company’s funds. In this case, the decision was made only by two-
thirds of the Committee’s members.

In accordance with its Statute, Kyiv stock exchange was the main governing body of the institution
which decisions were depended on the exchange Committee. It had the power to determine the rules of
fees and to establish the rules for the conclusion of stock exchanges.
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In its turn, the function of the exchange Committee was to manage the stock exchange and the
economic part. This body consisted of a chairman and three members who were elected from the repre-
sentatives of Kiev stock exchange. Also, the board included a «goof broker». All of them were elected
for three years during which they did not have the right to hold positions among the city authorities.
Only those members of Kiev stock exchange who already had civil service positions or those who did
not have a permanent representation in the city had the right to refuse the election the governing body.
Members of the exchange Committee were called «Stock Offshore Companies». Their functions were
distributed among them by mutual agreement. According to Article 13 of the Statute, they could not be
representatives of the same firm (Continuation of the Code of Laws, 1868, T. X1, pp., Ust. Torg., P. 90).

The exchange’s Committee had the right to elect two or three brokers to perform various orders. With
the consent of the stock company, the chairman also hired, if necessary, an architect to supervise the
stock building and make the necessary repairs; as well as a certain number of clerks for keeping records
and correspondence.

The meetings of the exchange Committee were held at least once a week. In extreme cases, they were
held at a time determined by the chairman. In the absence of the chairman of the committee, his place
was occupied by a deputy elected by the stock exchange out of the circle of its members.

One of the main functions of the Committee was to maintain relations with «the places and persons
whose promotion is necessary in matters related to the exchange and which require intervention of the
management. The committee directly contacted the head of the Kiev gubernia, and in case of great need
had the right to address the administration of Kiev, Podilia and Volhynia Governor General. In the latter
case, the chairman of the committee was obliged to submit to the gubernia’s governor the copy of the
document, which was sent for the consideration by the Governor General. Appeals of the committee to
the Ministry of Finance of the empire were to be imposed on the Governor General of Kiev gubernia

The Statute also emphasized that the Department of Trade and Manufactures was in charge of Kyiv
stock exchange by the Ministry of Finance (Continuation of the Code of Laws, 1868, T. X1, pp., Ust.
Torg., P. 90).

Committee members were obliged to keep special journals, in which their orders regarding current
issues were recorded, as well as submission to various state authorities.

The decisions of the meetings of the exchange Committee were taken by a majority of votes. In case
when the equal number of members voted for the decision, its adoption depended which party the chair-
man or his deputy would side with.

The Committee had a seal with the emblem of Kyiv and the inscription: «The Seal of Kiev Commer-
cial Committee» (Continuation of the Code of Laws, 1868, T. X1, pp., Ust. Torg, p. 91).

The Articles of the Charter defined the main responsibilities of the stock exchange Committee,
among which were the following:

1. assistance in the conclusion of exchange transactions;

2. conducting business exchange matters;

3. observing the timely and permanent receipt of income for the maintenance of the stock exchange;

4. keeping a book of income and expenses (Continuation of the Code of Laws, 1868, T. X1, pp., Ust.
Torg., P. 91).

In addition, the exchange Committee was placed under the supervision of trafficking in trade rights
that were legally owned by each individual. Also, the body was supposed to prevent «the illegal bro-
kerage, which led to damage and undermined commerce on the whole» To this end, special books were
issued, which included information about the individuals who were part of the stock company: the name,
the surname, the firms they represented, the place of residence and rank.

The following Articles of the Charter were defined by the rights and obligations of the goof-broker,
which post was appointed by members of the stock company on the submission of the committee and
with the permission of the Minister of Finance. The order of his appointment, dismissal, rights and
responsibilities was determined by a special instruction, the rules of which were established in accor-
dance with the rules of St Petersburg’s stock exchange. This document was approved by the Minister of
Finance and was to be agreed with the Governor General of Kiev.
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As for merchants who worked in the stock exchange, they, according to the Statute, had the following
rights and obligations:

1. fulfillment of all orders of the senior officers, which were presented in the form of announcements
placed in the stock exchange;

2. in case of misunderstanding, the members of the stock exchange had the right to file a complaint
for the exchange Committee or one of its members;

3. In case of dissatisfaction with the decision of the exchange Committee, the bidders had the right
to file a complaint for the Governor General of the gubernia (Continuation of the Code of Laws, 1868,
T. X1, pp., Ust. Torg., P. 91).

For the change of rules of the financial institution of Kiev, a system of penalties for those who were
engaged in speculation and abuse, was established. In particular, the Statute noted that «if one of the
visitors of the exchange is caught in the dissemination of false information harmful to trade, then this
guilt will be punished in accordance with the «Ulozheniya o Nakazaniyah» (with the regulations on pun-
ishments), ed. 1866 «(Continuation of the Code of Laws), 1868, T. X1, pp., Ust. Torg., P. 91).

For someone who was spotted in an illegal brokerage, which damaged trade and led to a decrease in
revenues of other stockbrokers, a fine was imposed, half of which was intended for the one who reported
on the loss. The other half went to the aid to a stock exchange veteran, not able to deal with stockbro-
kers. If the culprit continued to engage in abuses and was caught up for the second time, then they were
no longer allowed to operate in the stock exchange. If the exile appeared on the stock exchange in spite
of the ban, he was a subject to be arrested for the term from three to seven days, and was forced to pay
a fine, the amount of which ranged from 300 to 600 rubles in silver. The fine was imposed also on the
merchant, who was used for the conclusion of trade agreements by the services of an illegal broker. The
money received in this way went to help the veteran brokers.

The Charter of Kiev stock exchange also established the sources of income of the institution, which
consisted of contributions for visits and dividends from the capital and property belonging to the running
societies. Extraordinary expenses. that have arosed during the activity of the institution, were paid only
with the consent of the stock company, which exercised general control over the financial activities of
the exchange Committee. Each year, the committee made a financial report, which was published in local
provincial newsletters (Continuation of the Code of Laws, 1868, T. X1, pp., Ust Torg., P. 91).

The conclusion. Consequently, the Statutes of Odessa and Kyiv stock exchanges, approved in the
second half of the nineteenth century, made it possible to highlight the issues related to the organization
of the activities of these financial institutions, to review their organizational structure and rules, and to
show the functions and powers of the governing bodies. An analysis of the activities of these institutions
and its results will be carried out in the oncoming scientific articles.

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THE UPRISING IN JANUARY, 1863 AGAINST THE RUSSIAN EMPIRE IN THE
HISTORICAL MEMORY OF CITIZENS OF DROHOBYCH (1880 —1939)

In the article the tradition of honoring of the theme of the uprising of the Polish people in January, 1863 in the
cultural and educational surroundings of Drohobych for the period of 1880 — 1939 is considered in detail. Primerily,
it goes about the organization of festive and memorial ceremonies at the level of public organizations, magistrate and
parochial institutions of Drohobych. Also, the potential range of the residents and natives of Drohobych district, who
actively participated in military campaigns in 1863 — 1864, is defined. Among other things, for the first time in the
historiography, the articles by Drohobych journalists dedicated to the January uprisingare are analyzed, including
autobiographical stories about the uprising s participants, obituaries, political and publicistic essays, and also poems
of initiation. The tradition of organizing various celebrations dedicated to the theme of the January uprising has long
been a feature of the cultural topos of Drohobych not only at the level of the educational environment of the local
gymnasiums and public associations, but also at the level of the official city authorities in the face of the magistrate,
municipal and district councils, as well as old age groups. The serious attitude of the city dwellers to the events of
1861 — 1863 was especially relevant in connection with the fact that in the uprising immigrants from Drohobych and its
outskirts took part in it, who, on the one hand, kept the «living memoryy» about the most dramatic episodes of the stormy
events of the January uprising and, on the other hand, were able, by way of example, to convey the symbolic meaning
of their feasts to future generations in order to cultivate the legitimate right of every nation to freedom.

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THE CONSTRUCTION OF THE MAIN BUILDING OF THE ROYAL TECHNICAL
ACADEMY IN LVIV (1873 - 1877)

The article deals with the history of the Royal Technical Academy (now — the National University «Lviv
Polytechnicy), particularly, with the period when the authorities decided to build the Academy’s own prem-
ises. Prior to this, the students studied in the premises which the Galician Government rented from Lviv
private property owners for the needs of Academy. Such changes were connected with the industrial develop-
ment and the growing demand for engineers. The main thesis of the article is to prove that the construction of
the main building of the Technical Academy was a great event not only for Lviv, but for the Austrian Empire
in general.

The importance of this educational institution becomes evident from the growing number of its departments;
moreover, in 1872 it was granted the right to elect its rector. It should be mentioned that there existed a construction
design of a premise in the Kastrum square in the central part of Lviv, dated 1867. The rejection of this plan might
have meant that the authorities were quite aware that the Academy would need much more space in future. That
is why, the idea of building the premise in the «New Worldy district, which was the territory between the railway
station and city centre, turned out more reasonable.

It is quite obvious that any money-consuming large-scale project in the Austrian Empire could not have been
implemented without the royal permission. The fact that Francis Joseph I allocated 1 million 300 thousand guil-
ders from the imperial treasury — an enormous figure at that time — confirms the importance of building premises
for the Technical Academy, which, apparently, was expected to develop into a significant scientific institution of
the area.

One of the top newspapers of those times, Gazeta Lwowska, followed every step in the construction site and
informed the readers about the completed works, craftsmen and even about the favourable or unfavourable for
the construction works weather conditions. It was this newspaper, from the pages of which the local population
learnt that the private Karl Ludwig Railway gave 50 % discount on the transportation of all the building materials
necessary for the Academy's construction. This once again proves the main idea of the article, — that building new
premises for the Technical Academy was a question of state importance.
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The construction of Technical Academy s own premises was a significant event of those times. The Construction
Committee was headed by the Governor; the authorities conducted regular inspections of the construction. Per-
sonal presence of the Minister of Religion and Education Karol Shtremayer at the opening of the main building in
November 1877, as well as the presence of Lviv secular celebrities and high-rank clergymen at the celebrations,
convincingly testify that the construction of the Technical Academy's main building was one of the most important
events in the history of Lviv in the second half of the 19" century.

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THE STATUTE OF THE INDUSTRIAL SCHOOL IN DROHOBYCH (1888) AS A
HISTORICAL SOURCE

The article’s purpose consists in the publication of the statute of the Industrial school in Drohobych (1888) and
presentation of its archeographical characteristic. The history of development and activity basis of the Industrial
school in Drohobych which had the status of an auxiliary («evening») educational institution is shortly clarified.
The content of the Industrial school’s statute and, thereby, this document's representativeness as a historical source
is analyzed.

Problem statement. The publication of sources for the study of the history of education in Droho-
bych, which has been planned by the Department of Ukrainian History of Ivan Franko State Pedagogical
University in Drohobych, includes, among other tasks, the processing of as many as possible documents
concerning the activity of the town’s educational institutions. The aforementioned Industrial school,
which was one of the first schools of such a kind in Galicia, occupied an important place in the end of
the XIX — beginning of the XX centuries. Its activity was regulated not only by the nation-wide and local
land normative acts, but also by its own statute.

The analysis of recent researches. A selected historiography of education of eastern Galicia has
been analysed by B. Yanyshyn (Yanyshyn, 2017). Different aspects of functioning of professional ed-
ucation in Galicia during the investigated period have been studied by H. Bilavych (Bilavych, 2015),
E. Klios and M. Shved (Ktos, Szwed, 1996). The activity of the Industrial school in Drohobych was
shortly elucidated by the Polish researcher Yerzy Krawczyk in his monograph (Krawczyk, 1995: 29, 40,
55,69-71, 79, 83). He also made mentions of this establishment in a number of his later articles (Kraw-
czyk, 1989; Krawczyk, 1997; Krawczyk, 2008; Krawczyk, 2015). It should be noticed, that at present no
complete research on the history of Drohobych Industrial school exists.

The article’s purpose is to publish the Statute of Drohobych Industrial school (1888) and to charac-
terise it in terms of a historical source.

The statement of the basic material. The establishment of the Industrial school in Drohobych was
caused by a considerable development of workmanship and industry, — first of all, of the oil-extracting
one, in Drohobych county of Austrian Galicia in the end of the XIX — beginning of the XX centuries. As
is known, the Austrian government almost did not pay attention to the development of industrial educa-
tion, so, this mission was laid down on the shoulders of the public and private persons who understood
the need of education of qualified workers. In fact, it was the Polish Pedagogical society which had its
centre in Drohobych since 1868, and the local Loan society, that appeared the initiators of establishment
of the Industrial school in Drohobych. Already on November 29", 1882 the first statute of the Industrial
school had been confirmed, but, unfortunately, it did not survive to our time. Meanwhile, on February
24t 1883 the ministry of confessions and education in Vienna (hence, MCE) gave its permission for the
school’s activity and charged that certain changes should be made in its statute (CSHAUL. Fund 146.
Description 51a. Case 558. Pp. 16, 27).

The administrative authorities, namely, Drohobych county council, Drohobych city (“gmina”) coun-
cil, and also Galician Diet took to the issue of the school’s maintenance. According to the school’s
budget drawn on October 3%, 1885, for its maintenance 1080 zlotys (florins) were allocated, from which
sum 500 zlotys were given by the Galician Diet, 100 zlotys were given by Drohobych city council, the
county council and the Loan society gave each 50 zlotys, 20 zlotys were given by the Pedagogical socie-
ty’s centre. The remaining means came from other sources, such as donations, book sales, etc. However,
the expenses on school were planned at the rate of 1427 zlotys. The school felt a shortage of costs, for
which reason the school’s management often had to address for help the imperial deputy of Galicia,
Drohobych county starosta (CSHAUL. F. 146. D. 51a. C. 558. P. 4, 10, 12-13, 18).

The school consisted of four departments: preparatory, additional education, professional school of
decorative carpentry and professional school of oil mining. For each of the departments a curriculum
was made, which earliest copy was dated June 2N°, 1886. The contingent of school pupils was gradually
increasing: from 90 in 1883 to 140 in 1886. By the permission of the city council, the school occupied

five rooms in two houses of the city’s elementary school in Truskavetska Street. The classes were con-
ducted in the second half of day, even at evening hours — by gas illumination (CSHAUL. F. 146. D. 51a.
C. 558.Pp. 6-9,12b,22-22 b).

In accordance with a MCE rescript, Zygmund Kunstman, professor of Drohobych real gymnasium
named after Emperor Francis Joseph I, was appointed the school headmaster on October 4™, 1883. Some
other gymnasium professors and lecturers worked as teachers in this school (for example, Ph D Tomasz
Gavenda, Antoniy Pazdrovsky, Sebastian Polak, Vasyl’ Sanat, Antoniy Stefanovych, Emil Urbanovych),
as well as some teachers of the local elementary school: Rudolf Garlender, Mykola Kumanets, Karol
Rybotytskyi, Antoniy Stankevych, Vasyl’ Stoyalovskyi (CSHAUL. F. 146. D. 51a. C. 558. Pp. 23— 23b).
The school affairs were supervised not only by the headmaster alone, but also by the school adminis-
tration board, which consisted of four delegates, namely, from the organisation of founders, Drohobych
burgomaster, the city council’s delegate and a delegate of those industrialists whose workers studied in
the school.

The statute of the Industrial school under analysis here has come to us in two copies which are kept in
the fund of Galician Province (F. 146) of the Central State Historical Archive of Ukraine in Lviv (abbr.,
CSHAUL). It should be noticed, that on the document there is no date. However, as is indicated in the
accompanying note from the school administration board to Galician Province Government, the statute
was had been written on 4 January, 1888 and some days later was sent into the Regional commission
of industrial affairs which had to submit the document for approval to the MCE (CSHAUL. F. 146. D.
51a. C. 558. P. 24). By all probability, the statute authors were the members of the school administrative
board, in particular, A. Toronskyi, the chairman of the centre of the Pedagogical society of that time
in Drohobych (his signatures appear on all the correspondence items of that time, which concern the
school’s affairs).

The statute of the industrial school so defined the aim of the establishment: to give craftsmen and
industrial workers a possibility of receiving the necessary professional knowledge. Actually, the school
had the character of an “evening” educational institution. The statute defined the school’s structure,
beginning and end of a school year, week schedule of classes, holidays. In § 4 the question of rules of
enrolment of pupils was treated. As a matter of fact, according to the Austrian legislation all pupils of
masters-handicraftsmen without exception should attend the school. The preparatory department accept-
ed pupils without any preparation whatsoever, the department of additional education and professional
school of decorative carpentry accepted pupils who had a certificate of finishing (with a sufficient suc-
cess) a 4-class elementary school or the Industrial school’s preparatory department. The professional
school of oil mining enlisted those who had finished three classes of secondary school or had passed the
entrance examination.

Besides, the statute defined the curriculum for the preparatory department where the term of reception
of education was three years, and for the additional education department in which it was necessary to
study for two years. Religion study, the Polish language, arithmetics, drawing, geography were the major
subjects taught in the preparatory department; the Polish and German languages, arithmetics, drawing,
physics, history and geography, and trading accountancy were the basic subjects in the additional ed-
ucation department. Besides, it was possible to study the following supplementary subjects: theory of
building, theory of mechanics, chemistry, commodity studies, the Ukrainian language, and gymnastics.
The training was conducted in the Polish language. By the end of the year examinations and an exhibi-
tion of student’s products (§ 7—12) were organised. The school maintained an industrial museum (§ 13).

Thus, the statute regulated the system of school management, in particular, the staff and authorities
of the administrative board, functions of its headmaster and teachers (§ 14—19). It is interesting, that the
headmaster of the school was elected not by the administrative board, but by the teachers, — by a ma-
jority of votes present during the elective session. In case of the dismissal of the headmaster, the eldest
teacher was obliged to take his post temporarily. Teachers were appointed by the administrative board
and confirmed by the MCE.

The last clauses of the statute defined a source of financing of the establishment, specified to whom
the highest supervision over it belonged, and also regulated the fate of the property of the school in case
of its liquidation (§ 20-24). It is noteworthy, that the statute in that case provided the designation of the
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school premises for educational purposes. Eventually, it is necessary to underline that this statute of the
Industrial school was not the last one: in 1893 the school’s administrative board worked out a new statute
(CSHAUL. F. 146. D. 51a. C. 721. Pp. 5-14).

The conclusions. Hence, the 1888 statute of Drohobych Industrial school, which has been published
here, is a representative historical source which provides an opportunity to form the understanding of
the purpose, structure, training’s content, administrative and financial bases of activity of schools of this
kind in Galicia in the end of the XIX century. The body of the document is published in the original (in
the Polish language) and with the observance of modern requirements of archeography.

THE HISTORY OF UKRAINIAN SACRAL CONSTRUCTION IN HRYHORIY
PAVLUTSKYI’S STUDIES

The article presents the characteristics of H. Pavlutskyi’s main works on wooden and stone church
architecture of the South-Russian region. The basic idea of the article is H. Pavlutskyi’s conclusions about
the authentic origin of the sacred architecture of the region and the time of construction of the first religious
buildings there.

1899 was a landmark in the further scientific activity of the researcher, because at that time H. Pavlutskyi
for the first time took part in the work of the XI Archaeological Congress in Kiev, which was, according to the
researcher, an impetus for the arousal of attention and study of the remnants of the past of his native Ukraine.

As a true scholar and a passionate connoisseur of art, H. Pavlutskyi couldn 't stay away from studying and,
most importantly, preservation of the monuments of art of his homeland. His work at the scientific forum dra-
matically changed the researcher s scientific preferences which, in its turn, according to the author, influenced
the further development of art science in Ukraine. The author notes that since that time, his main theme of
scientific development becomes the Ukrainian architecture, especially, wooden church architecture.

It’s worthy of note, that the researcher investigated and analyzed the church objects of the XVII — beginning
of the XIX centuries in Kiev, Cherkasy, Volhynia and Podilia. Among them wooden and stone sacral build-
ings in Vinnytsia, Polonne, Chuduniv, Trypillia and many other Ukrainian cities and villages. His scientific
intelligence H. Pavlutskyi built on the problem-chronological principle. The article specifies the features that
attracted the researcher’s attention, such as the type of construction, the period of construction, etc.

It is underlined, that H. Pavlutskyi was involved into the work of writing the multivolumed «The History
of Russian Art» ».

The author finds that the results of H. Pavlutskyi’s researches in different years were presented at the
meetings of Nestor the Chronicler Historical Society, archaeological congresses and other scientific forums.

H. Pavlutskyi derives the origin of Southern Russian church architecture from Byzantine traditions, but
being creatively transformed for several centuries by local architects, who by using local building material
created a unique, original architectural style.

The author affirms that the plans of the churches drawn by H. Paviutskyi and their unique photographs
make his work a valuable historical source. And as such, they are relevant to modern historical science.

UKRAINE AND THE UKRAINIANS IN JOACHIM BARTOSZEWICZ’ POLITICAL
THOUGHT OF (1867 — 1938)

The article highlights particular aspects of political and publicistic activities of Joachim Bartoszewicz (1867 —
1938), a prominent representative of Polish national democrats in Russian Ukraine from 1906 to 1918.

J. Bartoszewiczs contribution to the development of the Polish nationalist movement has been studied. The
process of his development as a political figure has been considered, and his socio-political views have been cov-
ered. The articles focuses on the analysis of J. Bartoszewicz's attitude to the «Ukrainian question» in the context
of the restoration of Polish statehood in the late XIX and early XX centuries. In particular, special attention is paid
to J. Bartoszewicz’ participation in various public Polish organizations in Ukraine. For example, the activity of
J. Bartoszewicz at the posts of the executive editor of the newspaper «Dziennik Kijowski» and the head of the Polish
Executive Committee in Kiev has received full coverage.

It is assertained that in the period from 1906 to 1918 the newspaper «Dziennik Kijowski», headed by J. Bar-
toszewicz, turned into a powerful means of the party interests propaganda of the Polish national democrats in
Ukraine. Bartoszewicz’ sSignificant contribution into the study of the factor of Polish presence in Ukrainian lands
has been emphasized.

The active role of J. Bartoszewicz in the events of the Ukrainian Revolution of 1917 — 1921 is shown. The rea-
sons for the deterioration of Polish-Ukrainian relations in 1917 — 1918, particularly, between the Polish Executive
Committee and the Central Council of Ukraine, have been elucidated. Personal attitude of J. Bartoszewicz to this
matter is traced.

J. Bartoszewicz’ views on the problem of polonization of eastern Polish lands during the period of the Second
Rzeczpospolita Polska has deserved singular attention. As is known, he was a consistent supporter of the concep-
tion of creating a mono-ethnic Polish state. According to this conception all non-polish ethnic national minorities
were subjected to assimilation, and their influence on the policy of the Polish state was limited to a maximum. The
Ukrainian side was refused as the matter of principle in the right to national self-determination, and the Ukrainians
themselves were declared an organic part of the future Polish nation. In this connection, in his publicistic works,
J. Bartoszewicz refused to use the terms « Ukraine» and « Ukrainiansy, considering these notions as an integral part
of the anti-Polish political project. Instead, he returned to the use of the terms «Rus’» and the «Rusyns», emphasiz-
ing the exclusively ethnic identity of this ethnic community.

BETWEEN ASSIMILATION AND SOCIAL RECOGNITION: «<ANTI-SEMITISM» IN
THEOPHIL MERUNOVYCH'S POLITICAL ACTIVITY AND PUBLICISTIC HERITAGE

In the last quarter of the nineteenth and early twentieth centuries, the Jewish community was an important
part of the political and social life of Galicia. It was the third largest community in the region, after the Ukrainian
and Polish ones. The political activity of the Galician Jews was significantly influenced by the legislative reforms
in the 1960s in the Austrian monarchy, due to which they obtained equal civil rights. However, the emancipation
achievements of Galician Jews did not become a guarantee of their social recognition. Therefore, the solution
of the Jewish question was delayed due to a number of unregulated legal principles. These legal principles at-
tracted the attention of the well-known politician and public figure Theophil Merunovych. The main idea to this
study was the attempt to determine the place and the role of the politician as well as to trace his objectivity in
solving the Jewish question in the context of the spread of emancipation, assimilation and anti-Semitic ideas on
the European territory.

An assessment of political activity and publicistic heritage of T. Merunovych in foreign and national historiog-
raphy deserves special attention. Mostly, they are extremely negative, and the politician is presented with anti-Se-
mitic views. In view of this, a thorough analysis of T. Merunovych's parliamentary speeches and works shows some
controversy about the unambiguousness of such statements.

T. Merunovych presented his proposals for solving the Jewish question in his speeches and publications which
caused a negative reaction from the Jewish population. The idea of his proposals was to abolish the norms and
regulations that the Jewish population had as a national minority. Concerning the latter, then, according to T. Mer-
unovych, having received equal civil rights, they did not want to lose them.

As of 1883, T. Merunovych had identified a number of major privileges, in his opinion, that the Jews had after
the constitutional reforms of 1867, in particular, the lack of separation of secular and religious powers in the Jewish
community; the presence of the rules for honoring customs in the organizational regulations, according to which
the Jewish population could freely adhere to their customs, the evasion of Jewish men from military service due to
marriage; absence of control over the activity of Kagals in agricultural business; Jews’ arbitrary treatment of laws
which led to their limitations as official norms for the entire community, etc. Raising these issues, T. Merunovych
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emphasized that he did not seek to restrict the rights of the Jewish population but only sought the equalization of
their rights with Christians, which they had been actively striving for before the events of 1861 and 1867.

T. Merunovych tried to analyze the Jewish question from different angles. His attention was drawn to the eco-
nomic, political, educational, and cultural activities of the Jewish community. With this in mind, he tried to raise the
key issues related to Austro-Hungarian Jews to the legislative level. In addition, as an ambassador of the Galician
Regional Seim and the State Council, he repeatedly emphasized the need to equalize the rights of Jews and Chris-
tians at the meetings and in numerous petitions. His active position on this issue contributed, to some degree, to
the resolution of the Jewish question. At the same time, the consistent advocacy of his position has secured him a
reputation of anti-Semite despite the arguments put forward by him against such accusations.

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THE MYSTERIOUS SECT OF THE IOANNITES IN THE DIOCESE IN
EKATERINOSLAV AT THE BEGINNING OF THE 20" CENTURY

This article analyzes the specificity of the propaganda-agitation and organizational activity of the loannite
sect in Ekaterinoslav diocese at the beginning of the 20th century. The spiritual and social circumstances that
contributed to the spread of the sectarian movement in the region have been established. The essence of the cult of
worship of the personality of priest loann of Kronstadt is revealed.

The settlements of the diocese were found in which the sectarian congregations functioned. The personal
composition of sectarian communities in the region is revealed. The measures of the struggle of the Orthodox Church
with the loannites, defined at the 4" All-Russian Missionary Congress in 1908, were exposed. The heterogeneity
of the sectarian doctrine in the communities of the loannites is demonstrated. The characteristic features of the
sectarian prayer collections are illumined.

The significance in the loannite environment of charismatic leadership is established. The dogma of the sectarian
doctrine as preached by V. Horobets, the head of the sect in Nikopol city, is considered. The domestic and spiritual
way of life of the loannites in Nikopol city and organization of their monastic cells are illustrated. The sources of
funding for the loanite sect in Ekaterinoslav diocese also are considered.

As has been found out, V. Horobets also held anti-Semitic positions in his own propaganda. The evolution
of the loannites’s views on the role of loann of Kronstadt is analyzed. It was discovered that the sect advocated
the doctrine of the dominance of the Antichrist on earth in the person of the famous Russian writer L. Tolstoy. It
was established that the mystical sect of loannites was the branch of the religious movement of the Khlysts. The
eschatological foundations of the religious doctrine of the leader of the sect, V. Horobets, who called himself one
chosen by God, and, ultimately, the Christ themselves, are traced. It is discovered that the supreme leader of the
Orthodox Church in the diocese, although he considered the activity of the sect to be negative, did not support the
idea of excommunication of V. Horobets as a heretic.

The views of loanites, regarding the prohibition of marital cohabitation, the birth of children — these «foetuses
of sinfulnessy, which was the result of the destruction of family couples and negligent attitude towards children, and
the growth of their mortality in communities are elucidated. The internal conflicts, that arose within the Nikopol
sect on the basis of material abuse of V. Horobets and his disordered sexual life, have been analyzed. The fact of
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the rape of one of his juvenile adepts by the sect’s leader, the resonance of which in the sectarian environment
led to the revision by the loannites of the image of V. Horobets, is highlighted. The measures and methods of
struggle of Orthodox missionaries with the functioning of the sect are analyzed. It isfound that among the priests
of the Ekaterinoslav diocese, there were supporters of the sectarian doctrine. It is revealed that since the time of V.
Horobets s repentance and renouncing of his views, the number of loannites sharply decreased, and the community s
activity fell into decline.

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SOURCES OF PERSONAL ORIGIN IN COVERING THE SPHERE OF EVERYDAY LIFE
AND EMOTIONAL EXPERIENCES OF WOMEN DURING THE WORLD WAR I

The letters of the period of the Great World War remain a significant source of Ukrainian history of the 20" cen-
tury. World War I posed new challenges, aggravated old problems and in relief identified the disadvantages of social
life. The epistolary significance of the mentioned period is reflected in the author’s vision of the world's history and
direct perception of the corresponding historical events and phenomena.

The tendency to understand the significance of the Great War, as its contemporaries called it, together with the
desire to leave a reliable evidence of the tragic events for the future generations, have encouraged scholars to study
memories, letters,and diaries in order to arrange the documents of that time. O. Melnychuk, L. Varavko, Y. Zin ko,
O. Kravchuk, V. Kosakivsky, and V. Rud’ all addressed this extremely important topic in their researches. The works
of the aforementioned authors precisely relate to the masculine vision of the Great War, which gives researchers an
opportunity to recreate the features of the era more faithfully and fully through the reflection of details of everyday
life and realities of the masculine lifestyle, to show and feel the way of life of the male society under the war con-
ditions.

The presented study deals with the unpublished women s letters written to captain (sotnyk) Roman Sushko. They
testify that the life of civilian women and their engagement in fighting became a severe test not only for the whole
society, but also for the fair sex. Women viewed their participation in military operations as a patriotic duty and
expansion of women 5 skills and practices, rather than as a violation of gender roles.

Shifting the emphasis on the history of women s war experience, studying women's models of memory of the war
and state policy regarding women s front-line past, the analysis of the features of women s military psychology and
women s behavior in the sources of personal origin has appeared to be the richest material to give a more complete
picture of life and survival within the frames of the participants’ evaluations and interpretations of the turbulent
vears of 1914 — 1918.

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FROM BREST-LITOVSK TO VERSAILLES SYSTEM: MONARCHIST COUNTER-
REVOLUTION IN CENTRAL AND EASTERN EUROPE IN 1918 - 1920

The monarchical counter-revolution in Central and Eastern Europe arose also in some new states as a result
of the collapse of the Russian and Austro-Hungarian empires and as a response to the Bolshevik expansion. The
factors of the emergence of the monarchical counter-revolution were the following: the existence of state monar-
chical traditions (for example, in Finland and Hungary) and the presence of charismatic political and military
leaders with monarchical views in the new states. Some new states with the republican form of rule became the
bases of the monarchist counterrevolution in Russia (for instance, the Ukrainian State, the Great Don Host,
Estonian Republic). The concentration of monarchical forces in the former Russian Empire was facilitated by
German diplomacy.

Germany s defeat of in World War I led to the renunciation of the representatives of the German dynasties in
Finland and Lithuania. In Finland and Hungary the monarchist system was restored after the victory over the
Reds, however, because the pressure from the Allies made these kingdoms bereft left of their kings. Whereas in
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Finland the counter-revolution won the victory independently, due to its own forces, the counter-revolution in
Hungary was entered by Romanian intervention because of the weakness of the Hungarian Whites.

In fact, the diplomacy of the Allies through the support of the Russian Republican Whites, whose slogan
was «A unified and indivisible Russia», led to the defeat of the monarchist counter-revolution in Russia and the
survival of the Bolshevik regime. Moreover, some new state (the Ukrainian State and the Great Don Host) lost
their independence and disappeared from the map of Europe. Under these conditions, the new regional powers
(Finland and Romania) became the flanks of «Cordon Sanitaire».

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THE PRAGUE GROUP OF THE UPSR AND THE CREATION
OF THE SOCIALIST LEAGUE OF THE NEW EAST

The article is devoted to the consideration of the activities of the Prague Group of the Ukrainian Party of Social-
ist-Revolutionaries (UPSR) directed on the creation of an association of socialist forces of the USSR in emigration —
the Socialist League of the new East. This organization was supposed to prepare the ground for the formation of an
alliance of the peoples of the USSR after gaining independence. The party tried to implement it from the beginning of
the 1920s, consolidating in Prague the groups of Belarusian and Russian socialist-revolutionaries. The main thesis
of this article is that the Prague group of the UPSR played an important role in the creation of the Socialist League
of the peoples of the new East.

The Prague group of the UPSR has developed the concept of a possible unification since the early 1920s. In
particular, in 1921, one of the leaders of the UPSR N. Hryhoryiv held a public debate «The National Question in
East Europe». Representatives of the majority of the socialist parties of the peoples of the USSR abroad took part
in it, they demonstrated their vision of interethnic relations in Eastern Europe and the possible unification of these
peoples in the future for the common defense of state, economic and cultural interests.

The leaders of the UPRS M. Shapoval and N. Hryhoryiv considered the consolidation of the socialist
anti-communist forces of Eastern Europe is an important contribution to the destruction of the USSR and the
Bolshevik government, its discredit on the international scene. At the same time, they believed that just social-
ist forces (very popular at that time in Europe and the world) could have become the basis for the unification
of the Soviet Union after its collapse into a new alliance. That is why they made efforts to unite socialists in
emigration.

The UPSR reached an agreements with Russian and Belarusian socialist-revolutionaries in Prague, have estab-
lished contacts with the other socialists of the USSR and have created in 1925 the Union of the Peoples of Eastern
Europe. As a result of its transformation in October 1926, the UPSR with the other socialists of the USSR created
the Socialist League of the new East (initially the organization was called the Socialist League of the Peoples of the
East). As a strategic goal of the Socialist League of the new East it was proclaimed the creation of a confederation
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of independent states on the territory of the USSR — the «free alliance of new national states» — in the composition
of Russia, Ukraine, Belarus, Georgia, Armenia, Azerbaijan, Uzbekistan, Turkestan and, possibly, the Caucasian
republics, mutual guarantees of inviolability of borders and rights of national minorities; economic and financial
cooperation, in particular customs and tariff union.

Therefore, the Prague group of the UPSR played a significant role in the creation of the League. It was a uni-
fying center for the consolidation of the socialists of the USSR in emigration, and its leaders contributed greatly
to the organization of the League and the creation of a program that corresponded to the party tasks of the Prague
Group of the UPSR.

CONTEMPORARY RUSSIAN HISTORIOGRAPHY
ON THE THRESHOLD AND ON THE INITIAL
PERIOD OF SECOND WORLD WAR

The article is devoted to some problems of modern national Russian historiography of the Second World War.
It is established that a new interpretation of them has arisen in the process of socio-political changes in the former
USSR, the use of historical archival materials by historical science, pluralism of thoughts and conclusions, and a
reduction in the control of state oppression by the minds and scientific work of scientists.

The Second World War is one of the key events of the twentieth century, which shocked the world community. After
the end of the Second World War began to appear diverse scientific, journalistic, artistic works on individual problems
of war, published letters, memories of its participants. In modern Russia, politics and historical science are closely
interconnected and mutually supportive each other, serving the ruling stratum taking into account their needs and
goals which they seek to achieve. During this period, high-quality critical research on the Second World War appeared
in Russia. In a series of works on the basis of new archival materials little-known issues were investigated. More sub-
stantiated conclusions and hypotheses were expressed. In the new conditions, there was an urgent need to establish a
credible history of the Second World War, a comprehensive study of all aspects of the initial period.

However, the events of the Second World War and their contemporary interpretation turned out to be an ex-
tremely complicated and controversial subject of research. Modern historians declare their desire to more objec-
tively study the complex processes of the Second World War on the basis of new archival, memoir and epistolary
materials. Newest n historiography develops in several directions: scientific and popular. The scientific direction
is characterized by the involvement of a large archival base and a complex narrative of the material. The popular
direction is popular and respected by a wide audience of readers, a clear statement of materials and ideas of the
authors. The founder of this direction is Viktor Suvorov, who updated the discussion aspects of the Second World
War as a popular scientific material.

The views of Victor Suvorov stimulate historians actively discuss this issue in monographs and periodicals.
Leading Russian historians are investigating the initial period of the Second World War. They involve in their
research the achievements of Soviet historiography and characterize the historiographic heritage of foreign col-
leagues, determine their influence on Russian historiography.

The object of the article is analysis of available literature on important problems of the development of con-
temporary Russian historiographical thought devoted to the interpretation of the events of the Second World War.

Contemporary Russian historiography absorbed many ideological cliches of Soviet historiography. Key is-
sues of the initial period of the Second World War remained relevant. They have a special place in the problem of
finding the culprit for the solution of military confrontation. Contemporary Russian historiography of the Second
World War declared a desire to apply new approaches to the interpretation of the events of the initial period of the
Second World War, using the latest conditions for the development of historical science, associated with pluralism
of thought, the application of methodological principles of Western European historical science in the interpretation
of global wars. The Russian Federation put Messianic function at World War I1. It should contribute to maintaining
a positive image of public construction. That is why public practices constantly use stereotypes and myths about the
war for propaganda purposes. Modern Russian historical science contemptuously put to the works of colleagues
from other countries. It selectively uses their results. The emergence of historiographical generalizations about the
Second World War was the key to the formation of standards for an ideological order for the interpretation of the
events of the war. These processes influence the interpretation of the events of the initial period of the Second World
War, because as analyzing these events, one can conclude about all the perpetrators in the resolution of the war and
their criminal plans and geopolitical claims on the eve of the confrontation.

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COLLABORATION PROBLEM DURING SECOND WORLD WAR
IN THE CONTEMPORARY RUSSIAN HISTORIOGRAPHY

The approaches urged researchers in the early 1990s to overcome the ideological barriers in the interpretation
of collaboration problem. However, the problem of collaboration remains the most politicized topic in Russian
historical science, taking into account the necessity to build a positive image of the state history and influence of
the Soviet inheritance, in which collaboration was interpreted as a movement based solely on ideological thoughts.
For a quite long time the Russian authorities tried to conceal the problem of collaboration of Soviet citizens with
the Nazis during World War 11 since it did not fit into created victorious realities by the authority during war time.
Therefore, vague nature of the concept of historiography and active interest of Russian society complicated the
reconsideration of collaboration problem even more. The interpretation of collaboration became a major problem
of Russian public policy of memory.

The object of the article is to describe the most important trends of scientific interpretation problem of collab-
oration in contemporary Russian historiography and determine the impact of Russian public policy of memory on
the process of its creation.

Modern historical researches devoted to the problem of collaboration include a research experience of Soviet
historical science and modern approaches of Western historiography. The interaction of such contradictory factors
influenced the development of historical investigation, provoked debates among Russian scientists that escalated
even more since they were socially important and under a direct control of the government.

Memorial law, including direction and content of researches on World War 11, established the boundaries of sci-
entific knowledge of the problems of collaboration and school narrative represented its expectations. Collaboration
in Russian textbooks is depicted as a universal trend of the military times. Interpreting the collaboration issue the
authors of Russian textbooks focused on the scale of exploitation of people and robbing material resources in the
occupied territories, denying any neutral motives of cooperation of Soviet citizens with the enemy though.

The definition of «collaborationy» caused a fierce discussion in modern Russian historiography; since quite
many professional historians emotionally perceived practice of contacting Soviet citizens with the Nazis. The his-
torians used a term with a less negative meaning than ‘treason’and called it French term ‘collaboration’. Debates
on definition of ‘collaboration’ caused application of a more complicated characteristic of collaboration motives in
modern Russian historiography. Most researches tend to consider different reasons for soviet citizens’ collaboration
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with the Nazis such as a rejection of Soviet system and active participation on the side of the enemy to simply attempt
to survive in a tough condition of occupation or captivity. Changes in interpretation of collaboration motives led
to the review of collaboration typology. Another new trend in research of collaboration issue was to determine the
number of this phenomenon. Soviet historians did not indicate the total number of collaborators emphasizing its
insignificance.

Thus, the results of modern historical research by Russian historians discovered a possibility to distinguish co-
operation from collaboration, applying a criterion of citizen interaction motive with the occupation regime. There-
fore, the essence of cooperation is identified as a contact person’s behavior that does not affect the struggle of his
country with the aggressor. These actions are considered by Russian historians through a legal and moral aspect.
However, the problem of treason during the Second World War in the works of Russian historians remained unclear,
as unique and extraordinary conditions of military confrontation were neglected, instead they continued to research
moralization and publicistics, without applying to the issues of collaboration and cooperation a principle of his-
toricism.

THEATRICAL CULTURE OF MARIUPIL
IN THE PERIOD OF GERMAN OCCUPATION (1941 — 1943)

The aim of this paper is to explore the main tendencies and changes that happened within the development
of theatrical culture of Mariupil during German occupation in 1941 — 1943. Until this time, Mariupil theatre
art has not been studied yet as a single cultural phenomenon, and that is why it needs more detailed explora-
tion.

Basing on memories, published articles and reviews of various theatre critics, the author has analyzed the
specific activities of the repertoire, specific features of touring activities and artistic accomplishments of the theatre
troop during the German occupation 1941 — 1943 years.

The main thesis of the article is the theatrical culture of Mariupil during the German occupation in 1941 — 1943.
The author considers the influence of societ and «Enlightenment» in the development of theatrical art in the region.
Much attention is paid to the repertoire, creative search of the cast and the main problems of the theater. In the
article the role of the theatre in cultural life of the region’s population is examined.

The research novelty of the article is specified by its involvement in the research references of new factual mate-
rial from the history of Ukrainian theatre.

So then, at the period explored, the troop of theatre has already succeeded in reasonable artistic revenues, it
also has become a rather interesting and well-organized ensemble of actors which can solve complicated artistic
problems. If the theater had a propagandistic significance, the inhabitants of the region were able to revive their
Ukrainian culture, to satisfy the basic needs of the population for information, artistic impressions, and psycholog-
ical relief.

Despite the hardships of everyday life and prevalence of propagandistic cliches, the cultural life did spring
through the cracks and penetrated many domains. Cultural institutions under the Nazi rule, whose history re-
mained shrouded in silence throughout the Soviet rule, still await a serious study. The results of the thesis can
be used as theoretical foundations for preparing materials on history and theoretical knowledge of Ukrainian
culture, educational courses of cultural science, drama study with its encyclopedia publishers and methodolog-
ical manuals.

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ACTIVITIES OF COLONEL E. KONOVALETS’ SERGEANTS SCHOOL OF THE UPA
IN KOLOMYIA LAND (FROM THE PERSONAL EVIDENCE OF COLONEL FEDIR
STEPANOVYCH ALIAS «KROPYVA»)

For an unbiased interpretation of the history of the Ukrainian people s struggle for independence it is necessary
to conduct versatile studies on the activity of Ukrainian liberation movement, particularly, on its personnel struc-
ture. Cadres play the most important role in any organization. Consequently, the clarification of the peculiarities
and possibilities of their preparation makes up an important scientific problem. The article provides the protocol of
the interrogation of colonel Fedir Stepanovych, whose nom de guerre was «Kropyvay («the nettle») and who was
the organizer and the first head of Colonel E. Konovalets’ Officer School of the UPA in the Hutsul region. It should
be underlined that the aforementioned document is an important source for a complex research of Ukrainian liber-
ation movement in general and the peculiarities of preparation of master sergeants (starshyn) and staff sergeants
(pidstarsshyn) specifically. The published protocol clarifies the question of functioning of master and staff sergeants
schools of the UPA in MD-4 «Hoverliay. F. Stepanovych’ own evidence describes the officer school’s disposition
place, strength, the names of administrative staff, programs, productivity of work. Besides, it gives the general in-
formation on the administrative staff of the OUN and UPA in Stanislaviv land.

There is no separate complex research on the functioning of centres of preparation of commanding and rank-
and-file staff of the UPA'’s MD-4 «Hoverlia». That is the reason why this article purposes to provide the available
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information on the peculiarities of functioning of master sergeants (starshyn) and staff sergeants (pidstarsshyn)
schools in MD-4 «Hoverliay.

In the territory of Karpatskyi Krai (the Carpathian area of OUN) the shortage of master sergeants (starshyn)
and staff sergeants (pidstarsshyn) cadres was acute. This problem was solved by both enrolling of persons who
served in the armies of other states and by the independent preparation of such. For that purpose separate training
courses were organized in accordance with independently developed programs to prepare commanding and rank-
and-file staff. On the whole, master and staff sergeants training lasted from one to four months. Their instructors
were those who had previous military experience. In addition, the UPA sergeants schools which absorbed the skilled
staff of instructors who began intense training differed qualitatively from the rest. After the decision to organize
military preparation for a number of OUN members the OUN leadership took to carrying it out. It is found out that
there functioned 14 master and staff sergeants schools in the Karpatskyi Krai territory

Hence, for the Ukrainian insurgents, combating for the restoration of their own state, the provision of their
structures with professional cadres was a priority task. This question was solved by organization of their own
training courses, under the supervision of skilled insurgents who had earlier participated in military service in the
armies of other states and received direct fighting experience. Almost ten years of the Ukrainian liberation move-
ment’s opposition to the Soviet punitive system became a bright acknowledgement of the effective work of training
structures in MD-4 «Hoverliay.

THE OFFICERS OF THE HEADQUARTERS STAFF OF
TD - 24 «<MAKIVKA» (1944 — 1949)

Afier the gaining of independence by Ukraine the scientific interest to liberation struggle has been constantly
growing. The opening of accesses to archives has promoted the strengthening of the interest to the activity of OUN
and UPA. The open aggression of the Russian Federation against Ukraine has activated researches on the Ukraini-
an liberation movement of the mid XX century. Scientific cognition of this issue is predetermined also by the absence
of generalising works that would concern not only the particular question of personnel supply of MD — 24 «Makiv-
kay, but also the features of functioning of this structural UPA unit on the whole. However, the source base allows
researches to clarify this problem in a proper way.

Still, at first sight, a significant amount of scientific researches on the history of the Ukrainian liberation move-
ment, in which separate aspects of the given problem have received illumination, does not provide grounds to speak
about the presence of its complex scientific elaboration. A special separate research on the personnel structure of the
headquarters staff of Military District (MD) — 24 «Makivkay is absent. At the same time, it is necessary to underline
that the complexity of illumination of these aspects is predetermined by the originality of the insurgents’activity and,
also, insufficiency of the sourse base.

The article’s purpose is to establish the personnel fullness of structural links of the headquarters staff of MD —
24 «Makivkay, and to trace their rotation.

In article for the first time on the basis of unknown and little-known archival documents and materials the per-
sonnel fullness of the Tactical Division 24 «Makivkay (1944 — 1949) is clarified. It has been defined, that despite
underground conditions and constant losses of the administrative board staff, the Ukrainian Insurgent Army (UPA)
management tried to fill in vacant posts adhering — at the same time — to the principle of appointment of the educated
professional cadres with the insurgent struggle experience. The author has elucidated the question of quantitative
Sfullness of administrative bodies.

The article proves that during its existence, the headquarters staff of — initially — MD — 5, and then TD (Tacti-
cal Division) — 24 «Makivkay (1944 — 1948), was headed by the following persons: 1) the commander of MD — 5
«Makivka» Ivan Beleiovych-«Dzvinchuky (01-11.1944); 2) the deputy commander of MD — 5 «Makivka» Ostap
Karatnyts ’kyi-«Mors kyi» (12.1944—01.1945); 3) the commander of MD — 5 «Makivka» Adam Kurovyts kyi-«Siryi»
(02-05.1945), 4) the commander of TD — 24 «Makivka» Dmytro Vitovs kyi-«Zmiyukay» (06.1945 — 03.1946); 5) the
commander of TV «Shchyty «Bohdany (04-10.1946); 6) deputy commander of TD «Romany «Romkoy (11.1946 —
08.1947); 7) the commander of TD Stepan Stebel s 'kyi-«Khriny (08.1947 — 09.1949).

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THE HISTORICAL FACULTY OF DROHOBYCH STATE PEDAGOGICAL UNIVERSITY
DURING THE FIRST POSTWAR YEARS (1944 — 1953)

The article is devoted to the issue of organization and activity of the faculty of history of Ivan Franko Drohobych
State Pedagogical University in the 1940s — first half of the 1950s. Today in Ukraine an educational reform is being
carried out. Historical reflections and objective analysis of the past will help to identify important aspects of devel-
opment not only of separate branches of education and science, but also the functioning of separate educational
institutions, and to take them into account in modern realities.

The main idea of the article is to show the organization and activity of the historic faculty of Drohobych Teach-
ers’ Institute (as the present-day Drohobych University was called) in the 1940s and early 1950s; to describe the
student and teacher staff of the faculty, the content of training and education of youth, some aspects of the then
everyday life; to trace the influence of the socio-political situation in the region on the work of a higher educational
establishment and its subdivisions.

The formation in Drohobych of a higher pedagogical institution was associated with the processes of Sovietiza-
tion on the western lands of Ukraine. Higher education, especially pedagogical, was an important ideological tool
for the Stalinist system, a source of the formation of a new Soviet intelligentsia. The first post-occupational entree
plan for students at the Faculty of History was 60 students. It went through difficulties and scored two-thirds of the
plan. A small number of secondary school graduates was the reason for the shortage. The youth had 6-7 years of
school education after the German occupation. In 1952, the faculty enrolled already 50 students. In the postwar
vears, Ukrainians prevailed among the students. However, the share of local youth was insignificant due to political
reasons. From the mid-40's to the mid-50's of the twentieth century only 830 teachers-historians were trained at the
Saculty.

In 1946, the staff of the Department of History, which provided teaching at the Faculty of History, comprised
2 teachers. In the first post-war years P. Kozik, V. Tychyna, V. Tryhub, O. Zaichenko, I. Kosharnyi, P. Marunya,
O. Dybenko, 1. Lisinchuk worked at the department. At the beginning of the work, none of the members of the de-
partment staff had a degree or an academic rank. In 1950 P. Kozik defended his PhD thesis.

Initially, in the content of education the communist party ideology was prevalent, which was implemented into
curricula, programs, and manuals. The students were subjected to ideological treatment, the selection was held in
respect of political confidence.

The conditions of life and work in the first postwar years were complicated. The situation slowly improved.
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The Historical Faculty had began its work in 1940 and renewed its activities after the German occupation.
During the first postwar years, students and departments of the faculty were gradually formed and the every-
day life became settled. The communist party ideology of education and training, neglect of national-spiritual
traditions, repressive measures of the power regarding students and teachers negatively affected the training of
teachers.

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RADIO IN EVERYDAY LIFE OF THE INHABITANTS
OF DROHOBYCH LAND (1944 —1958)

The post-war years manifested a special period of peace life revival after military actions. The study of the role
of radio in daily life of the population of the Drohobych land will help to better understand the post-war period
and life of ordinary people at this time. Radio influence on everyday life of average men is the main problem of the
given article.

The Soviet system considered radio as an important ideological instrument. By radio propaganda lectures were
read. Spreading of Soviet ideology amongst all levels of population was the pivotal problem of radio. From mid
1950s radio was means of influencing the population in order to encourage people to leave their native land and go
to plough virgin lands of Kazakhstan. Radio informed the people about party and Komsomol life, industry and agri-
culture development in the region. Besides, by radio musical concerts and theatrical performances were broadcast.

Also, radio announced advertisements. Advertising by radio purposed to inform listeners of the information on
the sale of some or other goods. From radio announcements the inhabitants also learnt about theatrical perfor-
mance and film sessions which were to take place at local theatres and cinemas.

The use of radio was chargeable. All owners of radio sets paid for their use 5, 54 or 75 roubles monthly.
All radio receivers should have undergone registration and unauthorized connection to the radio network was
forbidden.

The population distrusted the Soviet radio. People listened to foreign radio stations, such as «BBC», «The Voice
of Americay, «The Voice of Israely, «Vilna Yevropa / Free Europey, and «Vatican Radio». Their collective hearings,
despite jammimg of foreign broadcasting in the USSR, were often organised.

The radio worked with faults through electric power breakages, poor-quality repair, and line damages. Howev-
er, people had to pay for using even defective radio.

The article proves that radio diversified the leisure time of the population of Drohobych land. Thanks to
radio in the post-war years local ordinary inhabitants learnt the latest news, listened to musical concerts
and broadcasts. Radiofication was rapidly carried out by the Soviet power, but it was not always successful
and qualitative. On the one hand, the Soviet management assigned to radio an important function of prop-
aganda influence, but on the other hand radio, contrarily, became a unique possibility for population to
hear foreign news, programmes, including those of religious character. Despite attempts to dampen foreign
radio-waves, the Soviets did not manage to do it full measure. During the post-war period, radio had a great
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influence on everyday life of average people which can be compared with that of contemporary television
and the Internet.

MANUFACTURE OF HOUSEHOLD FURNITURE IN SOVIET UKRAINE
IN 1950 — 1960*: PROBLEM OF QUALITY (ACCORDING TO THE PERETS MAGAZINE)

During 1950s — 1960s in connection with beginning of mass housing building in the USSR, conceptually — on
a state level — approach changed to furnitures as such: there was a transition from primitive of their production —
to industrial, standardised, conveyer type. This was due to the new course of the Soviet leadership, which after
the death of J. Stalin (1953) began to somewhat shift the economic priorities and emphases from the military-
industrial complex for the production of consumer goods, the so-called the Group B industry. However theme of
production of furniture on territory of Ukraine so far did not become the separate article of research of domestic
historians. One of the reasons for this is the lack of the elaboration of appropriate sources, one of the compo-
nents of which is the publications in the satirical and humorous magazine the Perets, which, according to its
genre specificity, has focused much attention on the domestic aspects of the existence of the inhabitants of Soviet
Ukraine. The main thesis of the article is a demonstration on the example of the quality of domestic furniture in
the Ukrainian SSR of the value of the Perets magazine as a source of the history of the everyday life of Ukraine
in the Soviet period.

In particular, it was determined that during the mid-1950° — mid-1960°*, furniture problems on the pages of the
Perets magazine in one form or another were interpreted almost 80 times. The main directions of these publications
are excess of demand over supply for domestic furniture (deficit), as well as the extremely low quality (defect) of
products available for sale.

The last problem was mass and systemic: on the pages of Perets magazine during 1954 — 1965 in the negative
context, the products of 47 furniture enterprises (their complete list is given in the original article) from the nearly
200 available at that time in the Ukrainian SSR was mentioned. These are, first of all, wardrobes, bedrooms (beds
and sofas), chairs, kitchen tables and writing tables, kitchen cupboards.

However, despite the apparent systematic nature of the phenomenon, none of authors of the Perets magazine
did not make an attempt analyse the similar situation. Everything was limited only to the statement of facts filed in
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a satirical-humorous clue. At the same time, the deepening in the cause-and-effect relation would inevitably lead to
the conclusion that the whole Soviet system as such and, in particular, its economic component, were fallaciousness.
Thus, using inductive and quantitative methodologies, on the example of a local topic (the quality of domestic
furniture in Soviet Ukraine), it was possible to prove the thesis that the satirical-humorous the Perets magazine is an
important public source for studying the history of everyday life. Moreover — in any of its segments.

OPEC ROLE AND INFLUENCE IN THE STRUGGLE FOR LEADERSHIP
IN OIL PRODUCTION IN THE 60 — 70 ss. XX CENTURY

The Organization of Petroleum Exporting Countries (OPEC) is an international organization created for the
purpose of coordination of actions regarding sales volumes and pricing of crude oil. The article analyzes the role
and influence of the OPEC in the struggle for leadership in oil production in the 60s and 70s of the 20" century. The
circumstance of the creation, purposes and tasks of the Organization of the countries-oil exporters are explored.
Attention is drawn to the fact that OPEC's basic goal was to maximize revenues of member governments from oil
extraction and exports. To achieve this goal, in the first place it was necessary to achieve stabilization of oil prices.

It is stated that, OPEC succeeded in limiting the ability of oil companies to unilaterally reduce oil prices, al-
though the organization needed more than 10 years to return prices to the level of February, 1959.

It is emphasized that the struggle for the purpose of the organization was quite fierce and was accompanied
by repeated exacerbations of the situation in the oil industry of the Gulf countries. After the fierce resistance of
oil companies, governments of the member countries of OPEC violated their monopoly for the establishment of
reference prices and took a direct part in the process of their formation. OPEC as the organization proved its strength
and viability in the first major encounter with oil monopolies. As a result, the positions of oil exporters strengthened,
their financial situation improved. Some adjustments in the struggle for oil were brought by the national liberation
movement in some countries. Besides it is noted that the changes in the pricing system were not by far the only ones
in the Middle East oil supply system.

It is concluded that the creation of OPEC was dictated by an objective necessity and in many respects helped
restore the necessary «fairy balance in the area of pricing in the oil market. OPEC strengthened and turned into
the most influential organization in the oil market and began to play a significant role in the global economy and
politics as a whole. During the 1960’s — 1970 the the share of the exporting countries incomes from exports
increased,moreover, some countries nationalized a part of their oil industry. When in 1973 the United States
supported Israel in the war with Egypt, Saudi Arabia and other arab producers announced an embargo on oil exports
to the USA in return. As a result of the embargo imposed, world oil prices increased fourfold, thus demonstrating the
effectiveness of «oil weaponsy.

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THE ROLE OF PERSONNEL SUPPLY IN THE INTENSIFICATION OF AGRICULTURE
IN THE UKRAINIAN SSR (1960s — 1980s)

The development of the material and technical basis in the collective and state farm production is inextricably
connected with the formation and improvement of the professional structure of mass professions, the intensifica-
tion of general and professional training. Increasing the production and improvement of agricultural machinery
required the preparation of skilled personnel able to operate these machines. The farms had a great need for profes-
sionals able to repair tractors, agricultural machines, equipment of livestock farms and complexes, engines of motor
vehicles. Engineers, mechanics, economists, accountants, veterinarians were also of great need in the collective
and state farms. The main idea of the article is to show the role of Ukrainian village personnel during the times of
agriculture intensification in the Ukrainian SSR in the 1960s — 1980 s.

The training of skilled personnel for the agrarian sector was mostly carried out by vocational schools, but there
were many shortcomings in their activities. Insufficient material and technical base and short terms of training
did not ensure thorough preparation of a worker having several related specialties. The graduate did not receive
sufficient knowledge on agronomy, zootechnics, and agriculture economics. This situation caused a considerable
turnover of personnel in mechanization. The problem of providing agriculture with managerial staff and experts
also remained unsolved. 17 higher education institutions and 133 technical schools were responsible for training
specialists for this economy sector in the Ukrainian SSR.

The workers exercising unskilled labour were quite a numerous category in the village. They were engaged in
equestrian work, work with machines and mechanisms that did not require special theoretical knowledge. They
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mostly used the skills gained by themselves in practice. Their number on farms was different and depended on the
overall level of production mechanization.

There were also some faults in the use and consolidation of personnel. The farm managers did not care about the
formation of right conditions for specialists’life and work. Most young professionals were forced to hire their homes
and solve numerous domestic problems. Labour remuneration was one of the weakest points in the collective farm
system. In the manufacturing process woodworkers, machine and tractor motormen were paid greater attention
than workers. The socialist principle «the good payment for good work» was not realized. A real source of material
support for a rural worker was private farming.

During the 1960 s and 1980 s the state did not manage to pay attention to the social significance of rural la-
bour. The measures implemented were not supported by the necessary material factors. Wages remained low. The
money paid for work did not provide workers with decent living conditions. The mistakes in the administrative and
bureaucratic management influenced the general state of agriculture, including the agricultural science, which was
supposed to ensure its development.

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VYACH. CHORNOVIL’S PARTICIPATION IN THE COUNTERACTION TO THE
RUSSIAN AGGRESSIVE POLICY DIRECTED AGAINST UKRAINE IN THE 1990s.

To explore the historical development of the national community, it is important to study the ideas and activ-
ities of prominent personalities who have influenced the course of events. The prominent Ukrainian public-po-
litical and state-creative figure Vyacheslav Chornovil belongs to such figures. His influence on the Ukrainian
historical process is noticeable during the 1960-1990s. He took an active part in the state and political life of
the 1990s as a people’s deputy and chairman of the People’s Movement of Ukraine. He directly participated in
the Ukrainian-Russian interstate relations, influenced the formation of the policy towards Russia. Therefore, the
main task of this article is to analyze the participation of V. Chornovil in the tense process of formation of modern
Ukrainian-Russian relations.

He established close relations with many Russian opposition figures during the struggle against Soviet to-
talitarianism and during while in concentration camps on the territory of Russia. In August 1991, V. Chornovil,
together with the Russian democratic forces, coordinated joint actions at a dangerous time for Ukrainian and
Russian democracy, just when in the Soviet Union had an attempt at a coup d’etat.

After the restoration of Ukraine s independence, relations with the part of Russian leaders at V. Chornovil
have changed dramatically. They negatively reacted to Ukrainian independence. Such a position can be explained
by the fear of losing Ukraine, which for the former metropolis was a significant reservoir of material goods and
human potential. Those who cherished imperial ambitions, realized that without Ukraine, Russia would not be
able to revive a full-fledged empire like the former empire.

V. Chornovil was not surprised at the new attitude to the processes in Ukraine, because he had the experience
of long-term dialogue with Russian oppositionists. He tried to convey to Russian leaders an understanding that
Ukrainian and Russian peoples will benefit from fruitful Ukrainian-Russian dialogue, understanding and coop-
eration. Chornovil V. demanded from the Ukrainian authorities during talks with the Russian side to stubbornly
defend national interests, no to trade in sovereignty. Criticized both Leonid Kravchuk and Leonid Kuchma for
failing to first no take control of the Black Sea Fleet, and subsequently agree with Russia the deadline for the
withdrawal from the Ukrainian territory of the Russian Navy.

The conclusions note that V. Chornovil was a supporter of good-neighborly Ukrainian-Russian relations,
based on the principles of equality and mutual benefit. In view of Russia’s aggressive actions against Ukraine,
V. Chornovil advocated the idea of strengthening the foundations of national security.

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THE YOUTH ORGANIZATIONS OF DEMOCRATIC AND EUROPEAN INTEGRATION
DIRECTION IN UKRAINE DURING 2004 — 2014: A REGIONAL ASPECT

The article deals with regional features of formation of the youth movements of European integration and
democratic direction in Ukraine in 2004 — 2014. The main reasons of appearing pro-European and democratic
youth organizations were described, identified basic factors which have influenced on geography of their spreading.
Particular attention is paid to the main activities of youth movements aimed at accelerating Euro-Atlantic
integration. A comparative analysis of the activities of the youth initiative in the east, west, north, south and center
of Ukraine has been characterized and carried out. The features of activities of national movements in different
country’s regions, part of which supported Euro-Atlantic integration. On the basis of a complex research of the
sources, a coherent picture of the development of democratic and European integration youth organizations in
different regions of Ukraine has been formed.

The author concludes that formation of the information security system in the Republic of Kazakhstan shows its
cohesion and sufficient efficiency, but Kazakhstan is an object of informational influences from the main players of
the region of Central Asia.

Problem statement. The formation and functioning of the national information security system in
the Republic of Kazakhstan have certain features and are characterized by a number of related factors.

First of all, Kazakhstan is a permanent active member of interstate regional organizations, such as
the Commonwealth of Independent States (hereinafter CIS), the Collective Security Treaty Organization
(hereinafter CSTO), the Shanghai Cooperation Organization (hereinafter SCO), as well as the United
Nations, Eurasian Customs Union, and therefore is a signatory state of a number of documents on infor-
mation (international information) security issues within these organizations.

Secondly, after the dissolution of the Soviet Union, independent Kazakhstan became an object of
informational influences from the main players of the region of Central Asia — the Russian Federation,
the USA, and China.

Yes, in 1989 the largest among the other Soviet republics number of Russian-speaking population
lived in the territory of the Kazakh SSR — 6 million people, representing 37.8% of the republic’s popu-
lation (Aleinikov, Borovikov, 2013). In August 1991, at a time of the revival of the Russian Cossacks, a
confrontation between Russian and Kazakh activists took place in Uralsk; later, during 1992 — 1994, in
Ust-Kamenogorsk, protests were held to establish equal status of the Kazakh and Russian languages, and
in 1995 a proposal was made to create a «Russian Altai Republicy». In 1999 supporters of the formation of a
state «Russian Land» were arrested in the same city (Kazakhstan was wanted to become a «Russian Land).

In 2010 representatives of the Russian-speaking population of the Eastern Kazakhstan region com-
plained to the presidents of the Russian Federation and the Republic of Kazakhstan about oppres-
sions on a national basis, the closure of Russian schools, etc.(ibidem) And although the situation was
resolved, the analysis of the content posted on the Russian-language resources of the national network
segment (.kz.net) indicates an unsteadiness of the situation, particularly in the social and humanitarian
environment, an active discussion of language issues and professional abuse of Russians in Kazakhstan,
disrespect for monuments of Russian culture, etc. Vladimir Zhirinovsky accused the government of
Kazakhstan of the «russophobic» position and promised «to deal with Kazakhstan» after dealing with
Ukraine (Vladimir Zhirinovsky: «After capturing Ukraine we will capture Kazakhstan»). Notable are the
well-known statements of the President of the Russian Federation V. Putin at the youth forum «Seliger»
about the Kazakhs’ lack of statehood that was «... created by President Nursultan Nazarbayev» (Putin on
Kazakhstan: «The Kazakhs did not have statehood»).
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Because of a low level of trust in the national media, representatives of the Russian-speaking dias-
pora of the Republic are consumers of information products of the Russian Federation which contains
facts of manipulation, misinformation, interpretation and reinterpretation of historical events. Besides,
the opinions of the Russian-speaking citizens about the events of the Revolution of Dignity and the
annexation of the Crimean Peninsula by Russian Federation significantly differ which resulted in their
(citizens) division into supporters of the policy of the Russian Federation and its opponents. For example,
Vyacheslav Gusarov expresses the opinion that half of information consumers in Kazakhstan are under
Russian informational influence, which creates a real informational threat» (Gusarov, 2014)

So, the ensuring of the social and individual informational security, the protection of information
resources and objects of critical infrastructure are an urgent need, a priority issue of the state policy and
a long-term state project in independent Kazakhstan.

The main thesis of the article is a detection of the formation specificities of the information security
system in the Republic of Kazakhstan.

The analysis of recent researches. Issues of ensuring of the information security and development
of information and communication technologies in Kazakhstan were considered in scientific studies of
Kazakh researchers, such as of G. Ibragimova, Z. Asadova, D. Sabitova, B. Kulpendiyeva, L. Karataeva,
T. Sadykova, written in Russian, but the authors did not consider the forming of the information security
system of the Republic of Kazakhstan through the prism of historical events, particularly those that took
place during the first years of independence of the Republic. Neither was this issue overlooked by politi-
cal analysts, such as V. Gusarov, E. Bagdatov, M. Kucheravyy. In our previous articles was analyzed the
SCO’s activities in the area of international information security (Hapeyeva, 2016) There is no qualita-
tive analysis of the information space of the Republic of Kazakhstan and evaluation of the content posted
in the Russian-language media, though.

The statement of the basic material. The researchers distinguish at least three stages in the history
of the development of information and communication technologies in Kazakhstan, the development of
which is regulated by the Law «On Informatization». The first period falls on the beginning of the 90-ies
of the last century and is related to the beginning of training of specialists in the field of «information
security» in the leading universities of the country (Asadova, 2013). The second period (1995 — 1999) is
characterized by an expansion of the market of information and communication services in the territory
of Kazakhstan. In the early 2000s, the formation and development of the national IT segment takes place
and the third stage begins.

At the end of the 1990s, the information space of the Republic of Kazakhstan was represented by a
set of information sectors that functioned in the interests of individual ministries and departments and
were unavailable to most natives. On the agenda came the question of formation of a unified information
space of Kazakhstan in accordance with the Presidential Decree Ne 3787 of December 9, 1997 and the
tasks outlined in the Concept «On the Formation of a Unified Information Space».

According to the Concept, the information security of an individual and society is closely linked to
the influence on the psyche, consciousness, and public consciousness that is made by using misinforma-
tion and informational blackmail, based on the results of electronic control over the people’s lives, their
political activities and personal plans, and by using all the power of modern media. Means for ensuring
of information security of the united information space of the Republic are provided by measures of an
organizational, technical and technological nature.

On December 31, 1998 the Governmental Decree of the Republic of Kazakhstan Ne. 1384 «On
Coordination of the Work on the Formation and Development of the National Information Infrastructure,
Informatization Processes and Providing of Information Security» was adopted and the Interdepartmental
Commission was created. It is worth noting that the representatives of the Committee of State Security
of the Republic of Kazakhstan actively partook in the elaboration of the national legislation (Asasdova,
2013).

According to the Government Decree of the Republic of Kazakhstan Ne 993 of September 11, 2002,
the Office of the Prime Minister of the Republic was declared the authorized state body for protection
of state secrets and the ensuring of information security. At the same time, the issue of ensuring of
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information security and general interagency coordination of activity in this area remained under control
of the national security authorities.

In 2010, taking into account the need to provide information security in information networks and
critical infrastructure facilities, the Kazakhstan Computer Emergency Response Service (KZ-CERT),
that has the functions of a national and international coordinator in the field of safe use of information
technology was created. Nowadays KZ-CERT has the status of a Response Center for users of national
information systems and the Internet and provides advisory and technical support for detection, evalua-
tion, prediction, and prevention of threats in the information sphere. The memorandums of understanding
and cooperation in the field of information security with 14 countries of the world are in force. KZ-CERT
is also a member of the FIRST (Forum of Incident Response and Security Teams), that unites similar
services in other countries. Not only is it a participant of the computer security incident response team
(CSIRT Assistance Program), but also a member of the Organization of Islamic Cooperation — the com-
puter incident response service (OIC-CERT) (Decree of the President of the Republic of Kazakhstan No.
174 of November 14, 2011 «On the Concept of Information Security of the Republic of Kazakhstany).

The next document, the Information Security Concept of the Republic of Kazakhstan, approved
by the Presidential Decree of the Republic of Kazakhstan Ne. 199 of October 10, 2010, determines
political, organizational, technical and economic factors influencing the condition of providing of state’s
information security, but does not establish the concept of «information security».

Yes, political factors include information expansion of the developed countries in the information
space of the Republic and the information dissemination in order to obtain unilateral advantages.
Among the organizational and technical factors of influence the insufficient level of development of the
regulatory framework on information security issues and a limited number of specialists in this area were
pointed out (Asadova, 2013)

The new version of the Information Security Concept of the Republic of Kazakhstan until 2016 was
approved by the Presidential Decree on November 14, 2011. It corresponds to the basic principles of
the Development Strategy of the Republic of Kazakhstan until 2030 — «Prosperity, safety and welfare
improvement of all Kazakhstanis» (Decree of the Government of the Republic of Kazakhstan No. 715
of July 29, 1998 «On the Concept of the Common Information Space of the Republic of Kazakhstan
and Measures for its Implementation»). Unlike the previous document, it reflects general tendencies of
interstate information confrontation: the usage of information pressure, measures of information warfare
and information expansion as effective means and an integral tool for solving major social, economic
and political conflicts. The fact of creation of the information troops in the armed forces of the leading
countries of the world and intentions of their active use was mentioned for the first time. For the first
time the interpretation of «information security», «information terrorismy», «information warfarey,
«cybercrimey, «contenty, etc. was given.

The notion of «information security» in the conceptual documents of the Republic of Kazakhstan
is considered as a set of technical and socio-political aspects, meanwhile the socio-political aspect is
supposed to protect the national information space and systems of mass media dissemination from
determined negative informational and organizational influences, and technical — to protect information
systems and information space of the state (Information security of the Republic of Kazakhstan: status
and prospects).

It is worth noting the Concept developers focus on a number of threats in the information sphere: the
advance of the information confrontation between the world’s leading force centers, the preparation and
conduction of a struggle in the information space; development of technologies for information manip-
ulation; possibilities of destructive information influence on public consciousness and state institutions
that damages the national interests of the country; the dissemination of inaccurate or deliberately distort-
ed information that can harm the national interests of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

The law «On National Security of the Republic of Kazakhstany Ne 527-1V of January 6, 2012 defines
information security as «... a type of national security that is meant to protect the state’s information
space, human and citizen rights, society from real and potential threats, and to ensure the state’s
development and information independence. Among the main threats to the national security of the
Republic of Kazakhstan, «... the information influence on the social and national consciousness related
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with distortion and dissemination of inaccurate information to the detriment of national security» was
mentioned (Information warfares: the battlefield of Russia and Kazakhstan. Part 2 of CAI «Eurasian
Monitoringy).

In order to ensure a reliable and safe interstate document circulation in the Republic of Kazakhstan
the trusted third party of the Republic of Kazakhstan was created and was put into use in November
2013. The monitoring of the website security and information systems of state authorities is carried out
by the Center of Security Monitoring of the «electronic governmenty», whose main task is to support
information security by taking necessary measures for prevention, localization and elimination of the
consequences of the threats of the «electronic government» components. Equally important is the de-
velopment of a legislative framework for protection of objects of the critical information infrastructure
of the Republic.

On October 6, 2016 the Ministry of Defense and Aerospace Industry was formed by the Presiden-
tial Decree of the Republic of Kazakhstan. One of the main activity directions of the ministry is the
implementation of state policy in the field of information security and in the field of information and
communication (cybersecurity). An Information Security Committee has been created, which serves as
an authorized body (regulator) for the development of state policy in the field of national information
security and also participates in the implementation of the performance of Ministry strategic functions
in the field of information security (Decree of the President of the Republic of Kazakhstan No. 174 of
November 14, 2011 «On the Concept of Information Security of the Republic of Kazakhstany).

Issues related to the formation of the Main Research and Production Institute of Information
Security at the Information Security Committee, the National Center for Cyber Security with usage
of the mechanism of public and private cooperation, and the Information Security Academy for the
high-quality training of national personnel in the field of information security are considered in the
Republic of Kazakhstan [80]. Also the Ministry of Information and Communications of the Republic of
Kazakhstan was created in 2016.

In order to implement the Presidential Decree Ne 422 of February 15, 2017 «On Measures for
Implementation of the Proclamation of the Head of the State to the people of Kazakhstan dated January
31, 2017 — «The Third Modernization of Kazakhstan: Global Competitiveness» — the Cybersecurity
Concept («Cybershield of Kazakhstan») was approved.

One of the topical issues of ensuring of the information space security is the proper training of
specialists. Only 7 of 93 institutions of higher education that train ICT specialists train specialists in the
specialty «Information Security Systems».85 specialists were trained in 2016. A tendency of reduction
of the state order for training of information security specialists was noticed: if in both 2014-2015 and
2015-2016 60 graduates in the «Information Security Systems» specialty have been trained on the state
order, then in 2017 the number reduced to 40. In central government bodies the provision of specialists
of this area is 25%, while in the local government ones — 6%. (Asadova, 2013).

It worth noting that in the field of information security of the member states of CIS, CSTO and SCO
there are some problematic issues that require measures to unify the national legislation, terminology
and conceptual apparatus in this area. Researchers also point out a necessity of formation of a separate
legal branch, information law, in the Republic of Kazakhstan (ibiem)

On January 9, 2017, the Governmental Decree Ne832 of December 20, 2016 «On Ratification of
Common Requirements in the Field of Information and Communication Technologies and Information
Security» came into force. On August 14, 2017, the initiative group of companies founded the asso-
ciation of legal entities «Kazakhstan Association of Information Security». The Association is meant
to develop a scientific school of information security, to improve the training of specialists, develop a
methodological framework, legislation funds and information security systems (An information security
association has been established in Kazakhstan).

The main directions of ensuring of information security in the Armed Forces, other troops and
military formations of Kazakhstan include a continuous analysis (monitoring) and a detection of threats
to information security; enhancement of means of information protection from unauthorized access,
enhancement of structure of bodies of ensuring of information security and coordination of their inter-
action; training of specialists.
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So, the analysis of the formation of the information security system in the Republic of Kazakhstan
shows its cohesion and sufficient efficiency. During the years of Kazakhstan’s independence, the
appropriate legal and regulatory framework that is represented by a number of conceptual and doctrinal
documents where the information influence on the public and national consciousness of the population,
growth of interstate information confrontation, misinformation and information pressure are considered
as threats to the national security of the country has been developed. Much attention is also paid to en-
suring of the state’s cyber security, the formation of research institutions and the training of information
security specialists.

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TRANSFORMATION OF TRANSCARPATHIA’S FRONTIER COOPERATION INTO A
TRANSFRONTIER ONE: DIRECTIONS, FORMS, AND INSTRUMENTS

The article analyzes the transformation of the Transcarpathian region border cooperation into a transbound-
ary region. It also examines the change of directions, forms and tools of the Transcarpathian interrelations with
neighboring regions during the second half of the 20" and the beginning of the 21* centuries. It is determined that
the main areas of cross-border cooperation with the participation of Transcarpathia are such: forestry activities,
tourism, transboundary ecological-economic cooperation, development of local culture and preservation of histor-
ical heritage; environment protection, mitigation and adaptation to climate change; improving the access to the
regions, developing sustainable and climate-friendly transport and communications networks and systems; common
challenges in the field of security and protection, growth of population welfare of the border areas, activation of
foreign economic relations, etc. The main organizational forms of cross-border cooperation include: clusters, urban
agglomerations, regional networks, transport corridors, interregional industrial alliances, interregional business
associations, interregional corporation, regional agreements and projects, Euroregions, etc. The article points out
that the most promising direction of activation of foreign economic relations in the studied territory is the expansion
of the network of cross-border tourist clusters in the Ukrainian-Slovak, Ukrainian-Hungarian, Ukrainian-Roma-
nian and Ukrainian-Polish transboundary regions. One of such projects may be a tourist cluster covering the Tran-
scarpathian region of Ukraine and the bordering areas.

The main problems of further development of cross-border cooperation with the participation of Transcar-
pathia are identified, namely: insufficient institutional and legal support of the system of cross-border cooper-
ation of Ukrainian regions, excessive centralization of foreign economic activity, restrictions that do not allow
local self-government bodies to carry out the necessary volume of international economic relations, poor qual-
ity of service of the border traffic due to inconsistency of the design capacity of the international automobile
check points with actual indicators and their congestion; insufficient investment climate of the border regions of
Ukraine; ineffective use of grants; somewhat limited and poorly developed trunk-burden infrastructure, which
is a major complication in trade with Ukraine, etc. Along with the economic and legal barriers of cross-border
cooperation, public barriers are important, particularly, negative historical experience, lack of entrepreneur-
ial psychological readiness for business cooperation, mental differences, language barriers, lack of regional
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cross-border conscience, fear of losing identity, population expectations with regard to the practical results of
cross-border cooperation is often not justified. Elimination of these barriers is a priority task, both at the state
level and at the local level.

In the treasury of Ukrainian science of history there are many works, which center on the history of
the OUN and the the UPA. The subject was touched upon by P. Mirchuk, L. Shankovskyi, Yu. Kyrychyk,
A. Kentiy, I. Tliushyn, I. Patryliak, V. Serhiychuk, M. Romaniuk, and others. But it is V. IInytskyi, who
discovered such an angle of view on the problem, from which it has not yet been watched in a complex
way and with consideration of the whole spectrum of historical and historuographical sources. The
leitmotif of the research is the presentation of the functioning of the Carpathian Area of the OUN as an
important compound of the Ukrainian Liberation Movement in the middle of the XX century.

As to its structure, the research is designed by the problem-chronological principle and consists of
an introduction, six sections, divided into 34 subsections, conclusions, a list of references, an index of
names and the list of illustrations. In the introduction the subject and object of the research are properly
formulated and chronological and territorial boundaries are founded. In the first section the author gives
a thorough analysis of the problem’s historiography and presents the source base of his research. Its basis
consists of numerous historic monuments that are in the collections of seven archival depositaries. The
collections of documents of the Branch State Archive of the Security Service of Ukraine make up the
main part of the archival materials. In the second section — «Theoretical and Methodological Grounds of
the Research» — the investigation methods and terminological apparatus are presented.

In the third section — «The OUN’s Activities in the Karpatskyi Krai» — the author focuses his
attention on such components of the nationalistic organization’s functioning as its structure, strength,
organizational and staff work and links, publishing and propaganda activities, fighting operations,
maintenance, sanitary and social care, ethnic-national policy, the change of tactics in the end 1940s —
beginning 1950s. A separate section is dedicated to the activities of the OUN’s Security Service. Along
with other facts, the author found out that the Karpatskyi Krai was among the strongest and largest, as
well as that it functioned the longest. The number of population on its territory was 2.2 min. During
1945 — 1954 over 2100 persons occupied the highest posts of leaders, consultants and members of
areal, regional and supra-regional leaderships of the OUN. The liquidation of the Ukrainian Liberation
Movement took place gradually. In May, 1954, there was not a single member of areal, regional and
supra-regional leaderships of the OUN left. V. Ilnytskyi considers that it was May of 1954 when the
armed struggle stopped in the Karpatskyi Krai altogether (pp. 82—83).

The fourth section centers on this: the formation of the UPA’s MD — 4 «Hoverlia»; the relations
between the OUN and UPA; field gendarmerie; selection and training of staff; political education, military
equipment and material-technical supply; military operations. The author shows that MD-4 «Hoverlia»
corresponds with the Karpatskyi Krai territory after the UPA-Zakhid (UPA-WEST) administrative-
territorial division. Considering the strength of the guerilla troops in the region, the author concludes

thus: MD «Hoverlia» was the most peopled structure of the UPA-West, and its departments functioned
the longest. In November 1944 here some 4500-5500 riflemen and officers were present. Besides,
Drohobych MD «Makivka» numbered 1160 fighters and the UPA kurin’ (department) in the Bukovyna
was 400-500 strong. Accordingly, by the time of its joining MD «Hoverliay, the general strength of the
UPA in the territory of the freshly created Karpatskyi Krai totaled 6000—-7000, and by January 1948 —
320400 (pp. 282-283).

The fifth section raises non the less interest, wherein the description of the everyday life of the
insurgents is given. Also, the section on the role of the Greek-Catholic clergy in the liberation movement.
It should be noted, that a socio-psychological portrait of an insurgent was drawn from the leaders and
consultants of the areal and okruha leaderships of the OUN. The author does not take into consideration
the lowest level of insurgent structures through the lack of complete information on each separate
participants of the regional and supra-regional leaderships.

By the structure of the last, sixth sector, entitled «The Communist Party’s Repressive Policy», it
becomes clear, that V. Ilnytskyi in depth investigated the question on forms and methods of struggle of
the regime against the Ukrainian underground. As s demonstrated, the force bodies used all means to
achieve their goals, and repressive policy became their decisive argument.

The research under consideration has by far very important cognitive and practical importance.
Probably, its most significant scientific results are such: 1) a great bulk of archival material is put in
scientific circulation and published (the author elaborated over 700 cases, of which nearly 80% are
the collections of documents of the Branch State Archives of the Security Service of Ukraine; 2) the
organizational structure of the Karatskyi Krai of the OUN and MD «Hoverlia» of the UPA, its changes;
3) the Ukrainian liberation movement in the region is almost completely clarified; 4) on the bases of
original methods the strength of the leadership members of the Karpastskyi Krai of the OUN, the strength
of insurgents in the UPA’s MD «Hoverlia» and also human losts are determined; 5) the functioning
of the OUN structural units, headquarters and fighting departments, as well as various aspects of the
underground activities in the Karpatskyi Krai of the OUN are elucidated; 6) the moral —psychological
climate and material life conditions of the insurgents ere illustrated; 7) the peculiarities of the opposition
of the liberation movement and the Soviet regime are shown.
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
